Located in the town square this asymmetrically massed building with interior 
chimneys seems solid, heavy. The clock tower on the corner of the two story structure 
"is by far the most interesting feature. On the second story level, it has an unusual 
round corner balcony. Also, it has additional bracketed balconies, Palladian windows 
and pediments topped by a small ribbed dome and hooded clocks.

• The facade has a projecting entrance porch with large round arches that emphasize 
the entry; above are triplet windows under a segmental bearing arch.

Renovation on the interior has totally changed its original character.
