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A "non-contributing" resource does not reflect the historic
associations, architectural characteristics or informational
potential for which a property is significant because it a) was
not present during the period of significance, or b) due to
alterations, disturbances, additions, or other changes, no longer
possesses historic integrity reflecting its character at that
time or, in the case of archeological resources, enabling it to
yield important information about the period.

This definition applies to resources that, even if compatible
with the functions and architectural character of a property,
were built or substantially altered after the period of
significance.

No historic contexts (or themes) applicable to Minot have been prepared by
the North Dakota State Historic Preservation Office. Therefore, a variety
of contexts were developed by RTI specifically for the purpose of assessing
the significance of Minot's buildings. However, some historic buildings in
Minot have been so thoroughly altered that they no longer convey
associations with those contexts. In response to the varying degrees of
change, a set of criteria were developed by which to assess integrity.
These criteria grow out of the National Register criteria for evaluating
significance:

Location: The building or feature should be in the location it
occupied during Minot's period of significance.

Design: The principal characteristics of the original design of
the building or feature should be evident. These are measured by
recording the major elements of massing, composition, rhythm,
texture, and decoration on the exterior surfaces of the building
or feature visibe from the public right-of-way (not including
alleys).

Setting: The building or feature should retain proximity to other
associated building or features with which it functioned or was
used. There should be an absence of intrusive buildings or
featurew which overwhelm the building or feature in question
making it difficult to recognize its historic use or function.

Materials: Original materials which were historically visible to
public view should still be exposed.
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Workmanship: Historic qualities of workmanship should still be
evident.

Feeling and Association: Given alterations over time, the
building or feature should still convey feelings and
associations from Minot's period of significance both with
regard to the building's own use and function and with regard to
its relationship with the buildings and features which comprise
its setting.

More specific criteria for assessing integrity for buildings within the
districts included in this nomination appear in following portions of the
nomination that address those districts.

The intensive survey area included a total of 267 sites which includes 58
(21.6%) commercial, 8 (2.9%) religious and fraternal, 5 (1.9%) public and
institutional, 22 (8.3%) industrial, 171 (63.8%) residential, and 4 (1.5%)
structural ( mostly bridges). After the buildings and structures covered by
the survey were evaluated, boundaries were drawn for three districts and one
individual building as part of this Multiple Resource Area Nomination.
Minot's Commercial Historic District includes a total of 62 buildings.

- Forty-seven (75.8%) of these are commercial, 6 (9.7%) are
religious/fraternal, 5 (8%) are public/institutional, 3 (4.9%) are
residential, and 1 (1.6%) is industrial. The city's Industrial Historic
District encompasses 38 buildings and structures. Of these, 20 (52.7%) are
industrial, 11 (28.9%) are commercial, 6 (15.8%) are residential, and 1
(2.6%) is structural. The Eastwood Park Historic District of 167 buildings
and structures includes 162 residences (97%), 2 religious buildings (1.2%),
and 3 structures (1.8%). The individually-eligible building outside of
these districts is a small one-story "domestic" style gasoline filling and
service station.

Buildings and structures in the reconnaissance survey area include some
which are likely eligible for the National Register. Having the
reconnaissance survey data, the North Dakota SHPO can now make plans for an
intensive survey of these sites and districts at a later date. Once they
are surveyed at the intensive level, the SHPO intends to nominate these
sites and districts to the National Register as addenda to this Multiple
Resource nomination.

RTI used three criteria in selecting sites for recording at the
reconnaissance level: 1) sites which are known to have historical
significance, based on background research completed in developing
historical contexts for Minot, 2) sites which have excellent integrity and
appear to have architectural significnace, and 3) sites which may lack
individual distinction but which are located in districts which appear to

have architectural and/or historical significance.

RTI recorded 654 sites at the reconnaissance level. They include 23 sites
which are likely to be individually eligible for the National Register. The
remainder fall within three potentially eligible districts. A preliminary
assessment shows that these districts total 543 contributing sites and 88
non-contributing sites. Preliminary historical research in the
reconnaissance survey area helped RTI to recognize sites with historical
significance.

The Intensive and Reconaissance Survey of Minot recorded several buildings
and structures already entered onto the National Register of Historic
Places. These include: the Eastwood Park Bridge (21 April 1975), the Soo
Line Depot (20 January 1978), the U.S. Post Office (14 October 1980), the
Carnegie Library (10 November 1980), the Tufveson House (12 April 1984), and
the Carr House (26 April 1984),

A more detailed report on the findings of the reconnaissance and intensive
surveys and a more detailed discussion of the contexts developed for
assessing signifiance in Minot may be found in the Final Report on the
Intensive and Reconnaissance Surveys for Minot, North Dakota prepared by RTI
as part of the Minot contract and on file at the North Dakota State Historic
Preservation Office, North Dakota State Heritage Center, Bismarck.

The Commercial Historic District is largely comprised of buildings and
structures dating from the district's period of significance, 1894-1929.
The majority of these are commercial. The Commercial Historic District
also contains, however, a variety of public (including governmental and
educational), transportation, religious, and fraternal buildings. These
resources feature an array of architectural styles, including Romanesque,
Second Renaissance, Italianate, Neo-Classical, Art Deco, and Gothic
Revival. Brick is the predominant building material.

Minot's Commercial Historic District is concentrated around the
intersection of Main Street and Central Avenue. From this intersection a
dense business core comprised of adjoining buildings arranged with no
setbacks extends south along Main Street for several blocks. A similar
concentration of buildings lines Central Avenue for a few blocks east and
west of Main, Other commercial buildings are dispersed on adjacent streets
and avenues. Public, transportation, religious, and fraternal buildings
are located on the fringes of the downtown commercial core. Minot's
Commercial Historic District can be briefly characterized as dense mass of
large historic buildings, many of brick and similar architectural styles,
located within a "downtown'" commercial core centered on the intersection of
Main and Central. These functional, spatial, material, and stylistic
traits distinguish the Commercial Historic District from other historic
districts and areas within Minot.
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Minot's historic commercial architecture is typical of an
agriculturally-based community on the northern Great Plains during the
early twentieth century. Most commercial buildings are of brick (either
bearing wall or veneer over wood frame), two or three stories, and
rectangular in shape conforming to narrow lot sizes. Most feature store
fronts with large display windows and recessed entries on the ground level
and residential or office space on upper stories.

One of Minot's oldest commercial buildings, the Lee Block (1894 and
1004)(32WD862), exhibits some characteristics of both the Romanesque and
Second Renaissance styles. The Scofield Block (1905)(32WD865) on Main
Street serves as an excellent example of popular early twentieth century
commercial architecture that borrowed from the Italianate style of the late
1800s. The majority of Minot's commercial buildings are of an early
twentieth century, simple commercial design. Rather than an emphasis on
ornamentation, a more restrained and perhaps more abstract use of
decorative details characterizes this popular architecture. Good examples
of early twentieth century commercial buildings include the Flat Iron
Building (1914)(32WD835) on West Central Avenue, the Saunders Block
(1917)(32WD421) on First Avenue, the McCoy Block (1917)(32WD896) on South
Main, and the Granite Springs Manufacturing Company building
(1915)(32WD893), also on South Main. Other styles represented in Minot,
although present in fewer numbers of buildings, include Neo-Classical and
Art Deco. An outstanding example of the Neo-Classical style is the Union
National Bank (1924)(32WD112). A good example of a building with Art Deco
elements is the First National Bank (1928)(32WD17) on North Main Street.

Public buildings in Minot also predominantly feature Neo-Classical and Art
Deco styles. The Minot Free Public Library (1912)(32WD14), for example,
located on Second Avenue, is a Neo-Classical design. The original wing of
Minot High School (1916-1918)(32WD468), also on Second Avenue, also
features Neo-Classical details. The Ward County Courthouse (1929)(32WD16)
on Third Street is an outstanding example of Art Deco public architecture.

Most of Minot's religious and fraternal buildings were erected in two
styles: churches featured traditional Gothic Revival details and fraternal
lodges were housed in the upper floors of typical early twentieth century
commercial buildings. On the edge of Minot's commercial district stand two
outstanding examples of religious architecture dating from the city's
period of significance. St. Leo's (1906)(32WD598) on First Street and
Bethany Lutheran (1915-1916)(32WD486) on Third Avenue are both
characteristic examples of the Gothic Revival style, and both are visual
landmarks in the city.
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Minot's historic fraternity buildings are best represented by two
structures, the Italianate Masonic Hall (1907)(32WD881) on Main Street and
the Sons of Norway building (1915)(32WD837) on the corner of Central and
Broadway. The Sons of Norway building is an eclectic mixture of
Neo-Classical elements dominated by a central three-story facade with
Renaissance Revival details., Both buildings included commercial shops on
the ground level floors.

Transportation buildings in the Commercial Historic District include a
Gothic Revival passenger station (1912)(32WD11) belonging to the Soo Line.

Non-Contributing buildings in the Commercial Historic District include a
variety of altered historic buildings (especially facades) and buildings
erected after the period of significance. None of these however,
significantly detract from the historic character of the district,
especially its overall composition—-that is, dense blocks of adjoining
buildings, most of them laid out in a "T-town" configuration.

Many of the buildings within Minot's Commercial District have not sustained
significant alterations. Furthermore, more significant changes on other
buildings have not compromised the important overall characteristics of the
Commercial District. Typical changes include alteration of storefronts,
alteration of windows, and additions (usually to the rear and smaller than
the original building). Despite these changes, the original design,
feeling, association, and relationship with setting are maintained when the
buildings are viewed from the street. Most significantly, important design
features, such as important elements of the street-facing facade
(brickwork, parapets, window configuration, decorative detailing, etc.)
survive to convey the significant character of the Commercial District.

In some instances, however, alterations in the Commercial District have
been so drastic that buildings have lost too much integrity and therefore
no longer contribute to the district. Examples include buildings with
facades that have been entirely altered with the application of such
material as stucco, sheet metal, or brick. These retain no semblance to
the historic original buildings. Examples of these include Josef's at 21
East Central Avenue (32WD810), 20 West Central Avenue (32WD832), and
Greengard's at 8 South Main (32WD870). A few other buildings were erected
after the period of significance for the Commercial District and therefore
do not contribute to the district.

8. SIGNIFICANCE

The Minot Commercial Historic District is significant for its associations
with railroad expansion and planned settlement, and for its associations
with the growth of North Dakota's agriculture and a related commercial
network dominated by major distribution centers such as Minot. The Minot
Commercial Historic District is also significant because its built
environment contains commercial, educational, governmental, religious,
social, and transportation buildings that depict historical developments
and architectural trends in the city during the late 19th and early 20th
centuries, between 1894 and 1929. Architectural styles represented include
Romanesque, Second Renaissance, Italianate, Neo-Classical, Gothic Revival,
Art Deco, and simpler, less ornamented commercial early 20th century
designs.

Minot was founded in 1886 by the Great Northern during a period when major
railways were building transcontinental routes. Companies such as the
Great Northern established towns at regular intervals along their lines in
order to foster economically sound communities that would supply them with
business. Minot was such a town. Furthermore, the Great Northern
designated Minot as a division point, a major regional location of
maintenance and administrative facilities. Later, Minot's trade area was
penetrated by the Soo line, a competitor of the Great Northern.

During the late 19th and early 20th centuries the United States became a
largely urban, industrial society and its population grew rapidly. Demand
for food increased and prices rose, stimulating a new wave of agricultural
settlement in the west, including North Dakota. There, the railroads and
the advent of new, mechanized farm implements made dryland wheat farming on
a large scale possible. Because of Minot's strategic position on two major
rail lines, the city easily became the dominant trade center for industrial
and agricultural products in northwestern North Dakota.

The built environment of Minot's Commercial Historic District depicts its
orientation to railroads and its relationship to North Dakota's

agricultural economy. Minot, especially as illustrated by the layout of
its downtown commercial core, is a "T-town,'" a spacial arrangement common
to many railroad communities in the west. In particular this is shown by
-the orientation of the Commercial District on its north end to the tracks
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of the Soo Line and the Burlington Northern. The intersection of Central
Avenue and Main Street, the locus of the district's intensively developed
core, is only about one-half of a block south of the railroad tracks. Next
to the tracks at the head of North Main Street, just north of Central and
Main, is the Gothic Revival style Soo Line Depot (1912)(32WD11), which
further illustrates Minot's arrangement with respect to railroads. The
large size of Minot's Commercial Historic District reflects its importance
to the surrounding northwestern North Dakota Great Plains. Such massive
buildings as the Art Deco First National Bank (1929) (32WD17), the
Neo-Classical Union National Bank (1924)(32WD112), and the Art Deco Ward
County Courthouse (1929)(32WD16) testify to the regional economic and
governmental importance of the Commercial Historic District. The
Commercial Historic District also encompasses several pre-1900 commercial
buildings, including the Lee Block (1894)(32WD862), a mixture of Romanesque
and Second Renaissance styles.

The evolution of the buildings in the Commercial Historic District also
illustrates the role of North Dakota's "boom-bust" agricultural economy in
the shaping of Minot's built environment. Nearly all of Minot's historic
commercial buildings resulted from two "booms" that occurred in North
Dakota between 1900 and 1917 and during the 1920s. During these booms the
Commercial District expanded outward from its center at the intersection of
Main and Central. Buildings that represent this growth include the Granite
Springs (1915)(32WD893), the McCoy Block (1917)(32WD896), and the Dwire
Apartments (1916)(32WD899). These buildings also are examples of simple
early 20th century commercial architecture that lack the ornamentation of
other structures. Examples of buildings started just before the ends of
"booms" and left unfinished because of "busts" include the Kermot Block
(1917)(32WD834) and the Parker Hotel (1928, and 1947-1948)(32WD422),

Minot's Commercial Historic District also helps to depict the historical
development and activities of the community during its period of
significance. In addition to buildings such as those described above, a
variety of religious, social, educational, and military buildings were
erected in the Commercial Historic District during the period of
significance. These buildings illustrate Minot's maturation as a stable
community supported by a variety of institutions.

Minot's Commercial Historic District has several examples of religious
architecture, among them Bethany Lutheran Church (1915-1916)(32WD486) and
St. Leo's Catholic (1906)(32WD598), both outstanding Gothic Revival
designs. Buildings that housed important social institutions include the
Ttalianate Masonic Temple (1907)(32WD881) and the Neo-Classical Sons of
Norway Building (1916)(32WD837). Educational buildings are best
represented by Neo-Classical Minot High School (1916-1918)(32WD468). Minot
also has one educational and military building, the Minot Military Training

School and armory (ca.1910-1912)(32WD633), which resembles a Gothic castle.
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As mentioned above, the Minot Commercial Historic District includes several
churches that contribute to the district: St. Leo's (32WD598), Bethany
Lutheran (32WD486), and All Saint's Episcopal (32WD900). These churches
have been determined to be contributing because they help to depict the
historic religious life of Minot, and because they are intact examples of
the Gothic Revival architectural style. Bethany Lutheran and St. Leo's in
particular are outstanding examples of the Gothic Revival. Because of
their architecture, these two churches have also been determined to be of
"primary significance" (individually eligible).

Areas outside the historic district were
excluded because they have a predominance of buildings which were
built after Minot's period of significance and/or have been
modified to the point where they could not contribute to the
historic district.

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: Originally the 3-story facade (east) of this building set 3' back from
the sidewalk which flanks Main St. In 1954, a single story store front, flush with the side-
walk was added. It is likely that the wrought iron balustrades, which incircle the 3rd floor
windows, and the wood lintel above the 2nd floor windows were added at this time, as well.
Since then, stuccoed infills with aluminum sash windows have been installed in these openings
(City Assessor's Card). Intact elements on this brick wall, Taid in a running bond, likely
include: the block parapet coping faced with sheet metal; and the plain metal cornice sup-
ported by large brackets which also serve as keystones for the flat arch lentils above the
3rd floor windows. The brick rear (west) wall, laid in American bond, displays segmented
several arch openings (boarded).

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: Elias H. Boyer originally owned as well as resided at this
building. At the time, Boyer was part owner of Boyer and Lindberg, a retail store offering
"clothing and mens furnishings goods." This store was located one block north on Main
(1910-11 Polk's City Directory). Building contractor, Henery Hurd, reportedly did $100,000
worth of construction work in 1909, the year he erected this feature (WCI Dec. 30, 1909, p.l).

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: Symmetrical fenestrations and a slightly pitched gable parapet, with

a single step, define the 2-bay composition of the 3-story facade (east) of this building.
The parapet features limestone coping, underscored by a course of header set brick, and a
lTimestone drip course. The upper story fenestrations have stacked brick surrounds with
limestone block corners as well as limestone sills. In 1956, the store front was remodeled,
the third floor balcony constructed, and wood framed doors set in the 3rd floor openings
(City Assessor's Card). The second floor windows were likely altered at this time as well.
In 1926 a 2-story (25' x 56') addition was constructed along the rear (west) wall (City
Assessor's Card). Since then, a single story brick and concrete block addition has been
attached.

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: It appears that-in 1924 Truman Yeomens, a physician, demolished
a l-story building (which housed the Savings and Loan Trust Co.) situated on this lot and
erected this 3-story brick block. Originally, the main Tevel served as office space for
Yeomens and his partner, Dr. Thomas Strong (1922-27 Polk's City Directory).

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: Although the store front windows of this 2-story building were replaced
in 1964 (City Assessor's Card) many original elements of the principal (west) facade are in-
tact including the original main entires (wood framed) and fixed 2nd floor windows with wood
sash. Faced in variegated brown brick in a running bond, this facade displays subtle decora-
tive touches including bands of tan header over soldier brick stacked along the parapet,
above the 2nd floor windows and at the floor division. Recessed panels of stacked header
brick are also aligned above the upper level openings. The brick south wall has been faced
with a veneer of concrete.

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: Symmetrical window treatment and a central entrance define the 4-bay
composition of the principal (west) facade of this multi-colored brick structure. The single
stepped parapet, faced with brown running bond brick, is broken by tan soldier brick stacked
horizontally and placed in vertical alignment above the second floor windows. The glass and
storms of these openings have been replaced, however, original flat arch lintels of brick

and limestone lugsills are intact. The store front was remodeled in 1951 (City Assessor's
Card), however, the first floor corner pilasters of red brick on a marble base remain un-
altered. Painted advertisements (faded) are displayed on the north elevation which is faced
with brick Taid in American bond. Industrial windows with rowlock lintels and sills, pierce
the rear (east) wall.

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: This building design by architect A. Fraser, was constructed in
1917 at a cost of $25,000 by Paul McCoy to house his business known as McCoy Furniture Co.
Inc. (Business Bulletin, November 15, 1917, pg. 14). By 1922, however, McCoy had closed his
store and moved to Great Falls (1922 Polk's City Directory).

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: This building sets back an additional 4' from the sidewalk which flanks
Main St. The entire main (west) facade has been painted and is partially obscured from view
by a pre-cast concrete screen erected in 1965 (City Assessor's Card). Behind the screen,
however, it is evident that many original elements remain. The parapet, with concrete coping,
is divided by 3 recessed panels of brick underscored by a corbeled cornice. The frieze is
composed of two oblong brick panels which flank a smaller pressed metal plate which reads
"K-1911-P"., Projecting brick corner pilasters are set on concrete pedestals, the southern
pedestal has the raised initials F, C and B arranged in a triangular pattern. The store front
display consists of a large fixed window with original wood sash, boarded transom headed by a
voussoir with a large scrolled bracket in the keystone position, and a limestone lug sill.
Similar treatment is evident above the transom (now bricked) of the original doorway. This
entry is now open and leads to the recessed and remodeled main door. A basement entry,
accessed by a stairwell along the facade, retains its original wood framed glass panel door
with transom. - :

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: This building was erected by, and served as a meeting hall
for, the Knights of Pythias which is listed under secret societies in the 1910-1911 Polk's
City Directory.

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: This rectangular 2-story apartment building is situated on the north-
east corner of S. Main St. and 3rd Ave. S.E. The principal (west) facade, faced in brown
brick laid in a running bond, features a parapet with header brick coping and recessed
panels of brick screen which are vertically aligned over the first and second story windows.
Alteration's (1970) include aluminum sash windows placed in these openings and a single door
replacing.a former double door entry (1964 photo, City Assessor's Card). Original rowlock
window sills and rounded arch door transom, shaded by an arched hood on scrolled brackets
are intact. Additionally, 6/6 double-hung windows with wood sash are in place in the base-
ment openings. The south elevation, which faces 3rd Ave. S.E., displays similar design as
well as alterations. Although the main facade joins the building to the north (217 S. Main
St.) a small walkway (accessed from the rear) exists between the two buildings.

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: Known as the Dwire apartments, this building was originally
owned, as well as occupied, by Mary Dwire (1916 Tax Lists). DOwire is Tisted as the boarding
house proprietress in the 1917 Polk City Directory. An older and small structure existed on
the eastern portion of this property (1964 City Assessor's photo labeled as Dwire Apartment
Annex). This area now serves as a parking lot.

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: This brick church, designed in the Gothic Revival style, is situated
on a sandstone base (finished ashlar) and is in the form of a Latin cross with a steeply
pitched, cross-gable roof. In 1983 the original main entry, formerly located in a north
facing vestibule (northeast corner) was filled with a fixed stained glass window and a new
vestibule of slightly different brick, constructed along the west elevation ("Al1l Saints'
Episcopal Church, People, Places and Events: Minot-Ward Co.). Windows are predominately
stained-glass set in pointed arch openings with sandstone trim. Some transcept openings,
however, have been altered with a lower opaque light. Other sandstone details include:
the coping and cross finals atop the gable parapets; the beveled caps adjoining the brick
buttresses which deliniate each wall breck and the bays (4-each) which compose the side
elevations; the beveled water table; and the cornerstone (northwest) which reads, "ALL
SAINTS EPISCOPAL CHURCH 1920". A small brick vestibule, leading to the church basement,
has been added to the east elevation.

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: Constructed in 1920, this church replaced the original wood
building (1901) which housed the A1l Saints Episcopal Congregation. Rev. Daniel Gallager
held the first services in the new church in February of 1921. ("A11 Saints Episcopal
Church," People, Places and Events: Minot-Ward Co.)

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: This ornate, early 20th century commerical block has had its store
fronts and windows altered. Al1 store fronts are now plate glass with aluminum frames and

all windows have been replaced with aluminum sash. Other architectural details survive in-
cluding the seven bay facade configuration (and 2-1/2 bays on the secondary or 1st. St. N.W.
facade), the marble base blocks, the first floor of beveled-edge, cut limestone, the second
floor with rough-faced dark red brick with light brown brick window surrounds, the false brick
keystones in the decorative lintels, and the simple soldier course parapet leading to more
elaborate central pediments and corner elements.

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: Original owner of this building was Louis H. Kermott, a Minot
physician and surgeon to the Great Northern R.R. Robert B. Stacy-Judd, a local architect,
completed the buildings' design which called for 5 floors topped with a mansard roof.

The contracting firm of W.'S. K1ngs]ey, supervised the construction of the only 2 floors
ever erected (Business Bulletin Dec. 1, 1917, pg. 6).

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: This 2-story triangular-shaped brick commerical block had its store
fronts remodeled in 1956 (City Assessor's Card) to include the present light brick and plate
glass in-fill. Second floor window openings are also in-filled with stucco and new, smaller
1/1 double-hung sash. Rear arched openings have received similar treatment and the entire
rear wall, facing the tracks, and the east side wall have been stuccoed. Despite the
alterations, the original 4-1/2 bay facade with corbelled parapet is still the dominant
visual image.

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: Ward Co. Tax Assessment records and Polk's City Directories
indicate that this building was constructed in 1914 when the property was owned by Minnetoka
Elevator Co. Earlier this company operated a grain elevator (wood building) at this location.
The present site ediface, known as the Flat Iron building housed several businesses (main
level) as well as apartment units.

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: This 2-story rectangular commerical block has sustained few alterations
and retains several significant architectural details. Its glazed facade brick is Taid in
flemish bond. The 7-bay facade has an A-B-A-C-A-B-A rhythm with a garage door in the east
bay (the fiberglass door is new, but the garage door opening is original) and a glazed terra
cotta surround of architrave moulding with a bead and reel motif in the central bay. This
central entrance has been covered with a Salvation Army sign. The Salvation Army entrance

is toward the west and is the only significant alteration to the facade. In 1961 (City
Assessor's Card) the recessed entry with aluminum framing was installed. Al1l other plate
glass store fronts and all the transom panels or squares of textured glass are intact. On
the second floor, the "A" bays have Chicago style windows with transoms; the "B" bays have
wide fixed windows with transoms; the "C" bay has a narrower fixed window with transom. All
transoms appear to have originally had leaded glass lights of which less than half survive.
Rear and side windows are industrial sash. Other ornamentation includes glazed terra cotta
coping with a glazed terra cotta central festoon panel and a small, full-length, glazed terra
cotta cornice band with egg and dart motif.

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: The Westlie-Charbonneau Co. (Henry H. Westlie, Pres.; J.A.
Charbonneau, V.P.) had an early Ford automobile dealership on the east half of this parcel
prior to the construction of this building. J.H. Tompkins, Minot realtor, owned the west
portion. In 1924 he sold this portion to Westlie-Charbonneau and the following year this
building was built to house the dealership which thereafter was known as the Westlie Motor
Co. (1923, 1924 Ward Co. Tax Assessor's Lists; 1922, 1924, 1927 Polk's City Directories).

FEATURE DESCRIPTION: The main facade of the Sons of Norway building is the store front facing
north on Central. However, there are significant architectural elements on the Broadway facade
(west) as well. The 2 central store fronts, including the transom panels, have been replaced
with marlite bases, new plate glass and sign panels. The 2nd floor windows, which are covered
by modern billboards but may still be in place, were Chicago style units. The cornice is a
simple pressed metal application. The Broadway facade more accurately presents this building
functions as both commerical space and lodge for the Sons of Norway. It is a 3-part facade:
the site of the central store front to the north; the 3-story renaissance revival facade of
the lodge in the center; and a small, 2-story commerical facade, similar to the central facade,
to the south. The lodge facade is 3-bays separted by brick pilasters which have simple capi-
tals and bases and sit on brick bases at the first floor. The first floor has a simpie entry
in the central bay and a hung fixed window with sandstone lug sill in each bay. The 2nd floor
has a 2/2 double-hung sash with sandstone surround and small cornice on scroll brackets in each
bay. The 3rd floor has paired 1/1 sash in each bay. The pressed metal cornice at the top of
the facade is the same as on the Central facade. The small store front to the south is

boarded up, but appears to have its original framing.

OTHER HISTORICAL INFORMATION: In 1915, Olaf A. Olson sold this property to the Sons of
Norway Building Association and construction began that same year (1915 Ward Co. Tax
Assessor's List). Local architect, Robert T. Frost completed the buildings design (WCI
July 15, 1922, pg. 1).

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FEATURE DESCRIPTION: This irregularly-shaped railway passenger station has a_roof of copper
sheet. The north side of the roof is steep with a central large gambrel dormer and on each

side a small shed dormer with copper sheathing.

At the lower edge of the roof are four

pedestals, two on each side of the larger dormer and each above a division in the facade's
bays. The south side of the roof has a large central section less steep, as if it were a
large trap door dormer. However, only a small window is incorporated into this part, and it
projects above the surrounding roof. The 3 gable ends have stone parapets with stepped in-
terruptions. The east gable end has stone carving at the top, a variety of decorative brick-

work, 4 windows, and "MINOT" carved in a stone block.

The north gable end has stone carving

at the top, paired casement (?) windows, a stone string course at window level, and buttresses

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which start at ground level, flanking 3 doors and above them, another block reading
"MINOT". Walls are in stretcher bond. The north facade is 7 bays wide, with 3 sets of
paired windows under 3-light transoms on each side of the above mentioned buttressed gable
end. Two bracketed pent roofs also flank this gable end. The east facade is 3 bays wide,
with a central entry of 2 doors opening out under a gable roof portico supported by 2
_brick pillars. The portico extends most of the way to the street curb and on its end has
stone trim and carving and decorative brickwork. At the southeast corner is a short

- crenelatd square tower with a door on the side. Added to the south side of the depot is
an addition with brickwork patterns consistent with the main building which extends almost
the full length of the building. It has a flat roof with stone coping on the flat parapet
fixed windows (3 lights over 1), and no doors. The west end of the depot has a central
entry of 2 doors. From this entry a canopy, supported by square wood posts with decorative
carved tops, leads west to the separate express building. [See separate description.] The
platform between the station and track is brick in herringbone pattern.
