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ASHLAND RAILROAD ADDITION HISTORIC DISTRICT (1883-1949) 
Ashland, Jackson County

COMMENTS OF THE STATE HISTORIC PRESERVATION OFFICE:

The Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District (1883-1949) nomination well-describes the history and 
architectural resources of a distinct area of the city. The development of Ashland that began with the 
discovery of gold near the present site of Jacksonville in early 1852, and the Donation Land Claim Act of 
1850, sparked the settlement of this area. The anticipation of the arrival of the railroad instigated a major 
wave of building and the platting of this section of Ashland when it was sold to the Oregon and California 
Railroad Company in 1873. The railroad company surveyed this major addition that doubled Ashland's 
size. The first train pulled into Ashland in 1884, but it would be three years before the north and south rail 
lines would finally be joined at Ashland. The lots filled in in a random pattern. Residences and 
commercial structures were constructed during 1884-88. The Depot Hotel was built in 1888. By 1890, 
lodging houses, saloons, restaurants, stores and warehouses formed a separate commercial district on A 
Street where residents could conveniently purchase goods and services, developing the Railroad Addition 
as a self-contained unit.

In 1893, the national depression slowed building in this district, but as railroad business increased in 1898, 
the second major period of growth began. As railroad workers and tradespeople moved into the area after 
1900, one or one-and-one-half story vernacular frame houses were being constructed which provided 
affordable housing for the brakemen, firemen, and conductors, as well as carpenters, barbers, plumbers and 
painters, as well as widows and retired couples because this was an affordable area in which to live.

Ashland's population nearly doubled during 1900-10, rising above 5,000. The Southern Pacific Railroad's 
Natron Cut-off, a new route which created a direct route between California and Portland, and eliminated 
the steep Siskiyou Mountain grade. Many railroad employees were shifted elsewhere leaving vacant 
houses in the Railroad District. The relatively small number of new buildings constructed in the railroad 
district during 1913 and 1930 reflects the city's absorption in World War I, a slowing economy, and the 
opening of the Natron Cutoff in 1927.

With the Great Depression, many people lost their homes. Renters, retirees, and those on stable or 
subsidized incomes increasingly occupied the Railroad Addition. Many dwellings were converted to 
multi-family use. New building was scarce.
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In 1942 a World War II U.S. Army cantonment of Camp White began on the agate Desert, north of NFS*™ 
Medford. Approximately 110,000 men and women took their training here. Just after the war, because 
housing was again hi short supply, buyers relocated a number of Camp White buildings to Ashland during 
1947-49. These buildings are plain in appearance, solidly built, frame construction.

The Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District is an important neighborhood in Ashland that describes 
the growth of this town and its dependence upon the railroad. This district is significant architecturally 
and historically, retains its historic integrity and contributes to the qualities of Ashland.

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Since it was originally platted the Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District has maintained a 
unique identity within the larger city. 1 Its regular, tree-lined, blocks of small wood-frame 
residential dwellings with the masonry commercial core focused upon 4th Street and the former 
depot site on A, retain an unusually high degree of integrity to the area's historic character. The 
district's varied building styles, use of materials, and other elements effectively convey its 
cyclical boom and bust economy during the two identified periods of historic significance, 
including the arrival of the rails to Ashland in the late 19th century, the decline and rental 
conversion following the shift of the main line prior to the Great Depression and, finally, the 
increase in residential density and new development that occurred during and immediately 
following World War II.

SETTING:
The Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District is located in the Bear Creek portion of the 
Rogue River Valley, north of Ashland's downtown core. The district is an almost entirely flat 
area, densely developed, and regularly platted into grid-pattern streets and lots. The boundaries 
of the District, defined in detail in Section 10, encompass all those areas of the Railroad and 
Second Railroad additions to the city, the Chitwood Tracts, Miner's and Eureka additions, as 
well as a small portion of the Original Townsite, that are bounded by East Main/Lithia Way 
(Oregon State Highway 99) the primary northbound auto route through Ashland, and the 
remaining single track railroad corridor on the north and south, and face Water Street or Eighth 
Street, to the east and west. To the east of the District is a residential area, including a few late 
19th and early 20th century dwellings, many with original agricultural associations, but largely 
consisting of later single and multi-family development without the intermixed architecture of 
the District itself. Supporting this change in architectural character is the marked sense of entry 
created by the angled intersection of Second Railroad Addition plat and the surrounding area, 
reflected by bends in both the East Main and B street layout. To the north, beyond the railroad 
right-of-way that forms the district's north boundary, is an area of light-industrial and 
commercial uses, most developed in the past 20 years following closure of the timber mills that 
were present in this area during the historic period. The south boundary, being the back property 
line of those resources facing East Main Street and the center line of Lithia Way, forms the 
traditional division with "Downtown" and its commercial uses, generally of brick and masonry 
construction as might be expected. To the west of the district lies Water Street and Ashland 
Creek, with few standing structures, none of which share any association or architectural 
character with the Railroad Addition Historic District. Changes in grade on both B and Van 
Ness, add to a sense of entry into the District as one approaches from the west.2

1 The first Ashland Railroad Addition was surveyed and platted in October 1883 and filed with the Jackson

2 The grade differentia] at the SW comer of the district is minimized by the ODOT-constructed overpass that was 
built as a part of the mid-1950s opening of the northbound lane of U. S. Highway 99 (now Oregon State 99), 
a route that as "Lithia Way" forms the district boundary in that area.
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ARCHITECTURAL STYLES: 

RESIDENTIAL
By and large, the Ashland Railroad District is residential in character with the bulk of the 
resources, both contributing and otherwise, used for dwelling purposes. Initial residential 
development began with the 1883 platting of the first Railroad Addition and the April 1884 
arrival of the trains from the north. Wood frame housing was built in the area, mostly small and 
of one or one and one half stories. This development utilized typical construction styles in the 
vernacular tradition that dominated southern Oregon housing design throughout the last half of 
the 19th century. The use of the term "Vernacular" is somewhat problematic as a style attribution 
in the typical architectural sense. Since the vast majority of dwellings within the Railroad 
District are designated under the "Vernacular" rubric, some additional discussion as to how that 
term is applied is appropriate.

Its meaning is flexible according to the situation; but in essence, "vernacular" mean an 
unaffected, unselfconscious, unaccented way of building....it is the use of architectural 
style without being conscious of style.. .(Gowans, 1986:41)

In the Railroad District, as in much of the west, the traditional folk definition of vernacular as an 
"...architecture that was passed on to successive generations of builders and designers through 
use of materials, shapes, and textures, spatial organizations, proportions among elements and 
systems of ornamentation..." was modified by the late 19th century industrial and transportation 
technologies that brought the impacts of mass production to the process of house building. 
(Gottfried and Jennings, 1985: VII) Different architectural historians categorize these simple 
structures in varying ways, some based upon applied exterior ornamentation or use while others 
focus upon interior room arrangement. In the Railroad Addition Historic District, the 
"vernacular" dwellings of the Primary Period ( 1883-1927) have been generally defined in terms 
of their layout, i.e. "ell" or I-House," with stylistic attributes treated as a secondary descriptor. 
Typical of these early and simple structures are the Rev. John Rice Rental House (Site 267.0, 
built 1888), or the Charles Hosley House (Site No. 69.0, built 1888c). Prior to the turn of the 
century these single volume vernacular dwellings in the District were joined by large one and 
one-half story gable ells such as the Lucinda Ganiard Rental Houses I and II, both built in 1901. 
(Sites 81.0 and 82.0) Later vernacular forms, including hipped-roof cottages and I-House 
variants that demonstrate the influence of the Gothic, Queen Anne, and Italianate styles were all 
constructed in the Railroad District in the years between 1890 and 1910. (See, for example, Sites 
337.0, 312.0 and 346.0, exhibiting elements of the Gothic, Italianate, and Queen Anne styles 
respectively).3

In the post WWI era and moving into the Secondary Period (1928-1949) as the typical building 
shifted to one-story gable cottages, and later "ranch" inspired forms, the vernacular style became

3 A stylistic analysis is presented in Section 8.
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less regular and has here been used to categorize dwellings with no other obvious stylistic 
attribution. The many structures relocated from U.S. Army Cantonment "Camp White" in the 
1946-1949 period are considered typical of this pattern and while actually architect designed 
from nationally-based military approved models, these structures are have little typical stylistic 
attribute and so logically and appropriately to fall within the 'vernacular" category as used in this 
document.4

While approximately half of the District resources are considered vernacular, other more formal 
residential styles are also represented within the area. During the late 19th century more 
elaborate versions of the Queen Anne, Stick and other so-called "Eclectic Styles" were 
frequently employed by wealthy area merchants and retirees. Homes in these purer forms 
include, for example, the E. C. Kane House (Site 129.0) and the John and Charlotte Pelton 
House. (Site 140.0) It is interesting to note that of the eleven dwellings falling within the 
"Eclectic Styles" attribution, five are already listed individually on the National Register of 
Historic Places. 5

Early 20th architectural styles are also represented in the Railroad District. These most 
prominently include examples of the Bungalow and Craftsman forms, which occur both in new 
construction as well as later additions to earlier vernacular resources. Examples of dwellings in 
the simple Bungalow style include the Sherman D. Powell House (Site ID 5.0, built 1900) and 
the Mary Trefern House (Site 180.00, built 1920c) The more elaborately detailed "Craftsman 
Bungalow" form is exemplified by Beecher Danford House (Site 135.0, 1920c) and the Anna and 
Ida Hargrove House (Site 24.0, 1909) Although categorized under "Vernacular," dwellings such 
at the "Mary Vining House" (Site 50.0, built 1886/89) include later alterations inspired by 
popular Bungalow or Craftsman designs. Approximately 15% of the District's resources fall 
within the "Arts & Crafts" style and its various sub-categories.

As might be expected given the development pattern of the area and its decline in the 1920s- 
1930s period, only a few Historic Period style dwellings are located within the Railroad District. 
Of the three such resources, all built between 1930 and 1945 include simple variations on the 
Norman Farmhouse, English Cottage and Gothic styles. (Sites 53.0, 119.0 and 124.0)

4 The shallow-gable wood-frame officers quarters, mess halls and other buildings that were relocated from Camp 
White throughout Oregon were constructed in 1942 by CMC Contractors, a large collective of west coast 
construction firms that cooperatively built that huge training facility. Noted Los Angeles architect Myron 
Hunt is credited with the Camp's design although most of the structures are largely derived from standard 
military designed cantonment structures. See Kramer, "Camp White: City in the Agate Desert" (Camp White 
50th Anniversary Committee, 1992) and Wasch et al, "World War II and the U. S. Army Mobilization 
Program," (HABS/HAER-Legacy Resources Management Program, US Dept. of Defense, 1989).

5 The eleven "Eclectic Style" dwellings represents only 3% of the districts total resources accounts for fully 50% 
of the area's already listed National Register resources.
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COMMERCIAL
Though predominately a residential enclave, the commercial uses historically located within the 
Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District were in large part both responsible for the area's 
initial development and significant as the internal focus of much of the District's economic and 
social character. During the primary period of historic significance, the Fourth Street and A 
Street corridors were almost entirely devoted to commercial or industrial uses. First floor retail 
or service businesses (tailors, barbers etc.) were typically complemented by second floor lodging 
or apartments. Later, grocery and hardware stores appeared in the area to serve its growing 
population independent from the downtown Ashland business community. Restaurants, most 
notably the Ashland Depot restaurant, remained a constant element in the Railroad area well in 
the late 1950s and early 1960s.

Of the limited 19th century commercial buildings remaining on Fourth Street, the E. F. Loomis 
Building (Site 91.00, built 1899) is typical, classified as American Late 19th Century: Chicago 
School. Other examples are categorized under the more generic Late 19th Century 
"Commercial," indicative of the district's avowedly non-high style design character. The sole 
architect-designed public or commercial building within the district is the NR-listed Ashland 
National Guard Armory (Site 30.0, 1913), designated as being within the Historic Period: 
California Mission style.

Several wood-frame commercial or industrial-related buildings do remain in the district, 
including the Charles Nininger Building (Site 174.0, built 1902c) and the Gottlieb Spiegel 
Building (Site 106.0, 1908c). Both represent the modest falsefront or vernacular style more 
commonly associated with the late 19th century. The Ashland Depot Hotel, South Wing, a 
portion of the imposing three-story wood-frame building built by Southern Pacific Railroad in 
1887 to mark the completion of the line to California, was relocated across A Street and was 
independently listed on the National Register prior to its renovation.

INDUSTRIAL
Given its proximity to the railroad and access to shipping, traditional developments within the 
Ashland Railroad District included numerous industrial and related uses. Livery stables, transfer 
warehouses and similar uses were once common. Today, only a few of these simple industrial 
structures remain with the most notable being the Ashland Fruit and Produce Association 
Warehouse (Site 149.0, built 1912) and its related though separately inventoried Hay Warehouse 
(42.0, built 1908). Secondary period industrial uses are represented solely by the Whittle 
Transfer Warehouse (168.0, built 1947) Several post-historic uses, particularly the White Fir 
Lumber Company Building (58.0, built 1951) continued the industrial character of the district 
although most of these later properties have been subsequently modified and converted to other 
exterior forms that hide their original nature. Virtually all the industrial buildings within the 
district are categorized stylistically as "Other: Industrial."
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PUBLIC USES
A number of buildings originally used as churches during the historic periods remain within the 
District, most continuing to serve their original function. While some finely detailed examples 
exist, notably the Church of the Holy Rosary (270.0, built 1889) which while basically 
vernacular has elements of the Gothic Revival Style, the majority are, or were, simple wood- 
frame structures comparable to the area's residential character. More typical is the Free 
Methodist Church (337.0, built 1908c). The First Christian Church (124.0, built 1947) is a 
masonry volume erected upon the site on an earlier wood-frame church, continuing a use in the 
district that dates from the late 1800s and ranked Secondary Contributing. Several other church 
buildings constructed during the historic period remain in the district, still in their original use, 
but as the result of remodeling do not currently reflect their original period of development. (See 
298.00 and 320.00)

PosT-1949 DEVELOPMENT
With the end of the secondary historic period and the cessation of the post-WWII boom, new 
development dramatically increased the building density in the Railroad Addition Historic 
District. New residential construction was generally "Ranch Style" architecture, gaining in 
popularity in the 1950s and 1960s, and many residential units were developed on long vacant 
sites following lot division as older homes with large lots sold off gardens and other unimproved 
parcels. Typical of this postwar development pattern is the Leonard T. Hannon House (Site 
195.0, built 1955) which while compatible both volumetrically and in materials represented the 
new design trend in the district. Single family dwellings built during the 1970s through late 
1980s were most typically a continuation of that stylistic trend, though many of these homes 
were of larger scale than had previously been the case. By the end of the 1980s and into the 
present era, neo-historic styles have come to dominate new residential construction as earlier, 
and often smaller, historic buildings were lost following demolition or fire. Growing population 
and increased demand also saw renewed construction following minor land partition, again 
increasing the number of dwellings and accessory units within the area. Typical of these various 
trends are the Susan Demarinis Office (128.0, 1992), the Harold and Marjorie Jamison House 
(313.0, 1988) and the Strong-Laramore House (223.0, 1996) all of which utilize historically- 
inspired design for new construction with varying success.

During the 1960s and 1970s growing numbers of multiple-family residential units were 
constructed in the Railroad District, resulting in the demolition of several once-prominent 
historic resources. Virtually none of these apartment and multi-plex designs were undertaken 
with any attempt at maintaining compatibility with their surroundings. Examples include the 
Herzman Apartments (112.0, built 1974) or the Lyn Apartments (283.0, built 1965).

The northern and southern boundaries of the Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District are 
each formed by primary transportation corridors; the railroad on the north and Oregon Highway 
99 (formerly U.S. 99) on the south. Lithia Way, a portion of Highway 99, developed as a 
commercial corridor in the late 1950s and 1960s following the construction of the northbound
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couplet through the former residential area. Typical of these highway-focused commercial styles 
are Don Wolfe Exxon (19.0, 1961) or Oeser's Flying A Service, (363.0, 1958) Several dwellings 
within the district were relocated as a part of that construction process and remain as contributing 
features in their new locations.

The railroad right-of-way itself saw very little development prior to the 1990s, with the Ashland 
Fruit and Produce Association Warehouse and Grange Co-Op Buildings being the only two 
structures built north of A Street prior to that time.6 The remainder of the right-of-way was 
entirely limited to railroad uses, including the South Wing of the Ashland Depot Hotel prior to 
relocation and portable housing units for remaining railroad personnel. A late 19th century brick 
structure, a "toolhouse" wing of the demolished roundhouse, survived north of the railroad tracks 
until its demolition in the early 1990s by Southern Pacific. Following the temporary closure of 
the Siskiyou grade into California and the shift of all Southern Pacific personnel to Medford, the 
right-of-way was subdivided and sold for private development, ending more than 100 years of 
railroad control. 7 In fairly rapid succession, new commercial construction, most designated 
"Compatible" and placed with the Modern Period: Late 20th C. Historic Period" style, have filled 
in the northern side of A Street for the length of the district. (See, for example, Site 51.0 or 
155.0) At the extreme NE corner, near the intersection of A and 8th Streets, the City of 
Ashland's Parks and Recreation Department with substantial neighborhood involvement, secured 
a portion of the former right-of-way and developed it into Railroad Park. (159.0)

Within the core of the Ashland Railroad District, recent years have seen increasing commercial 
development. While some has taken the form of entirely new construction, such as the Heritage 
Bank (38.0, 1979) or the Ashland Community Food Store (39.0, 1993) another growing trend 
involves the conversion of early residential structures for professional office space. 
Concentrated along portions of B and Second streets, this trend generally has resulted in minimal 
alteration to the architectural character of the district.

CONSTRUCTION:
Information on the individual resources within the Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District 
follows. Please refer to the district map for location, keyed by "ID Number." These ID or site 
numbers serve as the framework for the nomination's organization and have been assigned in a 
generally north-to-south pattern, beginning at the area's NE corner, continuing sequentially 
through the district on a block by block pattern with individual resources within blocks numbered 
in ascending order by tax lot number.

See Sites 149.0 and 152.0. A wood-frame lumber yard structure, probably connected with the White Fir 
Lumber Company stood on the site of Ashland Hardware/A Street Office Supply (150.0) into the 1980s.

Southern Pacific eventually sold its interests in the line through Ashland and the company's successor, RailTex, 
has re-opened the line over the Siskiyou Mountains between Ashland and Yreka, California so that rail freight 
traffic once again moves through Ashland on a daily basis.

POWELL, THADDEUS HOUSE 1910c 
337 OAKST 391E04CC 5801 
Arts & Crafts: Bungalow Primary/Contributing

This wood-frame hipped-roof cottage exhibits design characteristics typically associated with the 
Bungalow style, including decorative rafter tails, a full width front porch, and 8/1 double hung wood 
sash. The house retains high integrity to its historic character. Thaddeus Powell, a "miner," and his 
wife Laura built this house around 1910 and occupied it through 1952. 8 A poured concrete single- 
car garage faces onto Van Ness and dates at least from 1928 according to Sanborn Fire Insurance 
maps. The Powell House retains high integrity and effectively relates its historic period of 
development.

MC NAIR, W. H. AND LORENA HOUSE 1910 
323 OAKST 391E04CC 5900

Builder: "Tate" 
Arts & Crafts: Bungalow Primary/Contributing

A one-and one-half story wood-frame structure in the Bungalow style, the McNair House was built 
for druggist William H. McNair. McNair married Lorena in 1909 and first built the property next 
door at 303 Oak Street. In November the Ashland Tidings noted "W. H. McNair is building a new 
bungalow on Oak Street. Contractor Tate has the job." (Tidings, 8-Nov-1910) McNair, a longtime 
Ashland businessman, remained at this address for many years. The McNair House retains high 
integrity and effectively relates its historic period of development.

ID# 3.0 Survey #J
MC NAIR, W. H. HOUSE 1909 
303 OAKST 391E04CC 6000 
Arts & Crafts: Bungalow Primary/Contributing

This one-story hipped-roof cottage was built for local druggist William H. McNair following his 
marriage to Lorena. The Ashland Tidings reported "W.H. McNair will build a nice bungalow on his 
lot facing Oak Street." (Tidings, 25-Feb-1909, 3:3) Following McNair's construction of larger home 
next store at 323 Oak Street, his father James J. McNair lived here briefly. The McNair family 
retained the property for rental use until the 1930s. The McNair House retains very high integrity 
and effectively relates its historic period of development.

No Style Vacant

This parcel was originally a portion of what is now tax lot 6200 and was associated with the 
Sherman D. Powell House, below. No documentation regarding any structure on this site has been 
located.

Historic information in this document owes a substantial debt to Kay Atwood & Scott Clay, Ashland Cultural Resource 
Inventory, 1984/1989. Funded by the City of Ashland with matching grants from the National Park Service in 
cooperation with the Oregon State Historic Preservation office, this excellent document provides the basis for the 
majority of historic comments contained herein.

Arts & Crafts: Bungalow Primary/Contributing

This one and one-half story dwelling exhibits typical elements of the Bungalow style including a full 
front porch, large exterior chimney, and varied surface materials. Built for D. Sherman Powell, a 
carpenter, the Ashland Tidings reported that "D. Sherman Powell has recently completed a cottage 
for his own occupancy on Oak Street. (Tidings, ll-Jun-1900) Powell and his wife Lillian retained 
ownership of the property through 1919 when it was sold for rental purposes to G. W. Loosely, who 
lived next door. The Powell House retains very high integrity and effectively relates its historic 
period of development.

ID# 6.0 Survey #S
LOOSELY, GEORGE HOUSE 1917c 
263 OAKST 391E04CC 6400 
Arts & Crafts: Bungalow Primary/Contributing

This fine one-story wood-frame Bungalow-style dwelling may have been built by D. Sherman Powell 
for George Loosely following the removal of an earlier dwelling on the site. Loosely was married to 
Emma Anderson, a niece of Ashland-area pioneer E. K. Anderson. The Looselys retained the 
property until 1926 when it was sold to Henry Enders who converted it to rental use. While its 
front porch has been enclosed, the Loosely House retains high integrity and effectively relates its 
historic period of development.

MERLEY, JOSIAH HOUSE 1908 
247 OAK ST 391E04CC 6500 
Other: Vernacular (Cottage] Primary/Contributing

This simple wood-framed hipped-roof cottage boasts a full front porch underneath the main roof 
and was built for Josiah Merley in 1908. Merely, a retired minister, was born in 1845 and died only 
two years after the home was completed. His widow, Sarah, died two years later and the house was 
occupied by William J. Mooney, probably a renter, according to the 1910 city directory. The 
Merley House retains high integrity and effectively relates its historic period of development.

Other: Vernacular (Queen Anne] Primary/Contributing

A two story wood frame dwelling, the Barries House exhibits a modest "Queen Anne" influence 
within a generally vernacular farmhouse character. Albert Barnes, a native of New York born in 
1839, was a solicitor. He purchased this property from Jacob Thompson in 1904 and began 
construction of the house immediately. The Barnes family remained in the home through 1915. 
Later occupants included Bert and Muriel Smith, who resided here in 1948. The Barnes House was 
used an antique store during the early 1980s and was converted to the present Bed and Breakfast use 
a short time later. The Barnes House retains high integrity and effectively relates its historic period 
of development.
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ID# 9.0 Survey #8
SMITH, ELLIOTT HOUSE 1907c 
221 OAKST 391E04CC 6700 
Other: Vernacular |Cottage) Primary/Contributing

A simple two-story wood frame dwelling, the Smith House was constructed circa 1907 for Elliott F. 
and Hattie Smith. Smith, a livery man, ran the E. F. Smith and Sons stable on Water Street with his 
sons Elmer and Bert. The family retained ownership at least through the 1920s. In 1948 the house 
was occupied by Chester A. Smith although it is not clear what connection, if any, to the Elliot 
Smith family remained.9 While the large gable front porch, probably an undocumented alteration of 
an earlier feature, is somewhat incompatible, the Smith-Elliott retains sufficient integrity to relate 
its historic period of development.

ID# 10.0 Survey #9
THOMPSON RENTAL HOUSE 1930 
11 B STREET 391E04CC 6900 
Other: Vernacular (Cottage] Secondary/Contributing

Built after 1928 and dated at 1930 by the Jackson County Assessor, the early history of this small 
one-story wood-frame cottage is unclear. No occupant is listed at the address in 1948 and the 
earliest identified owner is Harry Lee Thompson, a frequent speculator in Ashland real estate, who 
probably used the cottage as rental during the WWII period. In 1952 he sold the property to Angus 
Roe and Lela R. Potter. (JCD 374:5] They in turn transferred the property to Jackson County 
Federal Savings in 1958 and by 1964 John Hamilton was living here. While simple in design, the 
Thompson Rental House retains sufficient integrity to relate its historic period of development.

ID# 11.0 Survey #3
CHAPMAN-MICKELSON HOUSE 1902c 
209 OAKST 391E04CC 7000 
Other: Vernacular [Queen Anne) Primary/Contributing

This large two-story wood-frame dwelling exhibits many elements of the Queen Anne style, 
including the decorative fans at the gable ends, the three-part central chimney and an irregular and 
complex floorplan. The house was built in 1902 following transfer of the land from Jacob 
Thompson to Henry Chapman. Chapman, a longtime area rancher first came to southern Oregon in 
1853 and established a farm east of Ashland. Leaving the area in 1860, he returned to the Ashland 
area in 1880. Chapman died on October 18, 1903, just a short time after the house was completed. 
His sister Victoria, widow of Michael Mickelson, an early Ashland blacksmith, moved here to care 
for her ailing brother and remained in the house after his death. By 1948 and likely earlier, the 
Chapman-Mickelson House had been converted for multiple-family use and was divided into 
apartments. The 1948 city directly lists six units at this address. Still providing multiple dwellings, 
various modifications diminish the historic character of the house but it nevertheless retains 
sufficient integrity to relate its historic period of development.

MILLER, V. D. & MYRTLE RENTAL HOUSE (w/ Major Addition) 1940/1994 
8 B STREET 391E09BB 11000 
Other: Vernacular (Altered) Compatible/Non-Historic/Non-Contributing

Originally a small wood-frame residence, the earliest identified owners of this property are V. D. 
and Myrtle B. Miller who owned the property in 1945. (JCD 264:357] The Millers apparently 
rented the property and Arthur B. Davis is listed at this address in 1948 while Mrs. Sharon Myer

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rented in 1964. In 1994 a large addition to the rear and the construction of a second floor 
dramatically altered the historic appearance of the Miller House. While substantially altered and 
retaining limited connection to the original design, this essentially new building remains compatible 
with the character of this portion of the Railroad District.

DAMON, GEORGE HOUSE 1925c

Builder: Damon, George 
Arts & Crafts: Bungalow Primary/Contributing

A one-story wood-frame cottage, the Damon House exhibits modest elements associated with the 
Bungalow style. It was completed circa 1925, probably by George Damon, a carpenter and native of 
Canada who purchased the property from prominent Ashland businessman Gwin Butler in 1919. 
Damon resided in Ashland as early as 1911, living and working at 11 B Street, just across the street. 
In 1948 Lawsong Hayie lived here and in 1953 he purchased the house. (JCD 379:150) The 
Damon House, now clad with asbestos shingles, has been somewhat modified but retains sufficient 
integrity to relate its historic period of development.

ID# 14.0 Survey #233
ANGLE, LEVI L. HOUSE 1904c 
191 OAKST 391E09BB 11200 
Other: Vernacular Primary/Contributing

Originally built as a one-story cottage, the front portion of the Levi Angle House was completed in 
1904 when the Ashland Tidings noted that "L. L. Angle has let the contract for a new residence on 
Oak Street." [Tidings, 18-Feb-1904) Angle lived here a short time and served for a period as 
Ashland's Chief of Police. Later occupants included George S. Damon family. (See bite #13, 
above). In the 1980s a major addition to the rear, adding the one and one-half story portion to the 
rear of the dwelling, substantially added to the volume of the Angle House. Now used as 
commercial retail space and somewhat compromised, the distinct front, original, volume of the 
Angle House retains sufficient integrity to relate its historic period of development.

reported "E. F. Loomis has bought the northwest corner lot of 4th and A streets near the depot. He 
will build a large brick building there and remove the older structure."

The first occupant of this house that can be clearly 
identified is Chester A. Roberts, a laborer, who lived here in 1937. While lacking in social history, 
this structure retains very high integrity and effectively relates its historic period of development.

Early references to this property identify it as 610 East Main Street. The earliest identified owner 
of the house is Dr. J. K. and Lou Reader, who purchased it from the Ashland Building and Loan 
Association in 1898 and probably kept it as a rental. The house was apparently substantially 
renovated in 1947 when a D. J. Hughes was given a permit for $1000 worth of worth at this 
address. (Tidings, 7-May-1947, 1:7] Again renovated in the mid-1990s for use as a vacation 
accommodation and dubbed "The Rogue House," the Reader Rental House retains high integrity and 
effectively relates its historic period of development.

A second structure was apparently moved to the southern portion of this lot sometime after WWH. 
This single-story wood-frame bungalow-style dwelling is identified as ID #372.100 and is considered 
to he Secondary/Contributing within the Railroad District.

Built with the typical elements of the ranch house style, including large 
picture windows, low-pitched roof, and simple detailing, the Flora House while not historic, retains 
nigh integrity and is generally compatible in volume with the character of this portion of the Railroad 
District.

SUMMARY:
More than 100 years since its original development period the residential and commercial 
resources of the "Ashland Railroad District" retain a high degree of integrity and continue to 
convey the area's unique history and development pattern within the City of Ashland. Today, 
nearly 70% of the District's resources retain sufficient integrity to the historic periods of 
significance to effectively convey their history and accurately document the associations for 
which they are significant.
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With the arrival of the first rail car into Ashland in early 1884, followed by the completion of the through 
line into California in 1887, this southernmost community in the Jackson County became a major port of 
entry into Oregon and the Pacific Northwest. The sub-section that grew around Ashland's new Southern 
Pacific Railroad Depot was platted in 1883 in anticipation of the train's arrival and quickly developed 
into a distinct region within the city, an area that was largely governed by "train time" throughout the 
primary historic period. Ashland Railroad District provided housing and traveler-based commercial 
services that were almost entirely related to the railroad. After 1927, when Southern Pacific shifted its 
main route to the east, the Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District became a quiet backwater within 
the larger city, removed from the auto-related development pressures that overtook downtown. During 
and after World War II, the old Railroad Addition become a focus for affordable residential and modest 
industrial uses. Today, more than 110 years since its original development, the Ashland Railroad 
Addition Historic District retains a strong visual connection to it early heyday and accurately reflects 
both the history and the associations that make it significant.

HISTORIC CONTEXT:

INITIAL DEVELOPMENT 1883-1927

Ashland is located at the south end of the Bear Creek Valley in Jackson County, Oregon. Although 
explorers and trappers passed through southern Oregon between 1825 and 1850, no permanent residents 
settled in the area until gold was discovered near the present site of Jacksonville during the Winter of 
1851-52. At the same time, the Donation Land Claim Act of 1850 encouraged families to seek free, 
farmable land in the Oregon Territory. Jackson County was officially designated by the Oregon 
Territorial legislature on January 12, 1852.

During the first week of 1852 several miners-turned-settlers crossed the Siskiyou Divide and stopped on 
the banks of what they soon called Mill Creek, now Ashland Creek. Here they built a sawmill, flour mill, 
boardinghouse and simple frame dwellings. The Oregon-California Trail passed near the small 
settlement and soon the route made a permanent loop in front of the flour mill. By 1855 the small 
community of Ashland Mills had a post office, hotel, store, cabinet shop, livery, blacksmith shop and 
several homes in addition to the flour mill and sawmill. Construction of a woolen mill and a college 
augmented local opportunities, but farming and ranching supported the town's economic base. (Farnham, 
1955:41)

Ashland's commercial district expanded gradually around the clearing in front of the flour mill and 
residential neighborhoods developed nearby on Granite and Church Street, as well as on Main, Pine 
(Helman) and Oak Streets. Ashland was incorporated as a town on October 13, 1874, and by 1880 
counted 842 residents. (US Census Bureau, 1880)
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In the early 1880s Ashland, along with all of Jackson County, eagerly awaited the Oregon and California 
Railroad as it pushed over the mountainous passes south of Roseburg, which had served as the line's 
southern terminus since December 1872. In October 1883, Lindsay Applegate sold 156.75 acres to the 
north of Ashland's Original Town Plat to the railroad company and the company's surveyors began to 
survey a major addition that would double Ashland's size. They oriented the blocks, lettered A through 
T, on a true north grid with the railroad yards lying north of A Street and extending roughly the length of 
the addition. Typical lots in the Addition were twenty-five feet wide and either 122 or 142 feet in depth. 
All the streets were to be seventy feet wide except for A Street, lining the right-of-way, which was only 
forty feet wide. B Street was planned as the Addition's central avenue with house lots on both sides 
oriented toward the street.. The final plat of the Railroad Addition to the Town of Ashland was recorded 
February 26, 1884. (JCD 2:42, 10:531; 11:177; 16:2; and Tidings, 25-Jan-1884; 16-Feb-1884; 7-Dec- 
1888,3:2)

As the construction crews of the Oregon and California Railroad surveyed grades and then laid the new 
line through the Rogue River Valley, Ashland's citizens eagerly awaited the arrival of the rails and 
closely watched the line's progress. In the spring of 1884, Abel Helman recorded in his diary:

April 17 Track of O.&C.R.R. reaching the Plaining [sic] mill
April 24 Train of O&C.R.R. crossed the bridge at Ashland
April 25 The construction train went over to the Ashland Depot
April 30 First passenger car came into Ashland

May 3 First passenger engion [sic] came in Ashland
May 4 First train of passenger cars came in Ashland

The first passenger train pulled into Ashland on May 4, 1884, filled with Ashlanders shouting and 
waving from the windows. The local citizens had gone five miles north to ride the train into town. Local 
dignitaries spoke at the railroad station and the Ashland Brass Band played.

Despite the delay in the line's completion to Ashland, the immediate impact of the rails from the north 
was dramatic. As the terminus of the line, the town realized an immediate influx of people, money and 
improvements. Reviewing the city's growth during the year, the local newspaper noted that 89 new 
houses and 33 "other" buildings had been constructed. (Tidings, 2-Jan-1885) This rapid growth resulted 
in Ashland's incorporation as a city in 1885, and in the eventual acquisition of a water system and 
electric lighting plant.

Railroad lots sold rapidly as individuals and families purchased land for new homes. Some enterprising 
people bought adjacent lots for rental houses or to hold for later investments. The blocks filled in a 
random pattern. One early Ashland resident recalled:
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You'll find that most of these old houses were built in the eighties and 
the nineties. The houses were spotted all around here. A fellow would 
say, 'I want a corner lot...that's all I want.' Between him and the next 
one there'd only be one house. Then somebody would come along and 
buy up the lots. That's the way it filled up. (Atwood, 1976: 9).

Carpenters constructed numerous residences between 1884 and 1888. Builders John Frulan, W. J. 
Schmidt, C.W. Ayers, and C. H. Veghte found ample work as they built homes for residents such as Nils 
A. Ahlstrom, Mary Hoffman Vining and E. C. Kane. 1 Builders also erected wood commercial buildings 
on the south side of A Street and along both sides of Fourth Street.

Three years would pass before the tracks from California would enter the valley and north and south rail 
lines would finally be joined at Ashland. During this time railroad construction crews labored in the 
rugged Siskiyou mountains that divide Oregon and California south of Ashland. The first route through 
the mountains, involving the blasting of the Buck Rock Tunnel, a more expensive and longer route, but 
one that offered a relatively manageable 2% grade to the valley floor. Despite blasting more than 1600 
feet into the hard serpentine rock, the Buck Rock Tunnel was abandoned in early 1887 following the 
purchase of the Oregon and California Railroad by the Southern Pacific Railroad line. A new, shorter, 
and less expensive if steeper, grade was quickly cut through the mountains. While Ashland would finally 
be linked to California, the wisdom of the new "Siskiyou Grade, with its steep 3.3% rise, would be long 
debated.. Its route, a tortuously steep climb that in one seventeen mile segment, rises 2,235 feet, still 
remains one of the steepest rail lines in the United States. (Lawrence, 1972)

On December 17, 1887 officials drove the Golden Spike that connected the Southern Pacific Railroad's 
San Francisco - Portland Line at Ashland. Charles Crocker, Southern Pacific's vice-president arrived on 
a special car and drove the final spike with a sledgehammer that signaled the event via telegraph to the 
rest of the nation. Ashland welcomed the event with all the ceremony it deserved, including music, 
speeches and the arrival of dignitaries by train from both Portland and San Francisco. The Portland 
Oregonian lauded the accomplishment:

Through the flinty, hard heart of the Siskiyou Mountains, the road has 
been built, the lines of shining steel laid, and now the 'iron nag' rushes 
through and over those frowning barriers and its loud shrieks wake the 
echoes of those wide solitudes.

The local newspaper described the celebration:

The first passenger train from California came into the depot amid the 
surroundings of bonfires and illumination. Every house in town

See Sites 182.0 (Nils Ahlstrom), 50.0 (Mary Vining) and 129.0 (E. C. Kane)
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appeared to be illuminated with Japanese lanterns. In the business part 
of town the stores were brilliantly lighted, and as the band played, a 
cannon in front of the Ashland Mills was kept busy firing salutes. 
(O'Harra, 1981:27)

The joining of the tracks in Ashland marked the completion of the circle of railroad around the United 
States and established Ashland as the division point and working station for all passenger and freight 
trains through the area. The economic impact on the once-sleeply community was dramatic, as the local 
newspaper explained:

Ashland... is the end of the regular trip or run from south and north... for 
engines and the crews, of freight and express trains, of messengers, and 
of U. S. mail clerks. It is the end of a mountain division, which will 
always employ more men than an equal stretch of road in the valley... 
Ashland is the eating station for all passenger trains and a thirty minute 
stop is made here by every train. (Tidings, 4-Jan-1889)

The huge Depot Hotel was competed early in the summer of 1888 and was soon followed by a new 
roundhouse, car repair shop, and other functional railroad structures. Seventy five-men and their families 
moved to Ashland during the year, creating a need for additional housing. (Egger-Gould, 1986:n.p.) 
Developers platted ten new additions to the town in 1888, including four newly acquired acres in the 
Railroad Addition, dubbed the Second Railroad Addition, that added blocks W, X, and Y. Families 
crowded into all available dwellings and new construction boomed. Thirty-four new houses, as well as 
the Roman Catholic Church of the Holy Rosary (Site 270.0), were built during 1889. In 1890 Ashland's 
population reached 1784, a 111 percent gain since 1880. (Tidings, 25-Nov-1889: 3:4; 2- Jan-1890, 3:3; 
U.S. Bureau of Census, 1890)

By 1890, lodging houses, saloons, restaurants, stores and warehouses formed a separate commercial 
district on A Street at the intersection of Fourth Street, and on Fourth Street between A and B streets. 
Here residents, passengers, and railroad crews could conveniently purchase goods and services. The 
Railroad Addition developed into a self-contained unit with convenient resources at hand (Egger-Gould, 
1986: n.p)

The railroad also contributed directly to the development and success of the local orchard and livestock 
industries. Local manufacturing plants such as the Ashland Woolen Mills, the Ashland Iron Works (Site 
149.0), and the area timber industry all benefited from the availability of rail transport (Kramer, 1990:7) 
However, as the nation plunged into a financial depression at the end of 1893, Ashland soon experienced 
economic difficulties. The Railroad Addition's first building boom ended in 1894 when the Southern 
Pacific Railroad Company greatly reduced the station force along the line.
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Four difficult years passed before the local economy gradually began to improve. In November 1897, the 
newspaper indicated that things might be getting better: "Ashland is enjoying a fair-sized building boom 
at present, the first in a long time and new dwellings are springing up...the advent of good times" 
(Tidings, 22-Nov-1897, 3:2). By October 1898, Ashland again had a severe housing shortage despite 
substantial building activity. Residential and commercial construction continue steadily through the end 
of 1899 (Tidings, 6-Oct-1898, 3:2).

As railroad business increased in 1898, the Railroad Addition's second major period of growth began. 
Newcomers moved to town and several prosperous investors such as J.K. Van Sant and Lucinda Ganiard 
invested successfully in real estate. The Pinkston-Bartges, and J.K. Van Sant Houses were among the 
new residences erected in the area. Large and substantial commercial buildings such as those erected by 
Charles Nininger, Lucinda Ganiard, and E.F. Loomis appeared on Fourth Street during the next two 
years.2

With extensive new growth and predominately wood-frame construction, the Railroad Addition 
experienced frequent, disastrous fires. On July 18, 1898 a fire blazed in the vicinity of Fourth and A 
Streets. Described as the "most extensive conflagration that has visited Ashland in years," the fire, 
which broke out in a restaurant kitchen, spread quickly to neighboring structures:

A brisk north wind, the work of the fire department and scores of wilting 
hands, alone, saved the spreading of the fire to the handsome S. P. Co.'s 
railway station, which was very seriously threatened. (Tidings, -18-JuI- 
1898,2:3-4.)

Building continued at a rapid pace after the turn of the century. In March 1901 the newspaper stated: 
"There is still a house famine, heightened by the Southern Pacific ordering additional trainmen to 
Ashland." By December of that year about seventy-five new dwellings had been constructed in Ashland. 
(Tidings, 8-Feb-1900, 3:2; 30-Jul-1900, 3:1; 25-Mar-1901, 2:3).

As railroad workers and tradesmen moved into the addition after 1900, builders constructed small 
vernacular houses in substantial numbers. These simple one or one-and-a-half story frame houses with 
gable or hipped roofs, dwellings such as those built for P.M. Blevins, Elmer Harrington, and Nicholas 
Cooke, provided affordable housing for the brakemen, firemen, and conductors who were shifted to 
Ashland by the railroad.3 Others who selected the railroad district as a place to live included carpenters, 
barbers, plumbers and painters. Widows and retired couples also favored the area's modest dwellings.

On May 18, 1903 fire again broke out on Fourth Street and burned an entire row of wood structures until 
Charles Nininger's brick building at the corner of Fourth and B Streets checked the flames. The damage

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figured in the thousands of dollars. Within a month the City passed new fire ordinances requiring that all 
new buildings raised on Fourth Street and on Main Street be constructed of brick or stone (Tidings, May 
18, 1903, 3:3; June 8, 1903, 2:2). New masonry commercial structures such as those built by Charles 
Nininger and John M. Easterling appeared on Fourth Street and on A Street.

In the spring of 1904 the Southern Pacific Railroad Company extensively improved its Ashland yards and 
transferred additional employees to the city. The Railroad Addition, close to the depot and yards, 
continued to draw many of the new arrivals. As home construction expanded Spring, or B Street, was 
extended to Mountain Avenue, continuing at an angle from the eastern border of the Second Railroad 
Addition. For the first time, many of the houses built during this period replaced older structures as 
builders responded to their client's requirements.

In 1908, the City of Ashland hired builder Frank Jordan to construct the Ashland Hose Company No. 2 to 
house fire equipment in the busy railroad area. In May 1909, the Ashland Tidings identified the railroad 
addition as the most rapidly improving area in the city. (Tidings, 31-Mar-1904; 27-May-1907, 3:3; 10- 
May-1909, 1:1)

Streets have been improved, shade trees set out...The most extensive 
undertaking in the line of street improvements is now underway on "B" 
Street, one of the principal thoroughfares leading to the depot. Grades 
have been established and ...fine cement sidewalks of uniform width 
with added parkways, constructed...When these improvements are 
completed, "B" Street will be a favorite promenade. (Tidings, 10-May- 
1909, 1:1)

Ashland's population nearly doubled between 1900 and 1910. Orchardists planted fruit trees on Ashland 
hillsides, and pears, cherries and peaches were soon being shipped nationwide. The Ashland Fruit and 
Produce Association, long a fixture near the railroad, built a new and modern concrete warehouse at Oak 
and A streets in 1911-12. Commercial development expanded out East Main Street and tourists came to 
visit the District's "Natatorium" on A street as well as Downtown's Enders' Department Store and the 
seasonal Chautauqua festival. In 1909 the City dismantled the old Ashland Flour Mill on the Plaza and 
began development of what would become Lithia Park. The Plaza and East Main Street were paved to 
accommodate automobiles. By 1910, with a population of 5020, Ashland flourished. (US Bureau of the 
Census, 1910)

In the Railroad Addition, as in other areas of Ashland, new residences filled in previously vacant parcels 
or replaced older existing dwellings. Bungalows, such as those built for Millard Grubb, Beecher 
Danford, and John Taylor, were constructed in ever-increasing numbers, bringing new architectural 
styles into the area.4 In 1911, Samuel A. Potter constructed the substantial Potter Rooming House on

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Fourth Street of textured concrete block, the same material Frank Jordan had wisely chosen for the 1909 
Ashland Hose Company No. 2. 5

Between 1911 and World War I, there was a determined effort to establish Ashland as a resort spa town. 
A "mineral springs" bond issue passed resoundingly in June 1914 and paid for the effort to pipe Lithia 
water to fountains at the library, railroad depot and city park. Promoters widely advertised a new motto, 
"Ashland Grows While Lithia Flows," to attract visitors to town. The Western Better Roads Movement 
began construction of the Pacific Highway over the Siskiyou Mountains in 1913. East Main and North 
Main streets through Ashland became part of this interstate route. The formal opening of the Pacific 
Highway from Ashland to Central Point was held late in 1914. (O'Harra, 1981:88-96) In 1913 a large 
National Guard Armory (Site 30.0) was constructed at the corner of Oak and B streets. Ashland 
supported the war effort and in April 1917, after the the United States had declared war on Germany, the 
city gathered at the Depot in force to send its sons of First Company on their way.

The years following World War I saw new growth in Ashland despite the failure of several old 
institutions, including the Natatorium, the Chautauqua and the long-held dream for a resort city. In 1925 
a group of Ashland businessmen, determined to revive Ashland, opened the nine-story Lithia Springs 
Hotel in the central commercial district. The venture could not, however, offset the devastating effect of 
the Southern Pacific Railroad's Natron Cut-off. This new route was an entirely logical result of the 
Southern Pacific's decision to abandon the Buck Rock Tunnel route more than forty years ago. The Cut­ 
off created a straighter and more economic route between Weed, California and Eugene, Oregon that was 
opened in 1927. This new Main Cascade Line eliminated the steep Siskiyou Mountain grade and re­ 
routed the fast freight and best passenger service between California and Portland away from Ashland. 
(O'Harra, 1981:122) As many of Ashland's railroad employees were shifted to elsewhere in the 
Southern Pacific system or moved to other jobs, they left vacant houses in the Railroad District, a 
reduced school population, and declining business incomes city-wide. One local resident recalled that 
local opinion held, "Grass will grow in our streets when the railroad goes." (Waldron, 1988:10)

The relatively small number of new buildings constructed in the railroad district between 1913 and 1930 
reflects the city's absorption in World War I, a slowing economy, and the opening of the Natron Cutoff 
in 1927, with its accompanying exodus of railroad families from Ashland and economic effects.

BUILDERS. ARCHITECTS & OTHER SIGNIFICANT INDIVIDUALS:
The vast majority of the structures in the Railroad District were built and designed by unknown 
individuals or their first owners from vernacular designs, probably without any formal set of plans or 
blueprints. Few of these early contractors and carpenters can be named. However, several of Ashland's 
most prominent builders did work in the Railroad District, often on their own homes and then later on

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rental or investment property. Coupled with investors and others whose names are connected with a 
number of properties in the area, biographical sketches of some of the more influential individuals during 
the historic periods are;

A his from, Nils
Born in Sweden in 1830, conductor Nils Ahlstrom arrived in the Railroad District at least by 
1888, when he was stationed here by the Southern Pacific Railroad. He purchased most or all of 
Block E and hired John Frulan to build his family's home (182.0) facing Fifth Street. Ahlstrom 
later built several rental properties in the block, and his son, North, also is responsible for 
development in the area. (See 183.0 through 185.0). Emma Ahlstrom, widow of Nils son 
Frederick J., lived in the Railroad District into the 1960s. (See 125.0)

Ayers C. W..
Clarence W. Ayers moved to Ashland about 1880 and established an active construction business. 
He was responsible for many residential and commercial buildings in Ashland including the S.B. 
Galey House and former Roper residence on Siskiyou Boulevard, and the E. K. Anderson House 
on Wagner Creek, near Talent, Oregon. Examples of his work in the Railroad Historic District 
include the former Church of the Holy Rosary (270.0); the Chilcott-Shaw House (52.0) and the E. 
C. Kane House (129.0). Following his divorce from Elizabeth Hargadine Ayers in 1895, C.W. 
Ayers left Ashland permanently.

Clark, Frank Chamberlain:
Born in New York in 1872, Clark moved to Ashland to design a building for Southern Oregon 
Normal School. He maintained an office in Ashland until 1911 when he moved to Medford. A 
trained architect, Clark eventually designed hundreds of residential, commercial and public 
buildings throughout Southern Oregon until his death in 1957. Examples of buildings designed by 
Clark in Ashland are the Ashland Elk's Building, the Enders Building, the former Christian 
Science Church, the Ashland Masonic Building, and several residences. The Tony and Lulu 
Franco House (22.0) and the Anna and Ida Hargrove House (24.0) in the Railroad Historic District 
are credited to Clark.

Easterling, John M.
Arriving in Ashland in 1903 at the age of thirty-six, Kentucky-born Easterling was reported as a 
"wealthy businessman from Nebraska." He immediately invested in a number of commercial 
properties in the Fourth and A street area and ran several restaurant and hotel operations as well 
as leasing out property to others. He developed both the Easterling Building (163.0) and greatly 
expanded and operated the Peerless Rooms Building (101.0) among his many ventures and by 
1910 was sufficiently successful to list his occupation in the 1910 as "retired" despite his 
relatively young age.
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Frulan, John
A native of Norway, John Frulan moved to Ashland in 1888 where he completed a residence in 
the Railroad Historic District the same year. Examples of dwellings constructed by Frulan in the 
District include the John and Clara Frulan House (178.0) and the Nils Ahlstrom House (182.0). 
John Frulan died in Ashland in May, 1902 at the age of 63 years.

Ganiard, Mrs. Lucinda
Originally in partnership with her husband Oscar and then later as a widow, Mrs. Ganiard was one 
of the major landholders and investors in the Railroad District in the years surrounding the turn of 
the century. While developing commercial property (101.0) Mrs. Ganiard's chief impact was 
through the construction of at least six rental properties in the district (for example 41.0, 88.0, and 
89.0). Her daughter, Lottie Pelton, continued the families investments in the area and several 
other members of the Ganiard Family also lived and developed property in the District's historic 
period.

Jordan, Frank.
Frank Jordan came to Ashland shortly after 1900 and worked as a builder for many years. 
Specializing in brick and concrete work, he constructed the P.W. Paulson Building on Oak Street 
in 1905 and the Bank of Ashland Extension Building on North Main Street in 1906. In 1909 he 
did the concrete work for the new Granite City Hospital. In 1916 Jordan won the assignment to 
remodel the jail in Ashland City Hall. The following year Frank Jordan completed the cement 
wall for the new Ashland Chautauqua structure. Jordan's work in the Railroad Historic District is 
exemplified in the Ashland Hose Company No. 2 (166.0) on Fourth Street, constructed in 1908.

Plumerth, J.C.
Jacob C. Plumerth, a native of Canada moved to Ashland in 1882, where he built a family
residence on B Street. Responsible for building several dwellings in Ashland, Plumerth's work in
the Railroad Historic District includes the Jacob Plumerth House (143.0) and the Richard Mellus
House (281.0). Although the Plumerths moved briefly to East Portland in 1889, they continued to
maintain their residence in Ashland. By 1910, Maria Plumerth, a widow, lived on Sixth Street in
Ashland.

Per ham, Edward G.:
Edward G. Perham is noted primarily as a bridge contractor. His earliest known work in Jackson 
County was the repair of a Gold Hill bridge for Jackson County. Later he would repair the first 
Bybee Bridge, of wood, over the Rogue River and by 1909-1910, while apparently living in Coos 
County, was the successful bidder for both the new steel Bybee Bridge and the 1912 Bear Creek 
Bridge in Medford. Perham has been identified as the primary contractor for six separate Jackson
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and Josephine County bridges built prior to 1913.6 His identified work in the Railroad District are 
the two houses he built for Julia Evans in 1899. (358.0 and 359.0)

Potter, S.A.
Samuel A. Potter, who was born in 1858 moved to Ashland about 1900 to work for the Southern 
Pacific Railroad as a laborer. He began concrete contracting business known as Lindsay and 
Potter, (later as S.A. Potter and Son) and constructed two hollow cement block commercial 
structures on East Main Street in 1904, the S.B. Stoner and the W.C. Sanderson Buildings . 
Examples of his work in the Railroad Historic District include the Potter Rooming House on 
Fourth Street (292.0), constructed in 1911 and the S.A. Potter House (343.0) on East Main Street.

Schmidt, W.J.
A resident of Ashland since 1880, Schmidt designed and constructed several distinctive houses 
and public buildings, including Ashland City Hall (1891), the Trinity Episcopal Church (1895) 
and the G.M. Grainger House (189.0). The John and Charlotte Pelton House (140.0) exemplifies 
his work in the Railroad Historic District. Schmidt left Ashland in 1898. In 1901 he supervised 
construction of the courthouse for Garfield County, Washington.

Van Sant, James K.
A prominent businessman and investor, Van Sant arrived in Ashland in 1888 and ran a grocery 
store. His first house in the District was built in 1898 (117.0) and he invested in both commercial 
and residential rental properties, of which at least four remain. (86.0, 87.0, 164.0 and 307.0) After 
his retirement, Van Sant built a second house in the District (15.0) and remained an area resident 
until his death in 1909.

Veghte CM.
Born in New York in 1852, Charles Veghte came to Ashland in the 1880s. He worked for many 
years as a carpenter with his father-in-law Baldwin Beach and by 1900 was proprietor of a brick 
kiln. During his long career as a builder in Ashland Veghte was responsible for several of the 
city's notable homes and commercial buildings. Examples of Veghte's work in the Railroad 
Historic District include the National Guard Armory (30.0); the Isaac Shook House (146.0); and 
the Charles Veghte House (293.0) Veghte and his wife sold their Ashland home in 1919 and 
moved to Santa Monica, California where he died in May, 1921.

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DEPRESSION AND THE WORLD WAR 11 ERA 1928-1949

The Railroad Addition's secondary period of development began just prior to the onset of the Great 
Depression, after the opening of the Natron Cut-off. The already severely impacted local economy 
worsened considerably with the stock market crash in October 1929 and the beginning of the national 
economic crisis. As the decade wore on, the City increasingly helped many residents by providing free 
electricity and water. And while some people could afford to build new houses, most made do or 
contracted for remodeling projects. As the local and national economies continued to decline, the 
requirements of owning a home became more difficult. Many properties in the Railroad District were 
sold by the Jackson County Sheriff during the 1930s when their owners failed to pay property taxes. 
Others were repossessed by local financial institutions. Renters, retirees, and those on stable or 
subsidized incomes increasingly occupied Railroad Addition houses during this period and many once 
grand and prosperous dwellings were converted to multiple family use. Only a few new dwellings were 
built during these lean years and structures such as the Thaddeus Powell Rental House and the John and 
Olive Nortstrom Rental House exemplify the construction activity of this era.7

During the 1930s the Southern Pacific Railroad terminated through-passenger service between Portland 
and Oakland via Ashland. One train per day ran from Portland to Ashland and another from San 
Francisco to Grants Pass and then returned, through train service in Ashland was over. (O'Harra, 
1981:130) In 1937 Southern Pacific announced plans to raze the huge three-story Ashland Depot Hotel, 
built in 1888.

The present station building is really a relic of a busier former day in 
railroading here and will be completely torn down to be replaced by an 
attractive one-story building...(Tidings, 27-July-1937, 1:1)

In the end however, Ashland's limited rail needs would be served by the remodel of a one-story wing of 
the 1887 building, originally the kitchen, and no new depot would be constructed. Remodeling of the 
kitchen wing, despite the vehement protests by the local Chamber of Commerce that Ashland deserved 
better, was completed by Summer 1937.

With the onset of World War II, Ashland, like the rest of the country, turned its attention to the war 
effort. In February 1942 construction of U. S. Army cantonment of Camp White began on the Agate 
Desert, north of Medford. By the time the camp was formally dedicated in September 1942 more than 
1300 buildings stood on the 43,000 acre site.

By year's end, an entire city for 40,000 people stood where less than a 
year before there had been nothing but a few scattered ranches and 
farms. (Kramer, 1992:28)

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Approximately 110,000 men and women took their basic training at Camp White before the war ended 
and thousands of civilians flocked to the area to take jobs on the base as well as in the hundreds of new 
service jobs it created in the valley's cities and towns. Ashland, as well as other communities tried to 
accommodate the influx of military personnel as local streets filled with young men on weekend passes. 
(O'Harra, 1981:141) In an era of gas rationing, passenger rail service in the entire Rogue River Valley 
enjoyed a momentary resurgence as soldiers and their families moved through the area. The booming 
local economy and tight job market led the military to regulate rental rates to insure against profiteering. 
Still, a vacant dwelling anywhere in the region was a prized commodity for the entire war period and 
long vacant homes and outbuildings throughout the Railroad District were suddenly purchased, spruced 
up, and rented to willing tenants.

Following World War II, Ashland saw renewed population growth, but experienced delays in new 
housing construction as manufacturing concerns slowly returned to peacetime production. Lath, plaster, 
doors, and plumbing parts were virtually unavailable and construction lumber was difficult to obtain 
despite the fact that area mills were turning out material at capacity rates. (Tidings, 31-Aug-1945, 1:3) 
There were other problems too. As the local newspaper explained:

Another handicap to builders is the shortage of skilled laborers, which 
has resulted in many amateur carpenters doing much of their own work, 
which does not result in maximum building efficiency. (Tidings, 31- 
Aug-1945,1:3)

Building pressures in Ashland and other parts of Jackson County were somewhat eased in 1947 when the 
War Assets Administration, (WAA) an agency setup to oversee the disposition of surplus military goods, 
began the sale of buildings from Camp White to the general public. The hundreds of buildings were 
separated into various groups and auctioned off throughout the year, first to "priority" bidders including 
local governments, schools and religious institutions, and then, finally, the general public.8 The well- 
built and fully-appointed structures sold rapidly to a public long waiting for construction materials. 
Successful bidders bought buildings and then moved them whole to their lots for use as homes, storage 
buildings, or shops while others dismantled a mess hall, barracks or officer's quarters structures for its 
valuable wood, wiring and plumbing and then built new structures from the salvaged materials. (Kramer, 
1992:107)

Between 1947 and 1949 buyers relocated a number of Camp White buildings to Ashland where they 
constituted an important part of post-war development in the Railroad Addition. Plain in appearance, 
these solid buildings were typically characterized by frame construction, multi-light windows and low- 
pitched gable roofs. Typical of the relocated Camp White Buildings is the Price Hennan House on

8 Many Camp White structures are still in use at local schools, including buildings at both Ashland High School 
and Southern Oregon State University, remnants of their status as priority bidders more than a half century 
ago.
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Fourth Street (Site 169.0) while the Leonard T. and Irene Hannon House on Sixth Street (Site 194.0) was 
built of materials salvaged from one of Camp White's barracks.

Two major mid-century road projects changed Ashland's physical configuration. In 1942, Main Street, a 
part of the Pacific Highway, was widened and re-directed. Businesses moved and old buildings on the 
Plaza were cut back or razed. Engineers created a "floating island" in the middle of the Plaza (Tidings, 
1-Apr-1941; 7-Apr-1942; lO-Apr-1942; 4-Sept-1942). In 1955, a one-way northbound avenue was 
introduced between Siskiyou Boulevard and Helman Street, creating Lithia Way and widening C Street 
along its route, skirting the southern edge of the original Railroad Addition plat and forming a clear 
boundary between the District and the Original Town. Several early residences in the path of the new 
Lithia Way were moved or demolished to make way for the a thoroughfare. The Hedberg-Silver House, 
at 743 B Street House (Site 203.0) is one such structure, relocated within the Railroad District following 
it condemnation for the highway's construction.

As use of the private automobile increased in the post-war years and ticket revenues waned, the Southern 
Pacific Railroad finally terminated all passenger service to Ashland. On August 6, 1955 the passenger 
train left for Eugene for the last time and Ashland residents crowded to the depot to buy tickets for one 
last ride. (Austin & Dill, 1987:264). People took photographs and the spectators waved goodbye. The 
Ashland Daily Tidings reported:

With the last tickets sold, Conductor Byrd took a final look around for 
late passengers and signaled "highball" to Engineer Burgess. No. 330 
eased out of the Ashland station on its last run, with more than 35 
passengers aboard. (Tidings^ 8-Aug-1955, 1:3-6).

Despite legal action by the State Public Utilities Commission to force the Southern Pacific Company to 
resume service, scheduled passenger service in Ashland ended and has never returned.9 The once 
expansive railroad grounds fell into disrepair. By the mid-1960s Southern Pacific had dismantled the 
giant brick roundhouse but continued to use the turntable. (O'Harra, 1981:117; Egger-Gould, 1986: n.p. 
and Tidings, 6-Aug-1955, 1:8) By the end of the decade even the turntable was removed.

Development and change marked Ashland in the 1960s and 1970s. The town had more people, new 
schools, businesses, and institutions. The Oregon Shakespeare Festival's outdoor Elizabethan theater, 
constructed in 1959, brought new residents and visitors to Ashland. The new Ashland Hospital was built 
in 1961 and the same year, the First National Bank (now Wells Fargo) replaced the old Ashland Hotel. 
Interstate 5 was opened between Ashland's north and south interchanges in 1964, taking the heavy traffic 
off Siskiyou Boulevard and North Main Street. With the opening of the Angus Bowmer Theater in 1970 
tourism became a major year-round source of income in Ashland.

9 Today Amtrak follows the Cascade Line, the route of the Natron Cut-off, connecting Oregon and California 
through Klamath Falls, and continues to avoid the steep grade of the Siskiyous.
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During the 1960s planning decisions left the future of the Railroad Addition uncertain. The Depression 
and war years many properties had been lost through tax foreclosures and increased non-resident 
property ownership had resulted in neglected properties. The increased housing density of the War years 
and subsequent population boom resulted in a surfeit of what was deemed "substandard" construction 
and the area was considered eligible for "urban renewal" and Federal aide for redeveloping "blighted" 
areas. The City of Ashland considered sacrificing the railroad residential area to Ashland's commercial 
and industrial growth. At one time a plan to raze the majority of the area's dwellings and replace them 
with "modern'* multi-family housing was seriously debated. Fortunately, however, the town's 
commercial district developed to the east and as the population increased, committed owner-occupants 
brought vitality back to the railroad neighborhood.

Rapid growth and accompanying planning requirements consumed civic energy, hi 1964 a group of 
Ashland citizens petitioned the city council to give immediate attention to a long-range plan that would 
assure Ashland orderly and progressive growth. The town's first zoning ordinance was adopted in the 
same year. In the mid-1970s increased local interest in historic preservation led to the establishment of 
the Ashland Historic Commission and local designation of the Railroad Addition as a historic district. In 
1984 the City completed an initial inventory of structures within the district and the Oregon State 
Historic Preservation Office confirmed the area's eligibility for listing in the National Register of 
Historic Places (State Historic Preservation Office, October 26, 1984).

By the 1980s the few freight train crews based in Ashland were housed in nondescript portable units on 
the site of the old Ashland Depot Hotel, the repair sheds of the railroad grounds were all gone, and only 
the small freight depot and a small brick "toolhouse" remained from what had once been the bustling hub 
of the Ashland economy. In 1987 the Southern Pacific pulled its last crews out of Ashland, closed the 
old freight depot and applied to the city for its demolition. In early 1988 Oregon's two U. S. Senators, 
Robert Packwood and Mark Hatfield joined Southern Pacific management and local dignitaries to 
celebrate the centennial of the driving Ashland's "golden spike." In the early 1990s, Southern Pacific 
closed the long-troubled Siskiyou Line and for the first time in more than 100 years trains no longer 
stopped, or even passed through, Ashland.

Ironically, Southern Pacific's departure heralded renewal in the Railroad Addition. Interest in the 
historic resources of the Railroad District after its local designation as a historic district continued and in 
1988-89 the City updated the initial cultural resources inventory. More area homes were restored and 
today 11 buildings in the District are already listed independently on the National Register of Historic 
Places. In 1990 a local contractor purchased the remodeled 1937 South Wing of the old Ashland Depot 
Hotel, moved it across A Street, and restored it to its original appearance. 10 Southern Pacific divided its 
old right-of-way facing A Street into lots and sold the property for private development, sparking a

10 Relocated across A Street in 1990, the "South Wing, Ashland Depot Hotel" is independently listed on the 
NRHP. (Site 190.0)
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resurgence of commercial activity in the District. In 1994 the Railroad District's residents organized and 
successfully pursued the city's development of Railroad Park along A Street.

PERIODS OF SIGNIFICANCE:

Two major periods of significance have been identified within the development pattern of the Ashland 
Railroad District. These are;

PRIMARY: (1883-1927)"

The primary period of significance begins in October 1883 with the acquisition and survey of the 
Railroad Addition in anticipation of the arrival of the Oregon and California Railroad line from the north, 
establishing Ashland as Oregon's terminus. Continuing through the booming years of the late 19th 
century, with the completion of the line over the Siskiyou and the transfer of the route to the Southern 
Pacific Railroad, the period encompasses the entire original development of the area through Ashland's 
heyday as a "railroad" town. The primary period ends in 1927, following the opening of the Cascade 
Line through Klamath Falls and the construction of the Natron Cut-off, shifting Southern Pacific's main 
line, the bulk of its passenger and freight traffic, away from the Ashland route. Today, 230 contributing 
resources, more than 60% of the area's total properties, date from the primary period of significance, 
including all 11 individually presently listed in the National Register. Another eight resources, while 
built in the years 1883-1927, do not currently reflect their historic period of development but might be 
rehabilitated to do so.

SECONDARY: (1928-1949)

The secondary period of significance begins in 1928, following the opening of the Natron Cut-off and the 
relocation of Southern Pacific's main line away from Ashland, continuing thorough the District's lean 
building years and decline of the 1930s and the double effect of both the loss of the railroad and the 
national economic crisis prior to World War II. The secondary period closes with the resumed building 
activity and new home construction, including the relocation of Camp White structures, that occurred in 
the period 1946-1949 as the Railroad District once again saw increased population and new construction. 
Today, 37 contributing resources, approximately 10% of the area's total properties, date from the

One resource included within the district boundary, the John A. McCall House (Site 17.0) slightly pre-dates the 
arrival of the railroad and was initially constructed in response to a slightly different economic model than the 
majority of the area's homes. It later was joined on Oak Street by other, larger, homes of business owners 
and investors.. Already listed on the National Register, the 1883 McCall House is included within the district 
boundary and counted as contributing despite its somewhat disparate development history.

secondary period of significance. Another ten resources, while built in the years 1928-1949, do not 
currently reflect their historic period of development but might be rehabilitated to do so.

RESOURCE QUANTIFICATION:

As an aide to understanding the general architectural, visual and economic composition of the Ashland 
Railroad District, the resources within the boundary area have been analyzed and quantified based upon 
several key characteristics. In addition to the detailed analysis by evaluation or "rank" as per the 
guidelines of NR Bulletin 16, District resources are quantified by Year of Construction and Architectural 
Style to help illustrate the general building trends and pattern within the area.

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SUMMARY:

Today, the Railroad District, while substantially quieter than during its heyday, remains a clearly defined 
entity within the City of Ashland. The 382 resources of the District retain a very high degree of integrity 
in setting, workmanship and use of materials, with almost 7 out of 10 area structures remaining from the 
District's two periods of significance and retaining sufficient integrity to relate their historic appearance 
and convey the original development pattern. In the mid-1990s, after Southern Pacific had pulled out of 
the Rogue River Valley entirely, the old Siskiyou grade and the original rail line between California and 
Eugene, Oregon were sold to a new operator. Freight trains can once again be heard through Ashland, as 
multiple diesel engines gather speed for the pull up the still daunting grade of the Siskiyou Mountains. 
Today, the visual character and overall feeling of the Railroad District remains much as it once was and 
the area admirably and effectively relates the associations which make it significant under Criteria "A" 
for listing on the National Register of Historic Places.

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VERBAL BOUNDARY DESCRIPTION:
The nominated area includes the plat of the Railroad Addition to the Town of Ashland as filed in February 1884 
and recorded in Jackson County "Road Records" Vol. 2, page 42, the entire area of the Second Railroad Addition to 
the Town of Ashland, as filed in January 1889 and recorded in Jackson County Deed Records Vol. 18, page 16, all 
of Blocks 19, 20, 22 and 23 and lots 1 and 4 of Block 21 of the Chitwood Tract, as filed in February 1887 and 
recorded in Jackson County Deed Records Vol. 13, pages 447-8, Lots 1-12 of McCatt's Addition, Lots 1-4 and 
Lots 45-47 of White's Addition, all lots in Miner's Addition with frontage on East Main Street, all lots in Blocks 3, 
15 and 19 of the Original Town Plat of Ashland with frontage facing B Street or facing Oak Street north of Lithia 
Way and south of Van Ness Street, the Railroad Village Subdivision, the Golden Spike Subditnsion and all other 
unspecified lots and parcels that lie with the boundary encompassing all of the following:

Beginning at the intersection of Oak Street and Van Ness streets following the northern boundary of Tax 
Lot 5801 as shown on Jackson County Assessors Plat 391E4CC and continuing in a southerly direction 
along the northernmost property lines of all those tax lots facing Oak Street in Block 15 of the Original 
Town Plat of Ashland then west along the northern property line of Tax Lot 6900, then turning south 
along the western property line of that same tax lot and crossing B Street and continuing along the 
western property line of Tax Lot 11000 as shown on Assessors Plat 391E9BB and continuing in a 
southerly direction to the northern line of Tax Lot 11600 on that same plat and running southeasterly 
along the northern side of Lithia Way, following said line southerly to C Street and continuing to the 
intersection of C Street and East Main Street, then following the southern line of Tax Lot 15300 as 
shown on Assessors Plat 391E9AC and following the southern line of that parcel to the SE corner of Tax 
Lot 15300, thence north along the eastern line of Tax Lot 15300 to its intersection with the southern 
line of Tax Lot 14900, then along the northern lines of all those tax lots of the McCall's Addition facing 
north on East Main Street and continuing easterly along the rear lot line of all tax lots facing East Main 
Street to the easternmost line of Tax Lot 5800 as shown on Assessors Plat 391E9AD, that being the 
western side of Morse Street, then north across East Main Street and along the eastern boundary of the 
Second Railroad Addition (being the western boundary of DLC 43), thence continuing north along that 
same boundary (being the eastern boundary of Block Y of the Railroad Addition) to the intersection of 
that line and the Southern Pacific Railroad tracks, then west following those tracks to the point of 
beginning, it being the intent of the above to outline the area of Ashland more succinctly defined as;

all those lands within the roughly rectangular area framed by the Southern Pacific Railroad 
Right-of-Way, Eighth Street, East Main Street, C Street, Lithia Way, Oak Street, and Van 
Ness, including all properties facing A, Oak, B and East Main streets outside the platted 
boundary of the original Railroad and Second Railroad additions.
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BOUNDARY JUSTIFICATION:

The nominated area includes the lands of the Railroad and Second Railroad additions of Ashland as well as all those 
properties that line the railroad track right of way and that face Oak, B and East Main streets north of the 
traditional downtown core, west of the Second Railroad Addition, and east of Water Street. This area 
encompasses generally mirrors the boundaries of the Railroad District as generally recognized and designated by 
the City of Ashland's historic review authority for the past 20 years. Visually, the edges of the proposed district 
through historic lot division, architectural scale, use, or other qualities accurately delineate the traditional 
development pattern of the historic periods as detailed in Sections 7 and 8 of this nomination. The wide open 
commercial and industrially-zoned parcels north of the railroad tracks form a clearly defined separation for the 
northern boundary while the two entries at the east, on both B and East Main streets, are created by the angled 
connection in the streets created by the intersection of the Second Railroad to surrounding lands, an angle which 
limits the internal viewscape from that point to a sufficient degree to document the varied development of the area 
within and beyond the district. Large street trees and architectural characteristics support the southern and 
western boundary lines, where the lower, residentially-inspired development pattern of the District abuts the more 
traditional downtown and auto-inspired developments of Ashland's commercial core. In short, the area defined by 
the above boundary includes all those areas traditionally associated with the arrival and established of the railroad 
in Ashland, its eventual decline, and accurately encompasses the entire portion of the city that is directly related to 
that period of development and retains sufficient integrity to relate the pertinent association. The edges of the 
district reflect changes in land use, development and architectural character that separate and divide the district 
from its surroundings with adequate and recognizable variation.

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Since it was originally platted the Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District has 
maintained a unique identity within the larger city.i Its regular, tree-lined, blocks of small 
wood-frame residential dwellings with the masonry commercial core focused upon 4th 
Street and the former depot site on A, retain an unusually high degree of integrity to the 
area's historic character. The district's varied building styles, use of materials, and other 
elements effectively convey its cyclical boom and bust economy during the two identified 
periods of historic significance, including the arrival of the rails to Ashland in the late 19th 
century, the decline and rental conversion following the shift of the main line prior to the 
Great Depression and, finally, the increase in residential density and new development that 
occurred during and immediately following World War II.

SETTING:
The Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District is located in the Bear Creek portion of the 
Rogue River Valley, north of Ashland's downtown core. The district is an almost entirely 
flat area, densely developed, and regularly platted into grid-pattern streets and lots. The 
boundaries of the District, defined in detail in Section 10, encompass all those areas of the 
Railroad and Second Railroad additions to the city, the Chitwood Tracts, Miner's and 
Eureka additions, as well as a small portion of the Original Townsite, that are bounded by 
East Main/Lithia Way (Oregon State Highway 99) the primary northbound auto route 
through Ashland, and the remaining single track railroad corridor on the north and south, 
and face Water Street or Eighth Street, to the east and west. To the east of the District is a 
residential area, including a few late 19th and early 20th century dwellings, many with 
original agricultural associations, but largely consisting of later single and multi-family 
development without the intermixed architecture of the District itself. Supporting this 
change in architectural character is the marked sense of entry created by the angled 
intersection of Second Railroad Addition plat and the surrounding area, reflected by bends 
in both the East Main and B street layout. To the north, beyond the railroad right-of-way 
that forms the district's north boundary, is an area of light-industrial and commercial uses, 
most developed in the past 20 years following closure of the timber mills that were present 
in this area during the historic period. The south boundary, being the back property line of 
those resource facing East Main Street and the center line of Lithia Way, forms the 
traditional division with "Downtown" and its commercial uses, generally of brick and 
masonry construction as might be expected. To the District lies Water Street and Ashland 
Creek, with few standing structures, none of which share any association or architectural

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character with the Railroad Addition Historic District. Changes in grade on both B and Van 
Ness, add to a sense of entry into the District as one approaches from the west.2

ARCHITECTURAL STYLES : 

RESIDENTIAL
By and large, the Ashland Railroad District is residential in character with the bulk of the 
resources, both contributing and otherwise, used for dwelling purposes. Initial residential 
development began with the 1883 platting of the first Railroad Addition and the April 
1884 arrival of the trains from the north. Construction was generally of small wood-frame 
housing, most of one or one and one half stories. This development utilized typical 
construction styles in the vernacular tradition that dominated southern Oregon housing 
design throughout the last half of the 19th century. The use of the term "Vernacular" is 
somewhat problematic as a style attribution in the typical architectural sense and since the 
vast majority of dwellings within the Railroad District are below designated under the 
"Vernacular" rubric, some additional discussion as to how that term is applied is 
appropriate.

Its meaning is flexible according to the situation; but in essence, "vernacular" mean an 
unaffected, unselfconscious, unaccented way of building.... it is the use of architectural 
style without being conscious of style... (Gowans, 1986:41)

In the Railroad District, as in much of the west, the traditional folk definition of vernacular 
as an "...architecture that was passed on to successive generations of builders and designers 
through use of materials, shapes, and textures, spatial organizations, proportions among 
elements and systems of ornamentation..." was modified by the late 19th century industrial 
and transportation technologies that brought the impacts of mass production to the process 
of house building. (Gottfried and Jennings, 1985: VII) Different architectural historians 
categorize these simple structures in varying ways, some based upon applied exterior 
ornamentation or use while others focus upon interior room arrangement. In the Railroad 
Addition Historic District, the "vernacular" dwellings of the Primary Period (1883-1927) 
have been generally defined in terms of their layout, i.e. "ell" or I-House," with stylistic 
attributes treated as a secondary descriptor. Typical of these early and simple structures are 
the Rev. John Rice Rental House (Site 267.0, built 1888), or the Charles Hosley House 
(Site No. 69.0, built 1888c). Prior to the turn of the century these single volume 
vernacular dwellings were joined by large one and one-half story gable ells such as the 
Lucinda Ganiard Rental Houses I and II, both built in 1901. (Sites 81.0 and 82.0) Later

2 The grade differential at the SW corner of the district is minimized by the ODOT-constructed overpass that was 
built as a part of the mid-1950s opening of the northbound lane of U. S. Highway 99 (now Oregon State 99), 
a route that as "Lithia Way" forms the district boundary in that area.
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vernacular forms, including hipped-roof cottages and I-House variants that demonstrate the 
influence of the Gothic, Queen Anne, and Italianate styles were all constructed in the 
Railroad District in the years between 1890 and 1910. (See, for example, Sites 337.0, 
312.0 and 346.0, exhibiting elements of the Gothic, Italianate, and Queen Anne styles 
respectively) . 3

In the post WWI era and moving into the Secondary Period (1928-1949) as the typical 
building shifted to one-story gable cottages, and later "ranch" inspired forms, the vernacular 
style became less regular and has here been used to categorize dwellings with no other 
obvious stylistic attribution. The many structures relocated from U.S. Army Cantonment 
"Camp White" in the 1946-1949 period are considered typical of this pattern and while 
actually architect designed on nationally-based military approved models, these structures 
are considered to logically and appropriately to fall within the Vernacular" category for 
stylistic attribution purposes.4

While approximately half of the District resources are considered vernacular, other more 
formal residential styles are also represented within the area. During the late 19th century 
more elaborate versions of the Queen Anne, Stick and other so-called "Eclectic Styles" 
were frequently employed by wealthy area merchants and retirees. Homes in these purer 
forms include, for example, the E. C. Kane House (Site 129.0) and the John and Charlotte 
Pelton House. (Site 140.0) It is interesting to note that of the eleven dwellings falling 
within the "Eclectic Styles" attribution, five are already listed individually on the National 
Register of Historic Places. 5

Early 20th architectural styles are also represented in the Railroad District. These most 
prominently include examples of the Bungalow and Craftsman forms, which occur both in 
new construction as well as later additions to earlier vernacular resources. Examples of 
dwellings in the simple Bungalow style include the Sherman D. Powell House (Site ID 5.0, 
built 1900) and the Mary Trefern House (Site 180.00, built 1920c) The more elaborately 
detailed "Craftsman Bungalow" form is exemplified by Beecher Danford House (Site 
135.0, 1920c) and the Anna and Ida Hargrove House (Site 24.0, 1909) Although

3 A stylistic analysis is presented in Section 8.

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categorized under "Vernacular/' dwellings such at the "Mary Vining House" (Site 50.0, 
built 1886/89) include later alterations inspired by popular Bungalow or Craftsman designs. 
Approximately 15% of the District's resources fall within the "Arts & Crafts" style and its 
various sub-categories.

As might be expected given the development pattern of the area and its decline in the 
1920s-1930s period, only a few Historic Period style dwellings are located within the 
Railroad District. Of the three such resources, all built between 1930 and 1945 include 
simple variations on the Norman Farmhouse, English Cottage and Gothic styles. (Sites 
53.0,119.0 and 124.0)

COMMERCIAL
Though predominately a residential enclave, the commercial uses historically located within 
the Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District were in large part both responsible for the 
area's initial development and significant as the internal focus of much of the District's 
economic and social character. During the primary period of historic significance, the 
Fourth Street and A Street corridors were almost entirely devoted to commercial or 
industrial uses. First floor retail or service businesses (tailors, barbers etc.) were typically 
complemented by second floor lodging or apartments. Later, grocery and hardware stores 
appeared in the area to serve its growing population independent from the downtown 
Ashland business community. Restaurants, most notably the Ashland Depot restaurant, 
remained a constant element in the Railroad area well in the late 1950s and early 1960s.

Of the limited 19th century commercial buildings remaining on Fourth Street, the E. F. 
Loomis Building (Site 91.00, built 1899) is typical, classified as American Late 19th 
Century: Chicago School. Other examples are categorized under the more generic Late 
19th Century "Commercial," indicative of the district's avowedly non-high style design 
character. The sole architect-designed public or commercial building within the district is 
the NR-listed Ashland National Guard Armory (Site 30.0, 1913), designated as being 
within the Historic Period: California Mission style.

Several wood-frame commercial or industrial-related buildings do remain in the district, 
including the Charles Nininger Building (Site 174.0, built 1902c) and the Gottlieb Spiegel 
Building (Site 106.0, 1908c). Both represent the modest falsefront or vernacular style more 
commonly associated with the late 19th century. The Ashland Depot Hotel, South Wing, a 
portion of the imposing three-story wood-frame building built by Southern Pacific Railroad 
in 1887 to mark the completion of the line to California, was relocated across A Street and 
was independently listed on the National Register prior to its renovation.
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INDUSTRIAL
Given its proximity to the railroad and access to shipping, traditional developments within 
the Ashland Railroad District included numerous industrial and related uses. Livery stables, 
transfer warehouses and similar uses were once common. Today, only a few of these simple 
industrial structures remain with the most notable being the Ashland Fruit and Produce 
Association Warehouse (Site 149.0, built 1912) and its related though separately 
inventoried Hay Warehouse (42.0, built 1908). Secondary period industrial uses are 
represented solely by the Whittle Transfer Warehouse (168.0, built 1947) Several post- 
historic uses, particularly the White Fir Lumber Company Building (58.0, built 1951) 
continued the industrial character of the district although most of these later properties 
have been subsequently modified and converted to other exterior forms that hide their 
original nature. Virtually all the industrial buildings within the district are categorized 
stylistically as "Other: Industrial."

PUBLIC USES
A number of buildings originally used as churches during the historic periods remain within 
the District, most continuing to serve their original function. While some finely detailed 
examples exist, notably the Church of the Holy Rosary (270.0, built 1889) which while 
basically vernacular has elements of the Gothic Revival Style, the majority are, or were, 
simple wood-frame structures comparable to the area's residential character. Typical is the

Free Methodist Church (337.0, built 1908c). The First Christian Church (124.0, built 
1947) is a masonry volume erected upon the site on an earlier wood-frame church, 
continuing a use in the district that dates from the late 1800s. Several other church 
buildings constructed during the historic period remain in the district, still in their original 
use, but as the result of remodeling do not currently reflect their original period of 
development. (See 298.00 and 320.00)

BUILDERS, ARCHITECTS & OTHER SIGNIFICANT INDIVIDUALS:
The vast majority of the structures in the Railroad District were built and designed by 
unknown individuals or their first owners from vernacular designs, probably without any 
formal set of plans or blueprints. Few of these early contractors and carpenters can be 
named. However, several of Ashland's most prominent builders did work in the Railroad 
District, often on their own homes and then later on rental or investment property. 
Coupled with investors and others whose names are connected with a number of properties 
in the area, biographical sketches of some of the more influential individuals during the 
historic periods are;
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Ahlstrom, Nils

Born in Sweden in 1830, conductor Nils Ahlstrom arrived in the Railroad District at least as 1888, 
when he stationed here by the Southern Pacific Railroad. He purchased most or all of Block E 
and hired John Frulan to build his family's home (182.0) facing Fifth Street. Ahlstrom later built 
several rental properties in the block, and his son, North, also is responsible for development in 
the area. (See 183.0 through 185.0). Emma Ahlstrom, widow of Nils son Frederick J., lived in 
the Railroad District into the 1960s. (See 125.0)

AyersC.W..

Clarence W. Ayers moved to Ashland about 1880 and established an active construction business. 
He was responsible for many residential and commercial buildings in Ashland including the S.B. 
Galey House and former Roper residence on Siskiyou Boulevard, and the E. K. Anderson House 
on Wagner Creek, near Talent, Oregon. Examples of his work in the Railroad Historic District 
include the former Church of the Holy Rosary (270.0); the Chilcott-Shaw House (52.0) and the E. 
C. Kane House (129.0). Following his divorce from Elizabeth Hargadine Ayers in 1895, CW. 
Ayers left Ashland permanently.

Clark, Frank Chamberlain:

Born in New York in 1872, Clark moved to Ashland to design a building for Southern Oregon 
Normal School. He maintained an office in Ashland until 1911 when he moved to Medford. A 
trained architect, Clark eventually designed hundreds of residential, commercial and public 
buildings throughout Southern Oregon until his death in 1957. Examples of buildings designed by 
Clark in Ashland are the Ashland Elk's Building, the Enders Building, the former Christian 
Science Church, the Ashland Masonic Building, and several residences. The Tony and Lulu 
Franco House (22.0) and the Anna and Ida Hargrove House (24.0) in the Railroad Historic District 
are credited to Clark.

Easterling, John M.

Arriving in Ashland in 1903 at the age of thirty-six, Kentucky-born Easterling was reported as a 
"wealthy businessman from Nebraska." He immediately invested in a number of commercial 
properties in the Fourth and A street area and ran several restaurant and hotel operations as well 
as leasing out property to others. He developed both the Easterling Building (163.0) and greatly 
expanded and operated the Peerless Rooms Building (101.0) among his many ventures and by 
1910 was sufficiently successful to list his occupation in the 1910 as "retired" despite his 
relatively young age.

Frulan, John

A native of Norway, John Frulan moved to Ashland in 1888 where he completed a residence in 
the Railroad Historic District the same year. Examples of dwellings constructed by Frulan in the 
District include the John and Clara Frulan House (178.0) and the Nils Ahlstrom House (182.0). 
John Frulan died in Ashland in May, 1902 at the age of 63 years.
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Ganiard, Mrs. Lucinda

Originally in partnership with her husband Oscar and then later as a widow, Mrs. Ganiard was one 
of the major landholders and investors in the Railroad District in the years surrounding the turn of 
the century. While developing commercial property (101.0) Mrs. Ganiard's chief impact was 
through the construction of at least six rental properties in the district (for example 41.0, 88.0, and 
89.0). Her daughter, Lottie Pelton, continued the families investments in the area and several 
other members of the Ganiard Family also lived and developed property in the District's historic 
period.

Jordan, Frank.

Frank Jordan came to Ashland shortly after 1900 and worked as a builder for many years. 
Specializing in brick and concrete work, he constructed the P.W. Paulson Building on Oak Street 
in 1905 and the Bank of Ashland Extension Building on North Main Street in 1906. In 1909 he 
did the concrete work for the new Granite City Hospital In 1916 Jordan won the assignment to 
remodel the jail in Ashland City Hall. The following year Frank Jordan completed the cement 
wall for the new Ashland Chautauqua structure. Jordan's work in the Railroad Historic District is 
exemplified in the Ashland Hose Company No. 2 (166.0) on Fourth Street, constructed in 1908.

Plumerth, J.C.

Jacob C. Plumerth, a native of Canada moved to Ashland in 1882, where he built a family
residence on B Street. Responsible for building several dwelling in Ashland, Plumerth's work in
the Railroad Historic District includes the Jacob Plumerth House (143.0) and the Richard Mellus
House (281.0). Although the Plumerths moved briefly to East Portland in 1889, they continued to
maintain their residence in Ashland. By 1910, Maria Plumerth, a widow, lived on Sixth Street in
Ashland.

Perham, Edward G.:

Edward G. Perham is noted primarily as a bridge contractor. His earliest known work in Jackson 
County was the repair of a Gold Hill bridge for Jackson County. Later he would repair the first 
Bybee Bridge, of wood, over the Rogue River and by 1909-1910, while apparently living in Coos 
County, was the successful bidder for both the new steel Bybee Bridge and the 1912 Bear Creek 
Bridge in Medford. Perham has been identified as the primary contractor for six separate Jackson 
and Josephine County bridges built prior to 1913.6 His identified work in the Railroad District are 
the two houses he built for Julia Evans in 1899. (358.0 and 359.0)

Potter, S.A.

Samuel A. Potter, who was born in 1858 moved to Ashland about 1900 to work for the Southern 
Pacific Railroad as a laborer. He began concrete contracting business known as Lindsay and

Kramer, George. Request for Determination of Eligibility "Big Butte Creek Road Bridge [Second Bybee/now Cobleigh 
Road Bridge]," October 1994.
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Potter, (later as S.A. Potter and Son) and constructed two hollow cement block commercial 
structures on East Main Street in 1904, the S.B. Stoner and the W.C. Sanderson Buildings . 
Examples of his work in the Railroad Historic District include the Potter Rooming House on 
Fourth Street (292.0), constructed in 1911 and the S.A. Potter House (343.0) on East Main Street.

Schmidt, W.J.

A resident of Ashland since 1880, Schmidt designed and constructed several distinctive houses 
and public buildings, including Ashland City Hall (1891), the Trinity Episcopal Church (1895) 
and the G.M. Grainger House (189.0). The John and Charlotte Pelton House (140.0) exemplifies 
his work in the Railroad Historic District. Schmidt left Ashland in 1898. In 1901he supervised 
construction of the courthouse for Garfield County, Washington.

Van Sant, James K.

A prominent businessman and investor, Van Sant arrived in Ashland in 1888 and ran a grocery 
store. His first house in the District was built in 1898 (117.0) and he invested in both commercial 
and residential rental properties, at least four of which remain. (86.0, 87.0, 164.0 and 307.0) 
After his retirement, Van Sant built a second house in the District (15.0) and remained an area 
resident until his death in 1909.

Veghte CH.

Born in New York in 1852, Charles Veghte came to Ashland in the 1880s. He worked for many 
years as a carpenter with his father-in-law Baldwin Beach and by 1900 was proprietor of a brick 
kiln. During his long career as a builder in Ashland Veghte was responsible for several of the 
city's notable homes and commercial buildings. Examples of Veghte's work in the Railroad 
Historic District include the National Guard Armory (30.0); the Isaac Shook House (146.0); and 
the Charles Veghte House (293.0) Veghte and his wife sold their Ashland home in 1919 and 
moved to Santa Monica, California where he died in May, 1921.

POST-1949 DEVELOPMENT
With the end of the secondary historic period and the cessation of the post-WWII boom, 
new development dramatically increased the building density in the Railroad Addition 
Historic District. New residential construction was generally "Ranch Style" architecture, 
gaining in popularity in the 1950s and 1960s, and many residential units were developed on 
long vacant sites following lot division as older homes with large lots sold off gardens and 
other unimproved parcels. Typical of this postwar development pattern is the Leonard T. 
Hannon House (Site 195.0, built 1955) which while compatible both volumetrically and in 
materials represented the new design trend in the district. Single family dwellings built 
during the 1970s through late 1980s were most typically a continuation of that stylistic 
trend, though many of these homes were of larger scale than had previously been the case. 
By the end of the 1980s and into the present era, neo-historic styles have come to dominate
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new residential construction as earlier, and often smaller, historic buildings were lost 
following demolition or fire. Growing population and increased demand also saw renewed 
construction following minor land partition, again increasing the number of dwellings and 
accessory units within the area. Typical of these various trends are the Susan Demarinis 
Office (128.0, 1992), the Harold and Marjorie Jamison House (313.0, 1988) and the 
Strong-Laramore House (223.0, 1996) all of which utilize historically-inspired design for 
new construction with varying success.

During the 1960s and 1970s growing numbers of multiple-family residential units were 
constructed in the Railroad District, resulting in the demolition of several once-prominent 
historic resources. Virtually none of these apartment and multi-plex designs were 
undertaken with any attempt at maintaining compatibility with their surroundings. 
Examples include the Herzman Apartments (112.0, built 1974) or the Lyn Apartments 
(283.0, built 1965).

The northern and southern boundaries of the Ashland Railroad Addition Historic District 
are each formed by primary transportation corridors; the railroad on the north and Oregon 
Highway 99 (formerly U.S. 99) on the south. Lithia Way, a portion of Highway 99, 
developed as a commercial corridor in the late 1950s and 1960s following the construction 
of the northbound couplet through the former residential area. Typical of these highway- 
focused commercial styles are Don Wolfe Exxon (19.0, 1961) or Oeser's Flying A Service, 
(363.0, 1958) Several dwellings within the district were relocated as a part of that 
construction process and remain as contributing features in their new locations.

The railroad right-of-way itself saw very little development prior to the 1990s, with the 
Ashland Fruit and Produce Association Warehouse and Grange Co-Op Buildings being the 
only two structures built north of A Street prior to that time. 7 The remainder of the right- 
of-way was entirely limited to railroad uses, including the South Wing of the Ashland Depot 
Hotel prior to relocation and portable housing units for remaining railroad personnel. A late 
19th century brick structure, a "toolhouse" wing of the demolished roundhouse, survived 
north of the railroad tracks until its demolition in the early 1990s by Southern Pacific. 
Following the temporary closure of the Siskiyou grade into California and the shift of all 
Southern Pacific personnel to Medford, the right-of-way was subdivided and sold for 
private development, ending more than 100 years of railroad control. 8 In fairly rapid 
succession, new commercial construction, most designated "Compatible" and placed with 
the Modern Period: Late 20th C. Historic Period" style, have filled in the northern side of A

See Sites 149.0 and 152.0. A wood-frame lumber yard structure, probably connected with the White Fir 
Lumber Company stood on the site of Ashland Hardware/A Street Office Supply (150.0) into the 1980s.

Southern Pacific eventually sold its interests in the line through Ashlandand the company's successor, RailTex, 
has re-opened the line over the Siskiyou Mountains between Ashland and Yreka, California so that rail freight 
traffic once again moves through Ashland on a daily basis.
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Street for the length of the district. (See, for example, Site 51.0 or 155.0) At the extreme 
NE corner, near the intersection of A and 8th Streets, the City of Ashland's Parks and 
Recreation Department with substantially neighborhood involvement, secured a portion of 
the former right-of-way and this has been development into Railroad Park. (159.0)

Within the core of the Ashland Railroad District, recent years have seen increasing 
commercial development. While some has taken the form of entirely new construction, 
such as the Heritage Bank (38.0, 1979) or the Ashland Community Food Store (39.0, 
1993) another growing trend involves the conversion of early residential structures for 
professional office space. Concentrated along portions of B and Second streets, this trend 
generally has resulted in minimal alteration to the architectural character of the district.

CONSTRUCTION:
Information on the individual resources within the Ashland Railroad Addition Historic 
District follows. Please refer to the district map for location, keyed by "ID Number." 
These ID or site numbers serve as the framework for the nomination's organization and 
have been assigned in a generally north-to-south pattern, beginning at the area's NE corner, 
continuing sequentially through the district on a block by block pattern with individual 
resources within blocks numbered in ascending order by tax lot number.

This wood-frame hipped-roof cottage exhibits design characteristics typically associated with 
the Bungalow style, including decorative rafter tails, a full width front porch, and 8/1 double 
hung wood sash. The house retains high integrity to its historic character. Thaddeus Powell, a 
"miner," and his wife Laura built this house around 1910 and occupied it through 1952.9 A 
poured concrete single-car garage faces onto Van Ness and dates at least from 1928 according to 
Sanborn Fire Insurance maps. The Powell House retains high integrity and effectively relates its 
historic period of development.

In November the Ashland Tidings noted "W. H. McNair 
is building a new bungalow on Oak Street. Contractor Tate has the job.' (Tidings, 8-Nov-1910) 
McNair, a longtime Ashland businessman, remained at this address for many years. The 
McNair House retains high integrity and effectively relates its historic period of development.

Built for D. Sherman 
Powell, a carpenter, the Ashland Tidings reported that "D. Sherman Powell has recently 
completed a cottage for his own occupancy on Oak Street. (Tidings, 11-Jim-1900) Powell and 
his wife Lillian retained ownership of the property through 1919 when it was sold for rental 
purposes to G. W. Loosely, who lived next door. The Powell House retains very high integrity 
and effectively relates its historic period of development.

The Looselys 
retained the property until 1926 when it was sold to Henry Enders who converted it to rental 
use. While its front porch has been enclosed, the Loosely House retains high integrity and 
effectively relates its historic period of development.

This simple wood-framed hipped-roof cottage boasts a full front porch underneath the main roof 
and was ouilt for Josiah Merley in 1908. Merely, a retired minister, was born in 1845 and died 
only two years after the home was completed. His widow, Sarah, died two years later and the 
house was occupied by William J. Mooney, probably a renter, according to the 1910 city 
directory. The Merley House retains high integrity and effectively relates its historic period of 
development.

He purchased this property from Jacob Thompson in 1904 and began 
construction of the house immediately. The Barnes family remained in the home through 1915. 
Later occupants included Bert and Muriel Smith, who resided here in 1948. The Barnes House 
was used an antique store during the early 1980s and was converted to the present Bed and 
Breakfast use a short time later. The Barnes House retains high integrity and effectively relates 
its historic period of development.

A simple two-story wood frame dwelling, the Smith House was constructed circa 1907 for 
Elliott F. and Hattie Smith. Smith, a livery man, ran the E. F. Smith and Sons stable on Water 
Street with his sons Elmer and Bert. The family retained ownership at least through the 1920s. 
In 1948 the house was occupied by Chester A. Smith although it is not clear what connection, if 
any, to the Elliot Smith family remained. 10 While the large gable front porch, probably an 
undocumented alteration of an earlier feature, is somewhat incompatible, the Smith-EIliott 
retains sufficient integrity to relate its historic period of development.

Nor is it clear if Bert Smith, the son and business partner of his father Elliott, is the same individual who lived at 239 
Oak Street in the late 1940s.

Built after 1928 and dated at 1930 by the Jackson County Assessor, the early history of this 
small one-story wood-frame cottage is unclear. No occupant is listed at the address in 1948 and 
the earliest identified owner is Harry Lee Thompson, a frequent speculator in Ashland real 
estate, who probably used the cottage as rental during the WW1I period. In 1952 he sold the 
property to Angus Roe and Lela R. Potter. (JCD 374:5) They in turn transferred the property to 
Jackson County Federal Savings in 1958 and by 1964 John Hamilton was living here. Whije 
simple in design, the Thompson Rental House retains sufficient integrity to relate its historic 
period of development.

This large two-story wood-frame dwelling exhibits many elements of the Queen Anne style, 
including the decorative fans at the gable ends, the three-part central chimney and an irregular 
and complex floorplan. The house was built in 1902 following transfer of the land from Jacob 
Thompson to Henry Chapman. Chapman, a longtime area rancher first came to southern Oregon 
in 1853 and established a farm east of Ashland. Leaving the area in 1860, he returned to the 
Ashland area in 1880. Chapman died on October 18, 1903, iust a short time after the house was 
completed. His sister Victoria, widow of Michael Mickelson, an early Ashland blacksmith, 
moved here to care for her ailing brother and remained in the house after his death. By 1948 
and Hkely earlier, the Chapman-Mickelson House had been converted for multiple-family use 
and was divided into apartments. The 1948 city directly lists six units at this address. Still 
providing multiple dwellings, various modifications diminish the historic character of the house 
but it nevertheless retains sufficient integrity to relate its historic period of development.

(JCD 264:357) The Millers 
apparently rented the property and Arthur B. Davis is listed at this address in 1948 while Mrs. 
Snerel Nwer rented in 1964. In 1994 a large addition to the rear and the construction of a 
second floor dramatically altered the historic appearance of the Miller House. While 
substantially altered and retaining limited connection to the original design, this essentially new 
building remains compatible with the character of this portion of the Railroad District.

It was completed circa 1925, probably by George Damon, a carpenter and 
native of Canada who purchased the property from prominent Ashland businessman Gwin 
Butler in 1919. Damon resided in Ashland as early as 1911, living and working at 11 B Street, 
just across the street. In 1948 Lawsong Hayie lived here and in 1953 he purchased the house.
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(JCD 379:150) The Damon House, now clad with asbestos shingles, has been somewhat 
modified but retains sufficient integrity to relate its historic period of development.

Originally built as a one-story cottage, the front portion of the Levi Angle House was completed 
in 1904 when the Ashland Tidings noted that "L. L. Angle has let the contract for a new 
residence on Oak Street." (Tidings, 18-Feb-1904) Angle lived here a short time and served for 
a period as Ashland's Chief of Police. Later occupants included George S. Damon family. (See 
Site #13, above). In the 1980s a major addition to the rear, adding the one and one-half story 
portion to the rear of the dwelling, substantially added to the volume of the Angle House. Now 
used as commercial retail space and somewhat compromised, the distinct front, original, volume 
of the Angle House retains sufficient integrity to relate its historic period of development

This large two-story wood-frame dwelling exhibits both Craftsman and Bungalow style 
elements within the so-called "American Foursquare" floorplan style. Notable features include 
the projecting corner bays of the upper story and the hipped roof dormer with decorative rafter 
tails. A full-width porcn is nested below the projecting second floor. Completed in 1907, the 
original occupant was James K. Van Sant. First arriving in Ashland in 1888, Van Sant operated 
a successful grocery store and retired in 1900. He was active in the community, helping to 
found the First National Bank and built several other dwellings and a commercial block. Van 
Sant died in February 1909 and his widow remained here after his death. Substantially 
unaltered from its original appearance, the Van Sant House retains high integrity and effectively 
relates its historic period of development.

Built circa 1900 as a one story wood-frame dwelling, the original owner and occupant of this 
house was Eugene A. Sherwin, founder of the Ashland Drug Company and an organizer of the 
First National Bank, along with his neighbor James K. Van Sant. Sherwin was later the local 
manager of the Pacific Telephone and Telegraph Company. He died in 1914 and the property 
remained in family ownership until 1930. m 1991 the house underwent a major renovation in 
conjunction with the construction ofl6.100, to the rear. While somewhat altered, the general 
character of the house, particularly on its primary Oak Street frontage, retains sufficient integrity 
to relate its historic period of development.

A separate structure at the rear of this tax lot, facing Water Street, was built in 1991 by North 
Pacific Construction Company and adds several rental residential and retail units. Built of 
wood, this structure is designated ID #16.100 and is considered a Non-Historic, Non- 
Contributing feature within the Railroad District.

An impressive two-story wood-frame dwelling with exuberant exterior surface decoration, the 
McCaH was built and designed by L. S. P. Marsh, one of southern Oregon's most skilled 
builders during the late 19 century for John M. McCall, a important area pioneer and civic 
leader. Converted to professional office space in the 1960s, the house is now a Bed and 
Breakfast. The McCall House was independently listed on the National Register of Historic 
Places in 1980.

McCall, son of 
Martin L. McCall the original developer of this part of Ashland, lived in this house for a number 
of years. Following McCall's divorce, the house was sold to Charles Rose, who maintained it as 
a rental until 1923. Later owners included George L. and Sarah Carey who apparently operated 
the building a multiple family rental.

Following Eliza's death, Long married a neighbor, Minda DeWitt and the couple lived in this 
home. Minda Long retained ownership and resided here until her own death in the 1960s. The 
building was converted to restaurant use under the name Clark Cottage in 1981 and is today 
operated as "Cucina Biazzi" following substantial renovation. Although somewhat 
compromised by the last renovation efforts, the Rose House retains sufficient integrity to relate 
its historic period of development.

The house reportedly served as a temporary hospital following the 1909 fire that 
damaged the Southern Oregon Hospital on Second Street. Currie sold the house to William and 
Minda DeWitt in 1923 who continued to rent out rooms. After William's death, Minda married 
Osmer Long, a neighbor, and the couple kept this building for rental purposes. Mrs. Long sold 
the house to Robert Hendrix, a longtime tenant, in 1965. The Currie Boarding House was 
converted to use as the "Edinburg Lodge," one of Ashland's earliest Bed and Breakfast 
accommodations in 1981. Following extensive renovation in 1994, the enlarged Currie 
Boarding House is operated as the Anne Hathaway House. While somewhat altered, the Currie 
Boarding House retains high integrity and effectively relates its historic period of development.

SUMMARY:
More than 100 years since its original development period the residential and commercial 
resources of the "Ashland Railroad District" retain a high degree of integrity and continue to 
convey the area's unique history and development pattern within the City of Ashland. 
Today, nearly 70% of the District's resources retain sufficient integrity to the historic 
periods of significance to effectively convey their history and accurately document the 
associations for which they are significant.
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With the arrival of the first rail car into Ashland in early 1884, followed by the completion of the 
through line into California in 1887, this southernmost community in Jackson County became a 
major port of entry into Oregon and the Pacific Northwest. The sub-section that grew around 
Ashland's new Southern Pacific Railroad Depot was platted in 1883 in anticipation of the train's 
arrival and quickly developed into a distinct region within the city, an area that was largely 
governed by "train time" throughout the primary historic period. The Railroad Addition provided 
housing and traveler-based commercial services that were almost entirely contingent related to the 
railroad. After 1927, when Southern Pacific shifted it's main route shifted to the east, the Ashland 
Railroad Addition Historic District became a quiet backwater within the larger city, removed from 
the auto-related development pressures that overtook downtown. During and after World War II 
the old Railroad Addition become a focus for affordable residential and modest industrial uses. 
Today, more than 110 years since its original development, the Ashland Railroad Addition Historic 
District retains a strong visual connection to its early heyday and accurately reflects both the 
history and the associations that make it significant.

HISTORIC CONTEXT:

INITIAL DEVELOPMENT 1883-1927
Ashland is located at the south end of the Bear Creek Valley in Jackson County, Oregon. Although 
explorers and trappers passed through southern Oregon between 1825 and 1850, no permanent 
residents settled in the area until gold was discovered near the present site of Jacksonville in early 
1852. At the same time, the Donation Land Claim Act of 1850 encouraged families to seek free, 
farmable land in the Oregon country. Jackson County was officially designated by the Oregon 
Territorial legislature on January 12, 1852.

During the first week of 1852 several miners-turned-settlers crossed the Siskiyou Divide and 
stopped on the banks of what they soon called Mill Creek, now Ashland Creek. Here they built a 
sawmill, flour mill, boardinghouse and simple frame dwellings. The Oregon-California Trail passed 
near the small settlement and soon the route made a permanent loop in front of the flour mill. By 
1877 the small community of Ashland Mils had a post office, hotel, store, cabinet shop, livery, 
blacksmith shop and several homes in addition to the flour mill and sawmill. Construction of a 
woolen mill and a college augmented local opportunities, but farming and ranching supported the 
town's economic base. (Farnham, 1955:41).

Ashland's commercial district expanded gradually around the clearing in front of the flour mill and 
residential neighborhoods developed nearby on Granite and Church Street, as well as on Main, Pine 
(Helman) and Oak Streets. Ashland was incorporated as a town on October 13, 1874, and by 1880 
counted 842 residents. (US Census Bureau, 1880)
In the early 1880s Ashland, along with all of Jackson County, eagerly awaited the Oregon and 
California Railroad as it pushed over the mountainous passes south of Roseburg, which had served
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as the line's southern terminus since December 1872. In October 1883, Lindsay Applegate sold 
156.75 acres to the north of Ashland's Original Town Plat to the railroad company and the 
company's surveyors began to survey a major addition that would double Ashland's size. They 
oriented the blocks, lettered A through T, on a true north grid with the railroad yards lying north of 
A Street and extending roughly the length of the addition. Typical lots in the Addition were 
twenty-five feet wide and either 122 or 142 feet in depth. All the streets were to be seventy feet 
wide except for A Street, lining the right-of-way, which was only forty feet wide. B Street was 
planned as the Addition's central avenue with house lots on both sides oriented toward the street.. 
The final plat of the Railroad Addition to the Town of Ashland was recorded February 26, 1884. 
(JCD 2:42, 10:531; 11:177; 16:2; and Tidings, 25-Jan-1884; 16-Feb-1884; 7-Dec-1888, 3:2)

As the construction crews of the Oregon and California Railroad surveyed grades and then laid the 
new line through the Rogue River Valley, Ashland's citizens eagerly awaited the arrival of the rails 
and closely watched the lines progress. In the spring of 1884, Abel Helman recorded in his diary:

April 17 Track of O.&C.R.R. reaching the Plaining [sic] mill

April 24 Train of O&C.R.R. crossed the bridge at Ashland

April 25 The construction train went over to the Ashland Depot
April 30 First passenger car came into Ashland

May 3 First passenger engion [sic] came in Ashland

May 4 First train of passenger cars came into Ashland

The first passenger train pulled into Ashland on May 4, 1884, filled with Ashlanders shouting and 
waving from the windows. The local citizens had gone five miles north to ride the train into town. 
Local dignitaries spoke at the railroad station and the Ashland Brass Band played.

Despite the delay in the line's completion to Ashland, the immediate impact of the rails from the 
north was dramatic. As the terminus of the line, the town realized an immediate influx of people, 
money and improvements. Reviewing the city's growth during the year, the local newspaper noted 
that 89 new houses and 33 "other" buildings had been constructed. (Tidings, 2-Jan-1885] This 
rapid growth resulted in Ashland's incorporation as a city in 1885, and in the eventual acquisition of 
a water system and electric lighting plant.

Railroad lots sold rapidly as individuals and families purchased land for new homes. Some 
enterprising people bought adjacent lots for rental house or to hold for later investments. The 
blocks filled in a random patter. One early resident recalled:
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You'll find that most of these old houses were built in the eighties and the 
nineties. The houses were spotted all around here. A fellow would say, 'I 
want a corner lot...that's all I want.' Between him and the next one there'd 
only be one house. Then somebody would come along and buy up the lots. 
That's the way it filled up. (Atwood, 1976: 9).

Carpenters constructed numerous residences between 1884 and 1888. Builders John Frulan, W. J. 
Schmidt, C.W. Ayers, and C. H. Veghte found ample work as they built homes for residents such 
as Nils A. Ahlstrom, Mary Hoffman Vining and E. C. Kane. 1 Builders also erected wood 
commercial buildings on the south side of A Street and along both sides of Fourth Street.

Three years would pass before the tracks from California would enter the valley and north and 
south rail lines would finally be joined at Ashland. During this time railroad construction crews 
labored in the nigged Siskiyou mountains that divide Oregon and California south of Ashland. 
The first route through the mountains, involving the blasting of the Buck Rock Tunnel, a more 
expensive and longer route, but one that offered a relatively manageable 2% grade to the valley 
floor. Despite blasting more than 1600 feet in the heard serpentine rock, the Buick Rock Tunnel 
was abandoned in early 1887 following the purchase of the Oregon and California Railroad by the 
Southern Pacific Railroad line. A new, shorter, and less expensive if steeper, grade was quickly cut 
through he mountains. While Ashland would finally be linked to California, the wisdom of the new 
"Siskiyou Grade," with its steep 3.3% rise, would be long debated. Its route, a tortuously steep 
climb that in one seventeen mile segment rises 2,235 feet, still remains one of the steepest rail lines 
in the United States. (Lawrence, 1972)

On December 17, 1887 officials drove the Golden Spike that connected the Southern Pacific 
Railroad's San Francisco - Portland Line at Ashland. Charles Crocker, Southern Pacific's vice- 
president arrived on a special car and drove the final spike with a sledgehammer that signaled the 
event via telegraph to the rest of the nation. Ashland welcomed the event with all the ceremony it 
deserved, including music, speeches and the arrival of dignitaries by train from both Portland and 
San Francisco. The Portland Oregonian lauded the accomplishment:

Through the flinty, hard heart of the Siskiyou Mountains, the road has been 
built, the lines of shining steel laid, and now the 'iron nag' rushes through 
and over those frowning barriers and its loud shrieks wake the echoes of 
those wide solitudes. 

The local newspaper described the celebration:

See Sites 182. (Nils Ahlstron, 50.0 (Mary Vining) and 129 (E. C. Kane)
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The first passenger train from California came into the depot amid the 
surroundings of bonfires and illumination. Every house in town appeared to 
be illuminated with Japanese lanterns. In the business part of town the 
stores were brilliantly lighted, and as the band played, a cannon in front of 
the Ashland Mills was kept busy firing salutes. (O'Harra, 1981:27)

The joining of the tracks in Ashland marked the completion of the circle of railroad around the 
United States and established Ashland as the division point and working station for rail passenger 
and freight trains through the area. The economic impact on the once sleepy community was 
dramatic, as the local newspaper explained:

Ashland...is the end of the regular trip or run from south and north... for 
engines and the crews, of freight and express trains, of messengers, and of 
U. S. mail clerks. It is the end of a mountain division, which will always 
employ more men than an equal stretch of road in the valley... Ashland is the 
eating station for all passenger trains and a thirty minute stop is made here by 
every train. (Tidings, 4-Jan-1889)

The huge Depot Hotel was competed early in the summer of 1888 and was soon followed by a 
new roundhouse, car repair shop, and other functional railroad structures. Seventy five-men and 
their families moved to Ashland during the year, creating a need for additional housing. (Egger- 
Gould, 1986:n.p.) Developers platted ten new additions to the town in 1888, including four newly 
acquired acres in the Railroad Addition, later dubbed the Second Railroad Addition, that added 
blocks W, X and Y. Families crowded into all available dwellings and new construction boomed. 
Thirty-four new houses, as well as the Roman Catholic Church of the Holy Rosary (Site 270.0), 
were built during 1889. In 1890 Ashland's population reached 1764, a 111 percent gain since 
1880. (Tidings, 25-Nov-1889, 3:4; 2-Jan-1890, 3:3; U, S. Bureau of Census, 1890)

By 1890, lodging houses, saloons, restaurants, stores and warehouses formed a separate commercial 
district on A Street at the intersection of Fourth Street, and on Fourth Street between A and B 
streets. Here residents, passengers, and railroad crews could conveniently purchase goods and 
services. The Railroad Addition developed into a self-contained unit with convenient resources at 
hand (Egger-Gould, 1986: n.p)

The railroad also contributed directly to the development and success of the local orchard and 
livestock industries. Local manufacturing plants such as the Ashland Woolen Mills, the Ashland 
Iron Works (Site 149.0), and the area timber industry all benefited from the availability of rail 
transport (Kramer, 1990:7). However, as the nation plunged into a financial depression at the end

of 1893, Ashland soon experienced economic difficulties. The Railroad Addition's first building 
boom ended in 1894 when the Southern Pacific Railroad Company greatly reduced the station 
force along the line.

Four difficult years passed before the local economy gradually began to improve. In November 
1897, the newspaper indicated that things might be getting better: "Ashland is enjoying a fair-sized 
building boom at present, the first in a long time and new dwellings are springing up...the advent of 
good times" (Tidings, 22-Nov-lS97, 3:2). By October 1898, Ashland again had a severe housing 
shortage despite substantial building activity. Residential and commercial construction continue 
steadily through the end of 1899 (Tidings, 6-Oct-1898, 3:2).

As railroad business increased in 1898, the Railroad Addition's second major period of growth 
began. Newcomers moved to town and several prosperous investors such as J.K Van Sant and 
Lucinda Ganiard invested successfully in real estate. The Pinkston-Bartges, and J. K. Van Sant 
houses were among the new residence erected in the area. Large and substantial commercial 
buildings such as those erected by Charles Nininger, Lucinda Ganiard and E. F. Loomis appears on 
Fourth Street during the next two years. 2

With extensive new growth and predominately wood-frame construction, the Railroad Addition 
experienced frequent, disastrous fires. On July 18, 1898 a fire blazed in the vicinity of Fourth and 
A Streets. Described as the "most extensive conflagration that has visited Ashland in years/' the 
fire, which broke out in a restaurant kitchen, spread quickly to neighboring structures:

A brisk north wind, the work of the fire department and scores of willing 
hand alone, saved the spreading of the fire to the handsome S. P. Co.'s 
railway station, which was very seriously threatened. (Tidings, 18-Jul-1898, 
2:3-4)

Building continued at a rapid pace after the turn of the century. In March 1901 the newspaper 
stated: "There is still a house famine, heightened by the Southern Pacific ordering additional 
trainmen to Ashland." By December of that year about seventy-five new dwellings had been 
constructed in Ashland. (Tidings, 8-Feb-1900, 3:2; 30-M-1900, 3:1; 25-Mar-1901, 2:3).

As railroad workers and tradesmen moved into the addition after 1900, builders constructed small 
vernacular houses in substantial numbers. These simple one or one-and-a-half story frame houses 
with gable or hipped roofs, dwellings such as those built for F. M. Blevins, Elmer Harrington, and 
Nicholas Cooke, provided affordable housing for the brakemen, fireman, and conductors who were

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shifted to Ashland by the railroad.3 Others who selected the railroad district as a place to live 
included carpenters, barbers, plumbers, and painted. Widows and retired couple also favored the 
area's modest dwellings.

On May 18, 1903 fire again broke out on Fourth Street and burned an entire row of wood 
structures until Charles Nininger's brick building at the corner of Fourth and B Streets checked the 
flames. The damage figured in the thousands of dollars. Within a month the City passed new fire 
ordinances requiring that all new buildings raised on Fourth Street and on Main Street be 
constructed of brick or stone (Tidings, May 18, 1903, 3:3; June 8, 1903, 2:2). New masonry 
commercial structures such as those built by Charles Nininger and John M. Easterling appeared on 
Fourth Street and on A Street.

In the spring of 1904 the Southern Pacific Railroad Company extensively improved its Ashland 
yards and transferred additional employees to the city. The Railroad Addition, close to the depot 
and yards, continued to draw many of the new arrivals. As home construction expanded Spring, or 
B Street, extended to Mountain Avenue, continuing at an angle from the eastern border of the 
Second Railroad Addition. For the first time, many of the houses built during this period replaced 
older structures as builders responded to the clients requirements.

In 1908, the City of Ashland hired builder Frank Jordan to construct the Ashland Hose Company 
No. 2 to house fire equipment in the busy railroad area. In May 1909, the Ashland Tidings 
identified the railroad addition as the most rapidly improving area in the city. (Tidings, 31-Mar- 
1904; 27-May-1907, 3:3; 10-May-1909, 1:1)

Streets have been improved, shade trees set out...The most extensive 
undertaking in the line of street improvements is now underway on "B" 
Street, one of the principle thoroughfares leading to the depot. Grades have 
been establish and ...fine cement sidewalks of uniform width with added 
parkways, constructed...When these improvements are completed, "B" 
Street will be a favorite promenade. (Tidings, 10-May-1909, 1:1)

Ashland's population nearly doubled between 1900 and 1910, Orchardists planted fruit trees on 
Ashland hillsides, and pears, cherries and peaches were soon being shipped nationwide. The 
Ashland Fruit and Produce Association, long a fixture near the railroad, built a new and modern 
concrete warehouse at Oak and A streets in 1911-12. Commercial development expanded out East 
Main Street and tourists came to visit the District's "Natatorium" on A street as well as 
Downtown's Enders' Department Store and the seasonal Chautauqua festival. In 1909 the City

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dismantled the old Ashland Flour Mill on the Plaza and began development of what would become 
Lithia Park. The Plaza and East Main Street were paved to accommodate automobiles. By 1910, 
with a population of 5020, Ashland flourished. (US Bureau of the Census, 1910)

In the Railroad Addition, as in other areas of Ashland, new residences filled in previously vacant 
parcels or replaced older existing dwellings. Bungalows, such as those built for Millard Grubb, 
Beecher Danford, and John Taylor, were constructed in ever-increasing numbers, bringing new 
architectural styles in the area.4 In 1911, Samuel A. Potter constructed the substantial Potter 
Rooming House on Fourth Street of textured concrete block, the same material Frank Jordan had 
wisely chosen for the 1909 Ashland Hose Company No. 2. 5

Between 1911 and World War I, there was a determined efforts to establish Ashland as a resort 
spa town. A "mineral springs" bond issue passed resoundingly in June 1914 and paid for the effort 
to pipe Lithia water to fountains at the library, railroad depot and city park. Promoters widely 
advertised a new motto, "Ashland Grows While Lithia Flows," to attract visitors to town. The 
Western Better Roads Movement began construction of the Pacific Highway over the Siskiyou 
Mountains in 1913. East Main and North Main streets through Ashland became part of this 
interstate route. The formal opening of the Pacific Highway from Ashland to Central Point was 
held late in 1914. (O'Harra, 1981:88-96) In 1913 a large National Guard Armory (Site 30.0) was 
constructed at the corner of Oak and B streets. Ashland supported the war effort and in April 
1917, after the United States had declared war on Germany, the city gathered at the Depot in 
force to send its sons of the First Company on their way.

The years following World War I saw new growth in Ashland despite the failure of several old 
institutions, including the Natatorium, the Chautauqua and the long-held dream for a resort city. 
In 1925 a group of Ashland businessmen, determined to revive Ashland, opened the nine-story 
Lithia Springs Hotel in the central commercial district. The venture could not, however, offset the 
devastating effect of the Southern Pacific Railroad's Natron Cut-off. This new route was an 
entirely logical result of the Southern Pacific's decision to abandon the Buck Rock Tunnel route 
more than forty years earlier. The Cut-off created a straighter and more economic route between 
Weed, California and Eugene, Oregon that was opened in 1927. This new Main Cascade Line 
eliminated the steep Siskiyou Mountain grad and re-routed the fast freight and best passenger 
service between California and Portland away from Ashland. (O'Harra, 1981:122). As many of 
Ashland's railroad employees were shifted to elsewhere in the Southern Pacific system or moved to 
other jobs, they left vacant houses in the Railroad District, a reduced school population, and

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declining business incomes city-wide. One local resident recalled that local opinion held, "Grass 
will grow in our streets when the railroad goes." (Waldron, 1988:10)

The relatively small number of new buildings in the railroad district between 1913 and 1930 
reflects the city's absorption in World War I, a slowing economy, and the opening of the Natron 
Cut-off in 1927, with its accompanying exodus of railroad families from Ashland and economic 
effects. .

BUILDERS. ARCHITECTS & OTHER SIGNIFICANT INDIVIDUALS:

The vast majority of the structures in the Railroad District were built an designed by unknown 
individuals or their first owners from vernacular designs, probably without any forma set of plans or 
blueprints. Few of these early contractors and carpenters can be named. However, several of 
Ashland's most prominent builders did work in the Railroad District, often on their own homes and 
then later on rental or investment property. Coupled with investors and others whose names are 
connected with a number of properties in the area, biographical sketches of some of the more 
influential individuals during the historic periods are:

Ahlstrom, Nils

Born in Sweden in 1830, conductor Nils Ahlstrom arrived in the Railroad District at least as 
1888, when he stationed here by the Southern Pacific Railroad. He purchased most or all of 
Block E and hired John Frulan to build his family's home (182.0) facing Fifth Street. 
Ahlstrom later built several rental properties in the block, and his son, North, also is 
responsible for development in the area. (See 183.0 through 185.0). Emma Ahlstrom, 
widow of Nils son Frederick J., lived in the Railroad District into the 1960s. (See 125.0)

AyersC.W..

Clarence W. Ayers moved to Ashland about 1880 and established an active construction 
business. He was responsible for many residential and commercial buildings in Ashland 
including the S.B. Galey House and former Roper residence on Siskiyou Boulevard, and the 
E. K. Anderson House on Wagner Creek, near Talent, Oregon. Examples of his work in the 
Railroad Historic District include the former Church of the Holy Rosary (270.0); the 
Chilcott-Shaw House (52.0) and the E. C. Kane House (129.0). Following his divorce from 
Elizabeth Hargadine Ayers in 1895, C.W. Ayers left Ashland permanently.
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Clark, Frank Chamberlain:

Born in New York in 1872, Clark moved to Ashland to design a building for Southern 
Oregon Normal School. He maintained an office in Ashland until 1911 when he moved to 
Medford. A trained architect, Clark eventually designed hundreds of residential, 
commercial and public buildings throughout Southern Oregon until his death in 1957. 
Examples of buildings designed by Clark in Ashland are the Ashland Elk's Building, the 
Enders Building, the former Christian Science Church, the Ashland Masonic Building, and 
several residences. The Tony and Lulu Franco House (22.0) and the Anna and Ida Hargrove 
House (24.0) in the Railroad Historic District are credited to Clark.

Easterling, John M.

Arriving in Ashland in 1903 at the age of thirty-six, Kentucky-born Easterling was reported 
as a "wealthy businessman from Nebraska." He immediately invested in a number of 
commercial properties in the Fourth and A street area and ran several restaurant and hotel 
operations as well as leasing out property to others. He developed both the Easterling 
Building (163.0) and greatly expanded and operated the Peerless Rooms Building (101.0) 
among his many ventures and by 1910 was sufficiently successful to list his occupation in the 
1910 as "retired" despite his relatively young age.

Frulan, John

A native of Norway, John Frulan moved to Ashland in 1888 where he completed a residence 
in the Railroad Historic District the same year. Examples of dwellings constructed by Frulan 
in the District include the John and Clara Frulan House (178.0) and the Nils Ahlstrom 
House (182.0). John Frulan died in Ashland in May, 1902 at the age of 63 years.

Ganiard, Mrs. Lucinda

Originally in partnership with her husband Oscar and then later as a widow, Mrs. Ganiard 
was one of the major landholders and investors in the Railroad District in the years 
surrounding the turn of the century. While developing commercial property (101.0) Mrs. 
Ganiard's chief impact was through the construction of at least six rental properties in the 
district (for example 41.0, 88.0, and 89.0). Her daughter, Lottie Pelton, continued the 
families investments in the area and several other members of the Ganiard Family also lived 
and developed property in the District's historic period.

Jordan, Frank.

Frank Jordan came to Ashland shortly after 1900 and worked as a builder for many years. 
Specializing in brick and concrete work, he constructed the P.W. Paulson Building on Oak 
Street in 1905 and the Bank of Ashland Extension Building on North Main Street in 1906. In 
1909 he did the concrete work for the new Granite City Hospital. In 1916 Jordan won the
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assignment to remodel the jail in Ashland City Hall. The following year Frank Jordan 
completed the cement wall for the new Ashland Chautauqua structure. Jordan's work in the 
Railroad Historic District is exemplified in the Ashland Hose Company No. 2 (166.0) on 
Fourth Street, constructed in 1908.

Plumerth, J.C.

Jacob C. Plumerth, a native of Canada moved to Ashland in 1882, where he built a family 
residence on B Street. Responsible for building several dwelling in Ashland, Plumerth's work 
in the Railroad Historic District includes the Jacob Plumerth House (143.0) and the Richard 
Mellus House (28 LO). Although the Plumerths moved briefly to East Portland in 1889, they 
continued to maintain their residence in Ashland. By 1910, Maria Plumerth, a widow, lived 
on Sixth Street in Ashland.

Perham, Edward G.:

Edward G. Perham is noted primarily as a bridge contractor. His earliest known work in 
Jackson County was the repair of a Gold Hill bridge for Jackson County. Later he would 
repair the first Bybee Bridge, of wood, over the Rogue River and by 1909-1910, while 
apparently living in Coos County, was the successful bidder for both the new steel Bybee 
Bridge and the 1912 Bear Creek Bridge in Medford. Perham has been identified as the 
primary contractor for six separate Jackson and Josephine County bridges built prior to 
1913.6 His identified work in the Railroad District are the two houses he built for Julia 
Evans in 1899. (358.0 and 359.0)

Potter, SA.

Samuel A. Potter, who was born in 1858 moved to Ashland about 1900 to work for the 
Southern Pacific Railroad as a laborer. He began concrete contracting business known as 
Lindsay and Potter, (later as S.A. Potter and Son) and constructed two hollow cement block 
commercial structures on East Main Street in 1904, the S.B. Stoner and the W.C. 
Sanderson Buildings . Examples of his work in the Railroad Historic District include the 
Potter Rooming House on Fourth Street (292.0), constructed in 1911 and the S.A. Potter 
House (343.0) on East Main Street.

Schmidt, WJ.

A resident of Ashland since 1880, Schmidt designed and constructed several distinctive 
houses and public buildings, including Ashland City Hall (1891), the Trinity Episcopal 
Church (1895) and the G.M. Grainger House (1890). The John and Charlotte Pelton

House (140.0) exemplifies his work in the Railroad Historic District. Schmidt left Ashland 
in 1898. In 1901 he supervised construction of the courthouse for Garfield County, 
Washington.

Van Sant, James K.

A prominent businessman and investor, Van Sant arrived in Ashland in 1888 and ran a 
grocery store. His first house in the District was built in 1898 (117.0) and he invested in 
both commercial and residential rental properties, at least four of which remain. (86.0, 
87.0, 164.0 and 307.0) After his retirement, Van Sant built a second house in the District 
(15.0) and remained an area resident until his death in 1909.

Vegkte C.H.
Born in New York in 1852, Charles Veghte came to Ashland in the 1880s. He worked for 
many years as a carpenter with his father-in-law Baldwin Beach and by 1900 was proprietor of 
a brick kiln. During his long career as a builder in Ashland Veghte was responsible for several 
of the city's notable homes and commercial buildings. Examples of Veghte's work in the 
Railroad Historic District include the National Guard Armory (30.0); the Isaac Shook House 
(146.0); and the Charles Veghte House (293.0) Veghte and his wife sold their Ashland home 
in 1919 and moved to Santa Monica, California where he died in May, 1921.

DEPRESSION AND WORLD WAR II ERA 1928-1949

The Railroad Addition's secondary period of development began just prior to the onset of the Great 
Depression, after the opening of the Natron Cut-off. The already severely impacted local economy 
worsened considerably with the stock market crash in October 1929 and the beginning of the 
national economic crisis. As the decade wore on, the City increasingly helped many residents by 
providing free electricity and water. And while some people could afford to build new houses, 
most made do or contracted for remodeling projects. As the local and national economies 
continued to decline, the requirements of owning a home became more difficult. Many properties 
in the Railroad District were sold by the Jackson County Sheriff during the 1930s when their 
owners failed to pay property taxes. Others were repossessed by local financial institutions. 
Renters, retirees, and those on stable or subsidized incomes increasingly occupied Railroad Addition 
houses during this period and many once grand and prosperous dwellings were converted to 
multiple family use. Only a few new dwellings were built during these lean years and structures 
such as the Thaddeus Powell Rental House and the John and Olive Nortstrom Rental House 
exemplify the construction activity of this era. 7

See Sites 162.0 (Powell) and 119.0 (Nortstrom).
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During the 1930s the Southern Pacific Railroad terminated through-passenger service between 
Portland and Oakland via Ashland. One train per day ran from Portland to Ashland and another 
from San Francisco to Grants Pass and then returned. Through train service to Ashland was over. 
(O'Harra, 1981:130) In 1937 Southern Pacific announced plans to raze the huge three-story 
Ashland Depot Hotel, built in 1888.

The present station building is really a relic of a busier former day in 
railroading here and will be completely torn down to be replaced by an 
attractive one story building... (Tidings, 27-July-1937, 1:1).

In the end however, Ashland's limited rail needs would be served by the remodel of a one-story 
wing of the 1887 building and no new depot would be constructed. Remodeling of the kitchen 
wing, despite the vehement protests of the local Chamber of Commerce was completed by 
Summer 1937.

With the onset of World War II, Ashland, like the rest of the country, turned its attention to the 
war effort. In February 1942 construction of U. S. Army cantonment of Camp White began on 
the Agate Desert, north of Medford. By the time the camp was formally dedicated in September 
1942 more than 1300 buildings stood on the 43,000 acre site.

By year's end, an entire city for 40,000 people stood where less than a year 
before there had been nothing but a few scattered ranches and farms. 
(Kramer, 1992:28)

Approximately 110,000 men and women took their basic training at Camp White before the war 
ended and thousands of civilians flocked to the area to take jobs on the base as well as in the 
hundreds of new service jobs it created in the valley's cities and towns. Ashland, as well as other 
communities tried to accommodate the influx of military personnel as local streets filled with 
young men on weekend passes. (O'Harra, 1981:141) In an era of gas rationing, passenger rail 
service the entire Rogue River Valley enjoyed a momentary resurgence as soldiers and their families 
moved through the area. The booming local economy and tight job market led the military to 
regulate rental rates to insure against profiteering. Still, a vacant dwelling anywhere in the region 
was a prized commodity for the entire war period and long vacant homes and outbuildings 
throughout the Railroad District were suddenly purchased, spruced up, and rented to willing 
tenants.

Following World War II, Ashland saw renewed population growth, but experienced delays in new 
housing construction as manufacturing concerns slowly returned to peacetime production. Lath, 
plaster, doors and plumbing parts were virtually unavailable and construction lumber was difficult
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to obtain despite the fact that area mills were turning out material at capacity rates. (Tidings, 31- 
Aug-1945, 1:3) There were other problems too. As the local newspaper explained:

Another handicap to builders is the shortage of skilled laborers, which has 
resulted in many amateur carpenters doing much of their own work, which 
does not result in maximum building efficiency. (Tidings, 31-Aug-1945,l:3)

Building pressures in Ashland and other parts of Jackson County were somewhat eased in 1947 
when the War Assets Administration, (WAA) an agency setup to oversee the disposition of surplus 
military goods, began the sale of buildings from Camp White to the general public. The hundreds 
of buildings were separated into various groups and auctioned off throughout the year, first to 
"priority" bidders including local governments, schools and religious institutions, and then, finally, 
the general public. 8 The well-built and fully-appointed structures sold rapidly to a public long 
waiting for construction materials. Successful bidders bought structures and moved them whole to 
their lots for use as homes, storage buildings, or shops while others dismantled a mess hall, barracks 
or officer's quarters structures for its valuable wood, wiring and plumbing and then built new 
structures from the parts. (Kramer, 1992:107)

Between 1947 and 1949 buyers relocated a number of Camp White buildings to Ashland where 
they constituted an important part of post-war development in the Railroad Addition. Plain in 
appearance, these solid buildings were typically characterized by frame construction, multi-light 
windows and low-pitched gable roofs. Typical of the relocated Camp White buildings is the Price 
Hennan House on Fourth Street (Site 169,0) while the Leonard T. and Irene Hannon House on 
Sixth Street (Site 194.0) was built of the materials of a Camp White barracks.

Two major mid-century road projects changed Ashland's physical configuration. In 1942, Main 
Street, a part of the Pacific Highway, was widened and re-directed. Businesses moved and old 
buildings on the Plaza were cut back or razed. Engineers created a "floating island" in the middle of 
the Plaza (Tidings, 1-Apr-1941; 7-Apr~1942; 10-Apr-1942; 4-Sept-1942). In 1955, a one-way 
northbound avenue was introduced between Siskiyou Boulevard and Helman Street, creating Lithia 
Way and widening C Street along its route, skirting the southern edge of the original Railroad 
Addition plat and forming a clear boundary between the District and the Original Town. Several 
early residences in the path of the new Lithia Way were moved or demolished to make way for the 
thoroughfare. The Hedberg-Silver House, at 743 B Street House (Site 203.0) is one such 
structure, relocated within the Railroad District following its condemnation for the highway's 
construction.

8 Many Camp White structures are still in use at local schools, including buildings at both Ashland High 
School and Southern Oregon State University, remnants of their status as priority bidders more than a 
half century ago.
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As use of the private automobile increased in the post-war years and ticket revenues waned, the 
Southern Pacific Railroad finally terminated all passenger service to Ashland. On August 6, 1955 
the passenger train left for Eugene for the last time and Ashland residents crowded to the depot to 
buy tickets for one last ride. (Austin & Dill, 1987:264). People took photographs and the 
spectators waved goodbye. The Ashland Daily Tidings reported:

With the last tickets sold, Conductor Byrd took a final look around for late 
passengers and signaled "highball" to Engineer Burgess. No. 330 eased out of 
the Ashland station on its last run, with more than 35 passengers aboard. 
(Tidings, 8-Aug-1955, 1:3-6).

Despite legal action by the State Public Utilities Commission to force the Southern Pacific 
Company to resume service, scheduled passenger service in Ashland ended and has never 
returned. 9 The once expansive railroad grounds fell into disrepair. The company dismantled the 
giant brick roundhouse but continued to use the turntable. (O'Harra, 1981:117; Egger-Gould, 
1986: n.p. and Tidings, 6-Aug-1955, 1:8)

Development and change marked Ashland in the 1960s and 1970s. The town had more people, 
new schools, businesses, and institutions. The Oregon Shakespeare Festival's outdoor Elizabethan 
theater, constructed in 1959, brought new residents and visitors to Ashland. The new Ashland 
Hospital was built in 1961 and the same year, the First National Bank (now Wells Fargo) replaced 
the old Ashland Hotel. Interstate 5 was opened between Ashland's north and south interchanges in 
1964, taking the heavy traffic off Siskiyou Boulevard and North Main Street. With the opening of 
the Angus Bowmer Theater in 1970 tourism became a major year-round source of income in 
Ashland.

During the 1960s planning decisions left the future of the Railroad Addition uncertain. During the 
Depression and war years many properties had been lost through tax foreclosures and increased 
non-resident property ownership had resulted in neglected properties. The increased housing 
density of the War years and subsequent population boom resulted in a surfeit of what was deemed 
"substandard" construction and the area was considered eligible for "urban renewal" and Federal 
aide for redeveloping "blighted" areas. The City of Ashland considered sacrificing the railroad 
residential area to Ashland's commercial and industrial growth. At one time a plan to raze the 
majority of the area's dwellings and replace them with "modern" multi-family housing was seriously 
debated. Fortunately, however, the town's commercial district developed to the east and as the

9 Today Arntrak follows the Cascade Line, the route of the Natron Cut-off, connection Oregon and 
California through Klamath Falls, and continues to avoid the steep grade of the Siskiyous.
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population increased, committed owner-occupants brought vitality back to the railroad
neighborhood.

Rapid growth and accompanying planning requirements consumed civic energy. In 1964 a group of 
Ashland citizens petitioned the city council to give immediate attention to a long-range plan that 
would assure Ashland orderly and progressive growth. The town's first zoning ordinance was 
adopted in the same year. In the mid-1970s increased local interest in historic preservation led to 
the establishment of the Ashland Historic Commission and local designation of the Railroad 
Addition as a historic district. In 1984 the City completed an initial inventory of structures within 
the district and the Oregon State Historic Preservation Office confirmed the area's eligibility for 
listing in the National Register of Historic Places (State Historic Preservation Office, October 26, 
1984).

By the 1980s the few freight train crews based in Ashland were housed in nondescript portable 
units on the site of the old Ashland Depot Hotel, the repair sheds of the railroad grounds were all 
gone, and only the small freight depot and a small brick "toolhouse" remained from what had once 
been the bustling hub of the Ashland economy. In 1987 the Southern Pacific pulled its last crews 
out of Ashland, closed its small freight depot and applied to the city for its demolition. In early 
1988 Oregon's two U. S. Senators, Robert Packwood and Mark Hatfield joined Southern Pacific 
management and local dignitaries to celebrate the centennial of the driving Ashland's "golden 
spike." In the early 1990s, Southern Pacific closed the long-troubled Siskiyou Line and for the first 
time in more than 100 years trains no longer stopped, or even passed through, Ashland.

Ironically, Southern Pacific's departure heralded renewal in the Railroad Addition. Interest in the 
historic resources of the Railroad District after its local designation as a historic district continued 
and in 1988-89 the City updated the initial cultural resources inventory. More area homes were 
restored and today 11 buildings in the District are already listed independently on the National 
Register of Historic Places. In 1990 a local contractor purchased the remodeled 1937 South Wing 
of the old Ashland Depot Hotel, moved it across A Street, and restored it to its original 
appearance. 10 Southern Pacific divided its old right-of-way facing A Street into lots and sold the 
property for private development, sparking a resurgence of commercial activity in the District. In 
1994 the Railroad District's residents organized and successfully pursued the city's development of 
Railroad Park along A Street.

Relocated across A Street in 1990, the "South Wing, Ashland Depot Hotel" is independently listed on 
the National Register of Historic Places. (Site 190.0)
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PERIODS OF SIGNIFICANCE:
Two major periods of significance have been identified within the development pattern of the 
Ashland Railroad District, These are;

PRIMARY: (1883-1927)"
The primary period of significance begins in October 1883 with the acquisition and survey of 
the Railroad Addition in anticipation of the arrival of the Oregon and California Railroad line from 
the north, establishing Ashland as Oregon's terminus. Continuing through the booming years of the 
late 19th century, with the completion of the line over the Siskiyous and the transfer of the route to 
the Southern Pacific Railroad, the period encompasses the entire original development of the area 
through Ashland's heyday as a "railroad" town. The primary period ends in 1927, following the 
opening of the Cascade Line through Klamath Falls and the construction of the Natron Cut-off, 
shifting Southern Pacific's main line, the bulk of its passenger and freight traffic, away from the 
Ashland route. Today, there are 230 contributing resources, more than 60% of the areas total 
properties, that date from the primary period of significance still standing, including all 11 
individually listed National Register properties. Another eight resources, while built in the years 
1883-1927, do not currently reflect their historic period of development but might be rehabilitated 
to do so.

SECONDARY: (1828-1949)
The secondary period of significance begins in 1928, following the opening of the Natron Cut-off 
and the relocation of Southern Pacific's main line away from Ashland, continuing thorough the 
District's lean building years and decline of the 1930s and the double effect of both the loss of the 
railroad and the national economic crisis prior to World War II. The secondary period closes with 
the resumed building activity and new home construction, including the relocation of Camp White 
structures, that occurred in the period 1946-1949 as the Railroad District once again saw increased 
population and new construction. Today, there are 37 contributing resources, approximately 10% 
of the areas total properties, that date from the secondary period of significance still standing. 
Another ten resources, while built in the years 1928-1949, do not currently reflect their historic 
period of development but might be rehabilitated to do so.

1 ] One resource included within the district boundary, the John A. McCall House (site 17.0) slightly pre­ 
dates the arrival of the railroad and was initially constructed in response to a slightly different 
economic model that the majority of the area's homes. It was later joined on Oak Street by other, 
larger, homes of business owners and investors. Already listed on the National Register, the 1883 
McCall House is included within the district and counted as contributing despite its somewhat 
disparate development history.
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RESOURCE QUANTIFICATION:
As an aide to understanding the general architectural, visual and economic composition of the 
Ashland Railroad District, the resources within the boundary area have been analyzed and 
quantified based upon several key characteristics. In addition to the detailed analysis by evaluation 
or "rank" as per the guidelines of NR Bulletin 16, District resources are quantified by Year of 
Construction and Architectural Style to help illustrate the general building trends and pattern 
within the area.

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SUMMARY:
Today, the Railroad District, while substantially quieter than during its heyday, remains a clearly 
defined entity within the City of Ashland. The 382 resources of the District retain a very high 
degree of integrity in setting, workmanship and use of materials, with almost 7 out of 10 area 
structures remaining from the District's two periods of significance and retaining sufficient 
integrity to relate their historic appearance and convey the original development pattern. 
In the mid-1990s, after Southern Pacific had pulled out of the Rogue River Valley entirely, 
the old Siskiyou grade and the original rail line between California and Eugene, Oregon 
were sold to a new operator. Freight trains can once again be heard through Ashland, as 
multiple diesel engines gather speed for the pull up the still daunting grade of the Siskiyou 
Mountains. Today, the visual character and overall feeling of the Railroad District remains 
much as it once was and the area admirably and effectively relates the associations which 
make it significant under Criterion "A" for listing on the National Register of Historic 
Places.
