Las Lagunas de Anza Wetlands Restoration
Las Lagunas de Anza is a wetlands restoration and public access 
project conducted in collaboration with the private land owner, 
local and regional partners, high school science club students, 
City of Nogales and Santa Cruz County.  The project goal is 
to remove cattail overgrowth and create open water areas to 
attract water fowl and create other wildlife habitat, establish an 
outdoor environmental education classroom, develop recre-
ation trails, and interpret the area as Campsite #13 on the Juan 
Bautista de Anza National Historic Trail. 

The overall project has many targets. First, and most essential, 
is the restoration of the wetlands through the efforts of volun-
teers who value the site as an important part of the community 
history. Second, to involve community youth in a meaningful 
way so they embrace the place as their own and encourage 
those who come after to help manage and improve it over time.

The third target is to provide recreational opportunities and develop and tell the story 
of this important and unique site so that others will protect and support it into the fu-
ture. Tony Sedgwick, owner of Las Lagunas, said, “These goals have required authen-
tic partnership building, strategic planning and implementation events that would not 
have happened without the RTCA process.”

RTCA staff helped convene the partners and facilitate the meetings, which led to a 
unified goal and mission for the project, guided the planning process to include con-
sultations with other agencies, researched restoration strategies and funding opportu-
nities, and helped build the foundation of community support that will be necessary 
for future management of the wetlands. 

Project partners include Santa Cruz County Community Development Department, 
Santa Cruz County Superintendent of Schools, City of Nogales and Clean City/
Healthy City Program, Friends of the Santa Cruz River and River Watch Program, 
Anza Trail Coalition of Arizona, Nogales High School Science Club, and birding and 
photography experts. Each has played a critical role in the planning and implementa-
tion of this restoration project. Alex Silva, president of the Nogales High School Sci-
ence Club, said, “This project is important and should be preserved because it repre-
sents our past and points the way to our future. The Science Club should carry on the 
work of this year and keep adding to it. It’s a great project, something we can show our 
grandkids we helped to save – it’s something to be proud of.” 

Las Lagunas is part of the larger Santa Cruz River system and watershed. “It is the last 
natural cienega of the upper watershed and represents a unique environmental habitat 
type that provides biological diversity that adds to the whole riparian system,” said 
Sherry Sass, President of the Friends of the Santa Cruz River. “It’s also a part of the 
City of Nogales and helps those residents reconnect with the river habitat and em-
brace the riparian environment. Tony made a huge leap to provide public access and 
make environmental education here a priority. ”
