NARRATIVE DESCRIPTION

Boyd’s Shop is a front-gabled wood frame shop building with a false front, one of the few original false fronts left in
Kalispell. The building has a metal roof with shiplap siding on the front and pressed metal in a brick pattern on the sides
and rear, and the foundation is a pebbly concrete. The rafter tails are exposed, and a row of windows on the east side has
been covered. There is a shed-roofed addition on the west side of the building that is metal-clad (covering clapboard).
The sidewalk in front of the shop still has four horseshoes stamped in the concrete flanking the sloping, grooved walkway
leading to the front entrance. The front door is a sliding garage door on an outside track, and it has a person-sized door
cut into it. The horseshoes have been in the concrete sidewalk since at least 1950. The roof was not originally metal; it
was replaced within the past 40 years. The blacksmith and welding equipment were sold at auction after James Schmauch
passed away in 1986. The bathroom towards the rear of the building was added some time after 1954; previously there had
been an outhouse. The building was originally heated with a wood stove; James Schmauch added a supplementary gas
blower but continued to use a wood stove.

Lettering on the east side of the building reads "P. L. Boyd - General Blacksmithing & Horseshoeing." On the west side,
the lettering reads "General Blacksmithing, Welding, logging, tran[ ] Repair." The building has a very similar appearance
to a historic photograph of a different Kalispell blacksmith shop (see attached photocopy). The building originally had a

dirt floor; James Schmauch replaced it with concrete, first completing part of the floor and then doing the whole floor in
concrete.

To the northwest of the building is a modern metal-clad warehouse with a shallow side-gabled roof and a large bay.

NARRATIVE STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

Boyd’s Shop was constructed between 1910 and 1915 for use as a blacksmith shop. The building is a rare example of a
building style that was once common in Kalispell; one-story wood frame with a gabled roof and a false front. The building
is eligible for listing on the National Register under Criterion C for architecture and under Criterion A for its association
with the transition period in Kalispell when both horses and automobiles were in common use for transportation.

The first known tenants of the building were blacksmiths Mort Fuller and Harry Jones, listed at this address in the 1915
Kalispell City Directory. The next year, however, Mort Fuller died at the age of 33, and Harry Jones was no longer listed
in the City Directory. Harry Jones died in Billings of typhoid fever in 1934 at the age of 60, reportedly from eating refuse
in a city dump.

The next known occupant of the building was blacksmith Paris Logan Boyd, who was listed at 241 1st Street West in 1928
and 1930 but had moved to this building by 1934. Paris Boyd was born in 1871 at Noble, Illinois. His father died when he
was 14, and he supported his family. In 1898 he married Emma Bryant in Indiana, and they came to Kalispell in 1908.
The Boyds had three children. Paris Boyd passed away in 1936 at the age of 64, and the shop was then run by his son
Glen Boyd under the name Boyd’s Shop. Glen Boyd occupied the building until approximately 1947. He worked for a
time with a partner named James Schmauch, who then bought the building and operated a one-man shop in it. From
approximately 1954 until he retired in the 1980s Schmauch operated a welding shop known as Jimmy’s Shop in the
building. He also did some blacksmith work as well. Schmauch enjoyed restoring steam engines and antique tractors;
some are still located on the site.

This site was part of Kalispell’s Chinatown in the 1890s. The lot was occupied by 1892 by a steam laundry, with a Chinese
laundry and dwellings on the west end of the lot. By 1894 a large laundry building had been constructed near the alley.
All of the buildings on lots 7 and 8 were burned or demolished between 1903 and 1910.

The building is now vacant.
