This hipped roof building sits on a four acre square in the center of town. It is
two and one half stories with central two story tetrastyle porticos on north and south
-facades. The columns are Tuscan and have eight bands on the lower third of each
column (see photograph). The pediment has an oculus. The west entrance is di-style,
the eastern entrance has z simple fan lighted doorway - without colossal columms. -
The dome is ponderous and rises from an octagonal base, which has a band of metal
decoration and fcur recessed clocks are emphasized by projecting round arches. The
original brick chimneys remain. At the corners of the building, there are brick
quoins. The windows of both stories are square with brick lintels and stone keystones.

On the interior there is a grey marble wainscoting, flooré, stairs.- The ceiling
has been lowered in the courtroom, New lighting fixtures and jury seats were installed
