The three railroad.s are now consuming about lZ to
14 hours a day switching in this plant to handle on an average of
about 25 cars ln and. outbouncl whieh we contend is a waste of power
and. consuming too much time for that arnount of business and. if
Swif,t,% Courpany employed. a.n engine ln their plant, it would be a bl{
saving to the iailroad and we also contend a saving enough to
Swlft-& Company to covor the expense of thelr engine.

We feel sure that if the lrederal &Ianager was in
possession of all the facts concerning the shifting of cars at
$wiftts plant as at present performed. by the three railroads_,.
he would. insist on'Swlft & Company furnlshing 1,heir own shifting
power the same as many smaller concerns, d.oing muclt less business
than Swift & Co., aLong the lines of the three road"s, &s it has
been d"omonstratecl at all points where ind.ustries have provid.ed
thelr ounr shifting power,that it is far more satisfactory, and
c&rs g.re released-mCIre promptly, and there is no friction between
the plant and, the road.s, and none of those d"oing'their ots'n shifti'ng
would again give up thelr own engines.

The above is our recommend"ation. However, we feel
if $wlft & Company will not furnish an er:lgine, in ord.er to save
power, the switching should. be d-one by one railroad and tho
expenie borne on the basis of the number of ca.rs hanclled ln and
out of the pLant but we would" insist tha-t each road have a dellvery
and. receiving trask ln order for the railroacls to d-o the switching
''ryithout clelay.
