Intermediate boundary marker Northeast #4 is located in the back yard of the residence at 5400 Sargent
Road. Itis located approximately 175 feet northwest from the centerline of Sargent and 45 feet northeast of
the centerline of Eastern Avenue. The sandstone marker is in good condition. A 3’ x 3’ x 5’ iron fence, also

in good condition, surrounds the marker.
