ARCHITECTURAL SIGNIFICANCE (Describe important architectural features and - • 
evaluate in terms o£ other buildings within the coinmunity.) 

The Tenney Estate Gatehouse originated as a ca.l840 stone dwelling which appears on the 
1846 Barker Map of Methuen. The o r i g i n a l two-story smooth-finished granite building had 
a five-bay, central entry facade. The r e f i t t i n g of the building f o r use as a gatehouse 
included a new hipped roof, shingled Queen Anne corner tower with weathervane and m u l t i -
paned windows, and new chimneys with Queen Anne style chimney-pots. Entrance porches 
wi t h patterned shingles i n the gable completed the picturesque additions. 

HISTORICAL SIGNIFICANCE (Explain the role owners played in local or state 
history and how the building relates to the development of the community.) 

The Tenney Estate Gatehouse i s s i g n i f i c a n t as an unusual b u i l d i n g associated with 
Charles Tenney, who remodelled i t for use at the entrance to his elaborate estate 
("Grey Court Manor") designed by Carrerre and Hastings i n 1890-92. The Gatehouse 
i s the only structure on the extensive estate to survive i n t a c t . I t i s pictured 
i n numerous h i s t o r i c a l photographs of the estate, the comer tower with weathervane 
being a prominent feature. Possessing i n t e g r i t y of location, design, setting, 
materials, and workmanship, i t meets c r i t e r i a B and C of the National Register 
of H i s t o r i c Places. . •
