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The building located as 1000 Collins Avenue, also known as the Fairwind Hotel, is hereby listed
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(1000 Collins Avenue) was constructed during the period of significance and reflects the
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The Miami Beach Architectural District can be divided into
three major neighborhood types based on function and use -- the
seasonal hotel area, the commercial strips, and the residential
area. Architecturally, these zones are easily recognized and
coincide with the long-established street configuration. The sea-
sonal hotel area is concentrated along Ocean Drive from 5th Street
to 15th Street and along Collins Avenue from 6th Street to 23rd
Street. A secondary concentration of such hotels is located in
the Collins Park-James Avenue area north of Lincoln Road and east
of Washington Avenue. The commercial areas are largely restricted
to two streets which traverse the District from north-to-south
(Washington Avenue) and east-to-west (Lincoln Road). The residen-
tial area is concentrated in the 80%5 square-block area which
surrounds Flamingo Park and includes both multi-unit buildings
and single-family dwellings. Each of these zones represents a
concentration of particular building types not an exclusive one.
Commercial establishments are found in all three areas as are
buildings used for year-round residences.

A. The Seasonal Hotels

Ocean Drive (which terminates at 15th Street) has the only
hotels which actually face the Atlantic Ocean. These period hotels
front Lummus Park (fig. 5), a public park and beach which extends
from 5th to 15th Street, in an uninterrupted line of nearly uni-
form scale, set back and architectural style (fig. 6). Most of _
this string of hotels, e.g., the Victor (1144 Ocean Drive) (1937)
(fig. 7), the Tides (1220 Ocean Drive) (1936) (fig. 8), the Carlyle
(1250 Ocean Drive) (1941) (fig. 5), the Netherlands (1330 Ocean
Drive (1935), the Winterhaven (1400 Ocean Drive) (1939), the
Cardoza (1300 Ocean Drive) (1939) do reflect the influences of
the Moderne Style perpetuated at the International expositions of
the 1930's (Chicago, 1933; New York, 1939). In their midst is the
Amsterdam Palace (1114-16 Ocean Drive) (1930), one of the best
examples of the Mediterranean Revival style to be seen in Miami
Beach (fig. 9). Built around a central court-yard, the hotel was
reputed to be a replica of Christopher Columbus' home in Santo
Domingo.

The hotels along Collins Avenue line both sides of the street
and exhibit greater diversity in scale, style and set-back than
those on Ocean Drive (fig. 10). Those located on the ocean-side
of Collins Avenue north of 15th Street tend to be taller and
generally more grand with pools, cabanas and space in front for
vehicular arrivals and departures as well as parking (fig. 11).
Those below 15th Street are generally smaller, with no set-backs
and have corner emphases which provide an animated vista as one
procedes up the Avenue (fig. 12). Some low scale (2-story) commer-
cial buildings, with expressive curved corners and ribbon windows

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appear (along with a new 15-story condominium) where Lincoln Road
intersects Collins Avenue; however, several grand hotels of the
period are clustered in the 17th Street area (fig. 13). With the
exception of the Edwards Hotel (953 Collins Avenue) (1935) (fig. 14)
near 10th and Collins and the Peter Miller (1900 Collins Avenue)
(1936) (fig. 15) at 19th and Collins (both Mediterranean designs),
the hotels along Collins Avenue are typical, although grander,
exponents of the Moderne Style -- streamlined coprners, expressive
windows (vertical or horizontal), and applied Art Deco motifs.

Smaller hotels (mostly 3 and 4 stories) in both the Mediterranean
Revival and the Moderne styles are located in the Collins Park-James
Avenue area. These include a well related group along 21st Street
(fig. 16), the Governor (435 21st Street) (1939) (fig. 17), the
Plymouth (2035 Park Avenue) (1940) (fig. 18), the Abbey (300 21st
Street) (1940) (fig. 16), the Tyler (430 21st Street) (1940).
Several of these face Collins Park, between 21st and 22nd Streets,
which has the Bass Museum of Art (2100 Collins Avenue) (1930) (fig.
19) in its midst. Although the park, extending from Park Avenue to
the ocean, has been retained since it was established in 1915, it
has been altered by the construction of a new building for the Miami
Beach Public Library (1962) and the conversion of the block closest
to the beach into a landscaped parking lot (fig. 20). Several
smaller hotels in the Mediterranean Revival tradition, the Campanile

- (2218 Collins Avenue) (1934) (fig. 21), the Midtown Plaza (220 23rd
‘Street) (1929), and the Palm Court (301 23rd Street) (1923) (fig. 22)
~attest to the early development of the area north of Collins Park.
The grounds of the former Miami Beach Golf Links (1917) borders the
west side of Washington Avenue (fig. 23). The only surviving struc-
ture is the Mediterranean Revival style club house (2100 Washington
Avenue) (1937) (fig. 24) now used as part of the Miami Beach Com-
munity Center.

B, The Commercial Strips

Washington Avenue is the main north-south artery of the District
and serves as its major commercial strip as well. North of the
Lincoln Road intersection, the Avenue borders the vast open space
around the Miami Beach Convention Center on the west (fig. 23) and
the hotel area to the east. The southern portion of the Avenue
(fig. 25), with its delicatessens, bakeries, fish markets and fruit
stands lining both sides of the street serves as the primary shopping
strip for the area's diverse ethnic residents.

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Although most of the original Moderne and Mediterranean Revival
store fronts have been altered by iInappropriate remodeling or new -
signage, enough remains of their original fabric to verify their
period origins. (fig. 26).

Because Washington Avenue has a greater variety of uses, there
is a greater variety of buildings, including heotels, retail
commercial, governmental, educational and religious. It is the
location of the former Miami Beach City Hall (1130 Washington Avenue)
(1927), a 9-story Mediterranean Revival skyscraper (fig. 27),
Washington Storage Company (1001 Washington Avenue) (1927), a massive
3-story cube with elegant, Spanish Renaissance inspired detailing
(fig. 28), the United States Post Office (1300 Washington Avenue)
(1937), an unusual Moderne building designed to reflect the archi-
tectural character of Miami Beach in the 1930's (fig. 29), and the
block-long, keystone (sandstone) S. H. Kress and Company Building
(1253 Washington Avenue) (1936) (fig. 30). The Cinema Theatre, de-
signed by Thomas Lamb, is part of this unusual complex. On the
west side of Washington Avenue, the continuity of the street-scape
is interrupted by the open space around the former Miami Beach Public
School (1420 Washington Avenue, Leroy D. Feinberg Elementary School)
(1920/1923), another early Mediterranean Revival building (fig. 31).
Because of the proclivities of commercial enterprises to make
changes, a number of the original buildings have been totally surrounded
by later additions, e.g. the Anchor Hotel (1587 Washington Avenue)
(fig. 32). Temple Emmanu-E1 (1701 Washington Avenue) (1947), at
17th Street and Washington, is the northern-most, major building on
Washington Avenue (fig. 33). Its ribbed dome flanked by subsidiary
ones, covers a large rotunda, and permits the building's corner
orientation.

Lincoln Road is the second major commercial street and was
developed specifically as an office and retail thoroughfare by Carl
Graham Fisher in the 1920's. 1In 1957, however, it was closed and
converted to a pedestrian shopping mall? with lush plantings, playful
fountains, sculptural accents and seating areas (figs. 34, 35). The
building scale varies from 1- and 2-story retail blocks to 6-story
office buildings encompassing whole blocks. Two, new high-rise
office buildings (401 Lincoln Road, 111 Lincoln Road) (9 and 14
stories each) at the extremes of the north side of the mall are the

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only major changes to the street's scale. Five movie theatres, a
church, numerous office facilities, retail stores, restaurants and
several hotels make for a markedly diverse atmosphere. Some are
single store fronts, while others occupy a whole block. Despite
these apparent disparities, uniform facade lines and orientation
create a distinct urban space. And, as was true with the period
buildings on Washington Avenue, many of the original architectural
features have been regrettably removed (figs. 36, 37). However, in
other cases the alteration is largely superficial. (fig. 38). One
of the earliest alterations has to be that carried out on the
Sterling Building (927-9 Lincoln Road) (1928, original construction)
(fig. 39), when its original Mediterranean Revival appurtenances
were quickly '"Modernized" with bands of glass block and streamlined
corners. The Lincoln Road Medical Building (1936) and the Lincoln
Road Theatre Building (1935) create an impressive termination to
the vista up Pennsylvania Avenue (fig. 40). The earlier Mediter-
ranean Revival ‘tradition is evident in the §6-story Van Dyk Building
(846 Lincoln Road) (1924), the Deli (607-15 Lincoln Road) (1933)
(fig. 41) and the Congregational Church (500 Lincoln Road) (1920)
(fig. 42) while the Barnett Building (420 Lincoln Road) (1940) (fig.
43) which occupies a whole block, the David Allen Building (738-44
Lincoln Road) (1929) (fig. 44) and the Sterling Building (927-29
Lincoln Road), as remodelled (1941) (fig. 39) are evidence of the
later "modernity."

C. The Residential Sector

By far the largest and most cohesive zone in the Miami Beach
Architectural District is the 80%5 square-block residential area
surrounding Flamingo Park. It is comprised of 13 east-to-west
streets and 7 north-to-south streets lined with 2- and 3-story multi-
unit apartment buildings (fig. 45). Again the stylistic types
are Mediterranean Revival (fig. 46) and Moderne (fig. 47) with, of
course, a number of post World War II buildings interspersed (figs.
48, 49, 50); however, despite these non-conforming structures, the
scale of the area is remarkably uniform, as are the facade lines
and materials (stucco/concrete) (figs. 51, 52, 53). Most of the
Moderne style buildings are long and narrow (dictated by the 50 foot
by 140 foot lot size) with side entrances (fig. 54). Some are paired
with adjacent buildings as a mirror image (fig. 55); others are U

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L or J-shaped and occupy more than one lot (fig. 56) The Moderne
Style structures feature streamlined corners, ribbon windows, sun-
shades and expressive horizontal banding. Contrasting motifs of
styalized panels or vertical detailing offer a whimsical counterpoint
to the overwhelming horizontality (fig. 57). Some have symmetrical
street facades; most do not. Because of the uniform lot size, many
of the same general concepts apply to the Mediterranean Revival
style structures as well. Invariably, these types have front en-
trances and appropriate Renaissance inspired detailing -- arcaded
loggias, pilasters, quoins, pediments, balustrades, and frequently
a tower or similar roof animation. Red clay barrel tile is a com-
mon feature for cornices and hooded projections. Some of these
buildings have interior courtyards or recessed entrances between
projecting wings (fig. 58).

The only concentration of single-family residences in the
District is the four block area at the angle of the northwest corner
of Flamingo Park. This neighborhood constitutes the greatest
concentration of Mediterranean Revival style buildings in the Dis-
trict. (figs. 59, 60). Only a handful of houses are built in the
Moderne tradition (fig. 61) and even fewer are new. Despite the
neighborhood's proximity to the commercial pressures of Alton Road
to the west, this single-family residence orientation has survived.

Although Flamingo Park(1929) (fig. 62) is located in the cen-
ter of this sector, it is not really the focal point around which
a particular neighborhood or building type clustered. The park is
primarily recreational and includes tennis courts, playing fields,
and a football stadium.

The only major non-residential period buildings in this area
are the former Miami Beach High School (1424 Drexel Avenue, Ida M.
Fisher Junior High School) (1928) (fig. 63) and the Bell Telephone
Company facilities on North Lenox Avenue (1538, 1560 Lenox Avenue)
(fig. 64). Both complexes clearly demonstrate the architectural
dichotomy of Miami Beach; each has an early building designed in the
Mediterranean Revival tradition and each has a later building .
designed in the Moderne tradition.

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Espanola Way (1925) located in the residential sector constitutes
the only other distinctive neighborhood in the District. This brief,
narrow street from Washington Avenue to its terminus at Jefferson
Avenue was a single, though small exercise in urban design and re-
mains the most cohesive street in the District. It incorporates
both residential and commercial buildings -- the latter concentrated
between Washington and Pennsylvania Avenues (figs. 65, 66) and the
former concentrated between Pennsylvania and Jefferson Avenues (fig. 67).
This engaging Mediterranean Revival streetscape with arcaded loggias,
hidden courtyards, and wrought iron detailing has lost little of its
original charm.

International (Internat'l, Int'l): buildings are rectilinear

with expressive massing of parts and are largely devoid of applied
decorative details. Examples: Victor Hotel (photo #7), residence,
1400 Lenox Avenue (photo #61).
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Decorated International: (Dec. Internat'l): exhibits the same
chhracteristics as the International Style but will usually have
applied decorative motifs or use varied materials, roman brick,

' /he north and the Atlantic Ocean on the east) contains the largest
concentration of the 1920's and 1930's era resort architecture in the

nited States.l More than 800 architecturally significant buildings

Mave been identified4 which date from the 25-year period (roughly

~ 4920-1945) when the city of Miami Beach was being promoted and

4 developed as a tropical playground.

Because the south Miami Beach area (i.e., south of the present-day

BDade Boulevard) was platted in large subdivisions by three major
1 land companies and developed rather rapidly in two growth spurts

® (ca. 1920-1927 and 1935-1945) an extraordinary architectural consis-

xiency resulted. This uniformity of scale and architectural style
‘A has remained largely intact despite the pressures of wholesale
al'development in areas adjacent to the District. The first platting

$(1912)° by the Ocean Beach Realty Company (J. N. Lummus) was south
of esent-day 5th Street and established the city's basic grid

{In 1915 Fisher began his development of Lincoln Road by cutting
'this important east-west axis through the island's dense
Jmangrove swamps. It was also in 1915 that Lummus Park was estab-
~lished after the town of Miemi Beach purchased a strip of ocean- 8
ront property from J. N. Lummus and designated it as a public beach.

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Except for the Original Ocean Beach Subdivision south of 5th Street,
these areas and features are what compromise the major portion of the
Miami Beach Architectural District.

After the street pattern had been established, it was left to
the developers and the architects and builders to determine the
fledgling resort's architectural character. Except for well dispersed
post- World War II structures, the buildings in the District re-
flect the two periods of major development -- that of the 1920's
and that of the 1930's. These earlier buildings are almost exclu-
sively of the Mediterranean Revival tradition while those of the
later period are in the Moderne. Function or use had little to
do with stylistic choice; it was largely a matter of the times. ~
The Congregational Church (500 Lincoln Road), the Miami Beach City
Hall (1130 Washington Avenue) the Miami Beach Public School (1420
Washington Avenue), the Van Dyk Building (846 Lincoln Road), a
residence (800 Washington Avenue), the Amsterdam Palace Apartments
(1114-16 Ocean Drive), the Blackstone Hotel (800 Washington Avenue),
Espanola Way (400 Block), all date from the 1920's. Their Spanish
or Italian Renaissance inspired detailing, e.g., bracketed cornices, i
balustrades, decorative glazed tiles, wrought iron work, stuccoed !
wall surfaces, pilasters, quoins and the ubiquitous red tile roofs i
were all appropriately adapted for the atmosphere of a sun-basked,
sea side resort. Much of this atmosphere reflects the influence of
Carl Graham Fisher's developmental endeavors after World War I. His
efforts were directed toward attracting the established (both finan-
cially and socially) individuals? who would be interested in pur-
chasing property (further north on the island) to build their own
resort residences much the same as Palm Beach had been developed.

To support this atmosphere, Fisher also promoted the recreational
qualities of Miami Beach. By sponsoring such events as sailing re- !
gattas and speed boat races and by building polo fields, tennis courts
and golf courses, he hoped to further attract the wealthy resident.10
Today, the one remaining element of his Miami Beach Golf Links (1917)
is its former club house (2100 Washington Avenue) now used as a
municipal community center. The remainder of the course is occupied
by the Miami Beach Convention Cneter Complex. The Van Dyk Building
(846 Washington Avenue), along with several other Mediterranean
style buildings attests to his other endeavor in developing Lincoln
Road as a commercial street for the seasonal residents.

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Between 1920 and 1930 the population of the town of Miami Beach
(incorporated 1915) had grown from a mere 644 to nearly 6,500
permanent residents.ll By 1940, the permanent population had more
than quadrupled to 28,000 with an additional 75,000 annual, winter
tourists.12

This population growth and seasonal tourist expansion is clearly
reflected in the second architectural tradition which dominates much
of Miami Beach -- that of the Moderne. The restricted economic
conditions of the 1930's necessitated less grandiose entrepreneurial
endeavors catering to the smaller investor, the diminished income
of the seasonal visitor or transient tourist. Many undeveloped lots
south of Lincoln Road (originally platted in 1914 by J. N. Lummus)
provided the opportune setting. From the beginning, Lummus' p{g-
motional policies had been far less restrictive than Fisher's.
Consequently, his lots were smaller, not designed for winter estates
but scaled for more modest single-family residences. It appears,
however, that little of his tract had been developed and numerous
lots stood vacant well into the 1930's. Long after Lummus had di-
vested himself of his land holdings (1919)14 , these fortuitous cir-
cumstances facilitated the construction of modestly scaled hotels
and apartment buildings. Today, both Ocean Drive and Collins Avenue
are lined with these late 1930's seasonal hotels while the area west
of Washington Avenue has block-after-block of small-scale 4-to-12
unit apartment buildings.

The architectural style adopted for this new development phase
paid no heed to any established historicism. What was adopted seems
to have been most strongly influenced by exposition architecture of
the 1930's. e.g., the Century of Progress Exposition, Chicago, 1933, and
the New York World's Fair, 1939. Although many of the same type
buildings -- apartment buildings, office buildings, hotels, govern-
ment buildings and individual residences continued to be built in
the same materials (stuccoed masonry), there was virtually no hint of
academically inspired motifs. Architecture had become expressive
of mass and form not history. The taller hotels were vertically
accented: the Tides (1220 Ocean Drive), the Sharon (110 20th Street),
the Sands (1601 Collins Avenue), yhile the lower buildings were
horizontally accented, the Cardoza Hotel (1300 Ocean Drive), the
Lincoln Theatre Building (541, 555 Lincoln Road), the Kress Building
(1253 Washington Avenue), the Cameo (1445 Washington Avenue).

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Expressive features included grouped windows, projecting sunshades,
rounded corners, continuous bands whether incised or reeded, and roof
parapets. Ornament became abstract and integrated into the buildings'
forms, the Tiffany Hotel (801 Collins Avenue), the Victor Hotel (1144
Ocean Drive), the Berkley Shore (1610 Collins Avenue. Historical
associations were obliterated. There was no confusion about the age
of the building, a fact which, ironically enough, remains-:as:true
today.

No area of the District (see Description) was left untouched by
the new architectural form. Between 1936 and 1942 some 25 architects
were responsible for the_design of almost 75% of the buildings erected
in that six year period. With the increase in population and tourist
trade (see above), this amounted to a substantial number of new
buildings in a relatively brief time. The uniformity of scale
and style is remarkable, particularly given the comprehensive nature
of the District: it includes residences (both single-family and
multiple-unit buildings) as well as commercial buildings, theaters,
governmental, educational and recreational facilities and the very
important seasonal hotel.

While the philosophies of J. N. Lummus and Carl Graham Fisher
were rather different, one promoting exclusiveness, the other in-
clusiveness, the influences of each have managed to make those first
areas of Miami Beach to be developed an unusually cohesive urban
resort that was neither centrally planned nor haphazardly built.
