




SHILOH METHODIST CHURCH
This church, organized late in the
eighteenth century, held its first

services in a brush arbor and later
constructed a log meeting house.

This frame sanctuary, built between
1625 and 1630, was the second

building to serve Shlloh. In 1836
Adam Gramling, Jr.. donated it and

three acres to church trustees 
William Brooks. Adam Gramling, Sr, 
John Gramling, and Ruben Gramling.
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
