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The Dewey Bridge, built in 1916, is one of 
the few suspension bridges left in Utah. 
Located just upstream (to the right) of the 
bridge was the location of the old Ferry. 

. The unique character and setting of this 
historic bridge warrants serious 
consideration for Nation Register status.
