It is a reasonably well preserved example of the Form/I'lan Type as shown 
and more fully described herein. As such, It Is Included In the Thematic 
Nomination to the National Register of Historic Places for the Early 
Stone Houses of Bergen County, New Jersey.
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According to the Bergen County Historical Society marker, this 
house stands on a 166-1/2 acre tract bought in 1748 by Jacob Concklin, 
Sr., a wheelright. It descended to Samuel Sneden. It was owned by the 
Beasleys until 1902.
