OTHER NOTABLE FEATURES

Despite the turn-of the century remodelling of the porch and 
windows, this three story, rectangular house retains its Ital- 
ianate character at the-roofline. The wide, overhanging eaves 
ar£e supported on curvilinear "brackets with pendant, drops. The 
diamond-paned sash, although charming, are part of the alter­ 
ation, as is the latticed porch with its corner belvedere. Turned 
columns support the latticed porch valance which features squares 
and open-ended circles.

SIGNIFICANCE

This house,which was owned by Duncan Phyfe, the noted New York
cabinetmaker from 1852-185^» became a Rectory in 1909. It is one
of the largest and best-maintained houses of the period in Stamford,
and occupies a prominent corner site. The.1879 map indicates the
owner at that time to have been George Jenkins, the developer of
1 Jenkinsvillle' in the Waterside area, and a prominent local artist.
