A resurgence of interest in the American Colonial era occurred, and new homes were designed based upon 
pre-Revolutionary antecedents. The Colonial Revival style was the dominant architectural mode for domestic 
design in the first half of the twentieth century. Some of these buildings were technically very close to their 
predecessors, while others borrowed only the form and minor detailing from their earlier models. The 
Goodridge House is one of the latter and is an example of the "hipped roof with full-width porch" house form 
as described by Virginia and Lee McAlester in their A Field Guide to American Houses. 1
