Except for the reworking of the high porch at the streetfront entrance, the building is 
unchanged. The narrow facade consists of only a door and a window; the window and the 
transoms are fixed panes, and the facade wall is of tan brick, whereas the other three 
walls are of red brick. There are sash windows on the sides, two on the left (east) and 
one of the right. All lintels and sills are stone. The roof is covered with the original 
diamond-shaped shingles.
