Description and House Plan: The Kirtley house is a 2-story tarmhouse of
timber Trame construction with a hall-parlor pilan and two exterior chimneys in the

gable-ends. It faces north and is sited on & high point on & sma1l ridge extending west
from the barn and entrance lane. The farmstead is isolated in & picturescue setting & hal

mile from the nearest public road.

The mein front of the house stands above a high basement of fieldstone. The door and

window in the bzsement are pegged (as are &1l other openings in the Tirst stege), and they

do not Tine up vertically with the openings above. The first floor has three bays, the

second two, and the rear of the house has four beys. Heavy wooden framing was used in this

Tirst stage. .
The front-left wall wes recessed at the Tirst floor level, creegting an open corner porch,

The floor above is supported by two chamfered posts resting on & parapet well. The corner

post of the porch is considerably larger than the center one, and the stone wall of the

besement is thickened, buttress fashion, at the front-left corner. The recessed porch was

irezted &s an interior room: & chairrail extends around the recessed walls a* the height

ot

the parapet wall, and the wall below the rail is plasterec. The wide facing boards capping

the porch posts are beaded.

The 7irst floor windows have nine-over-six panes on the main faces, while 211 other windows
have six-over-six panes. One of the two fieldstone end-chimneys survives on the east; the

replacement chimney on the west end is of brick. Rlthough the stonework at the entrance
to the corner porch is bowed outward, some of the windows have been damaged, and some of
the weatherboarding hes fz)len awzy, the house is structurally sound, with most of its
architectural detailing in place.

A small stone outbuilding near the west end of the house consists of a door

on the north, vertical beaded boards with a beaded frame, and a small window
on each side, all openings pegged. the roof of this building is in ruins,

but the walls are sound. Contemporary with the house, the remains of this
outbuilding contribute to the significance of the property by illustrating the
importance of domestic outbuildings in the period.

The stone foundation of an icehouse remains to the southeast of the house. The
outer edges of this foundation are rectangular, while the inner well, about

ten feet deep, is oval with battered sides. Contemporary with the house, the
remains of this outbuilding contribute to the significance of the property by
illustrating the importance of domestic outbuildings in the period.

The mid-century frame addition to the. house was erected as a low ell, in Greek
Revival style. Neither this addition nor the replacement chimney on the west
end of the main block significantly affect the overall character and design of
the property.

‘The wood frame, gabled, vertical-board sided barn to the east of the house was
built in the last part of the 19th century. Although it was erected after the
period of significance of the house, it contributes to the property because it
illustrates the agricultural, land-based economy of the original occupants of
the house and the frequent replacement of agricultural outbuildings over time.
