This one-and-one-half-story airplane bungalow is located approximately mid-block on the west side of North Chester Avenue, between 
Bell Street to the south and Washington Boulevard to the north. The single-family residence faces east in the subdivision identified as 
Tract No. 1945 within Bungalow Heaven, a local landmark district on Pasadena's north side. The dwelling is moderately set back on a 
flat 54'xl45' lot that is landscaped with turf, flowerbeds, and mature shrubs and trees. A public, concrete walkway separates a wide 
parkway that is planted with a manicured lawn. A concrete-and-brick driveway (date unknown), which replaced a partial Hollywood, 
or ribbon, driveway (two 2-foot strips of concrete with grass in between), intersects with the walkway near the southeast comer of the 
lot and leads west to a rear, detached non-contributing 2-car garage (1914). Although the garage is original to the property, a large 
hobbv oom added circa 1940s has compromised its integrity. North of the garage, a square, brick patio is also a non-contributor. Laid 
in the 1940s, the current owners added a U-shaped wood pergola around the patio circa 1990. The residence has undergone few 
exterior alterations since its construction, including the enclosure (1940s) and expansion (circa 1987) of a rear sleeping porch, which is 
now used as a bathroom, and the additions (dates unknown) of a window box to the kitchen and double French doors accessing the 
side of the porch, both on the side (south) elevation. In 2001, the roof was reclad in composition shingles, its original material, and the 
original California rain gutters were retained. The residence is painted a medium green color and trimmed in dark brown and orange. It 
is in excellent condition and retains a high degree of architectural integrity.

This irregular-shaped, wood-framed dwelling is supported by a river stone wall foundation that encloses a partial basement. The low- 
pitched roof is capped with brown composition shingles. The first floor is cross gabled with the front facing gable on the primary 
facade, and a smaller, side gabled second floor projects above. A small, separately gabled first floor extension in the rear is topped 
with an enclosed, rear-gabled sleeping porch. Gable ends are supported by 4x4 wood beams, and peaks are decorated with uneven 
vertical slat vents. Wide, open eaves have exposed rafter tails over walls sheathed in coursed cedar shingles and stuccoed wainscot to 
below the first story windowsills. First floor fenestration consists mainly of wood-framed casement windows with a single main pane 
and a two-paned toplight. Matching casement windows flank the main, fixed window with a five-paned toplight, on the first floor front 
fa9ade; this assemblage is repeated on the side (south) elevation. Fenestration on the north, east, and south elevations of the upper 
story is a nearly continuous band of counterweighted pocket windows with a three-paned toplight. These pocket windows are also 
found on the first story rear elevation, but are sealed shut. 'Hie enclosed rear sleeping porch has a wood-framed sliding window on the 
south elevation. Continuous horizontal board trims windows at the sill level, and most windows have original wood-framed screens. 
The wide wood door is original with vertical pattern lights and is similarly screened.

The entrance porch is sheltered under a large side gable that extends from beneath the front gable on the primary facade. From its off- 
centered placement on the front (east) facade, the porch wraps around the south elevation, where a set of recessed double, multi-paned 
French doors has been added (date unknown). The porch is raised by three steps and supported by four massive, tapered stone piers. A 
short pier left of the entry and a low stone wall that spans the porch between the piers has a concrete cap. An exterior chimney of 
matching stone is placed at the north elevation. A second, rear entry to a laundry room that is located in the southwest corner of the 
residence is accessed by a short corner landing at right angles.

On the interior, the first floor offers a living room, dining room, kitchen, laundry, and office; the second floor serves as a sleeping area 
with two bedrooms, and a bathroom was added to the rear of the second floor when the former sleeping porch was expanded (circa 
1987). The interior boasts many original features, including a fireplace with an arched opening trimmed with brick and a matching 
brick hearth. Built in bookshelves flank the fireplace, and the whole is topped with a solid mantel of Douglas fir. Trim pieces of 
Douglas fir are found throughout the interior, including the wood wainscoting in the dining room, and the floors are oak

hardwood. Double French doors that match those leading to the southern portion of the front porch allow access between the living 
room and office.

The extended beams of the front porch side gable form a pergola over the adjacent driveway, which leads to a low-pitched, front- 
gabled, detached 2-car garage. Resting on a concrete foundation, the garage is clad in wood shingle and capped with composition 
shingle to match the residence. The south wall, which appears to be constructed on the property line, is of firewall construction, and the 
building has no eave overhang. The original vehicle door on the east elevation has been replaced with a modern, segmented metal eoor 
(date unknown), and a hobby room was added to the north elevation in the 1940s. The addition, which is accessed by a sliding glass 
door the east elevation, is clad in horizontal boards with brick wainscoting and topped with a low-pitched shed roof. A square, non- 
conti uting brick patio to the north of the garage/hobby building was added at the same time, and a U-shaped wood pergola was 
added around the north, west, and south boundaries of the patio in the 1990s.

This Arts and Crafts period airplane bungalow makes use of natural materials, such as wood shingle, which help articulate the style 
and boasts many character defining features, including low-pitched gables with exposed rafters, extended roof beams that support each 
gable end, windows grouped in bands, and the prominent front facade porch supported by massive, tapered stone piers that extend to 
ground level.
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Section 8 Statement of Significance

Builtin 1914 in the subdivision identified as Tract No. 1945, the house at 1141 North Chester Avenue was designed and built by John 
A. Jergenson, who lived in the residence with his wife Jennie. The dwelling represents the property type "Arts and Crafts Single- 
Family Residences in Pasadena" and is an excellent example of an airplane bungalow within the subtype "one-and-one-half-story 
bungalow." It meets the registration requirements under Criterion C, as it exemplifies the values of design, craftsmanship and 
materials, which embody the philosophy and practice of Arts and Crafts period residential architecture in Pasadena, and the property 
retr ns integrity. Distinguishing features associated with the Craftsman style include the low-pitched horizontal massing, prominent 
po: n, wide eaves, and the use bands of windows, exposed rafters and natural materials. The one-story comer porch and porte cochere 
particularly illustrate the integration of interior and exterior spaces, a characteristic theme in California Arts and Crafts period 
architecture.
