DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL, (if known) PHYSICAL. APPEARANCE

The Fort L-ir^mie Three Mile Bog is ioc?ted about s±x miles south­ 
west of the town of Fort Larnmie, Wyoming, md three miles west of Fort 
Lararnie National Historic site. The site encompasses about 5 -ores of 
land .

Today the Hog Ranch consists of two structures. The most significant 
of the two is y (t [J" sh-ped building built of lime-grout (-n eyrly'form 
of concrete). This grout building contained several rooms, the bar, and 
 -a walk-in cellar. The vvhole north end of this structure is in a state 
of colls pse, and without stabilization in the near future, the entire 
structure may disappear. The second of the remaining buildings is a 
wooden barn. It is in = n -idvaneed st-»te of decay, and presently only 
parts of two W'Vilsare standing.

it is not known exactly what the Hog uanch looked like when in 
operation. One undocumented report states that it consisted of from 
twelve to fifteen structures, -ul erected between 1673 snd sbout 1883. 
The Three Mile Hog Ranch buildings ^re said to have included a large 
loopholea barn (loopholes <>re slits in walls for defense), the grout 
structure housing the bar, numerous cribs of two rooms each for prostitutes 
several shops, 3 billiard h-ill -nd q sod corral.

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STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

The Fort L:?raoiie Three Mile Hog Ranch trad 3 notorious reputation,
 md earned it 33 3 result of its function as a social center for the 
soldiers stationed at Fort Lararaie. There, soldiers spent their pay 
on cheap beer qnd hard liquor, cards, and on the ten or more prostitutes
 Uwiys in residence.

The Hqnch w^s established in 1673 by Jules Ecoffey snd Adolph Cuny, 
both loc'H.l entrepreneurs. Cuny qnd Scoffey were dead by 1877» bat the 
Hog Ranch survived. Ownership changed several times thereafter, but 
no documentation exists .-33 to who had or r°n it :ifter lo'77«

The Fort Larsmie Three Mile Hog I'tanch -.dso had an air of respectobili 
amid the scene of red lights, from 1876 to 1887, the Cheyenne --md Black 
Hills St-jge Company operated 9 hostelry there for its st-jge passengers. 
This w-^s ^ co-existent function ^long with the bordello, -.md lasted 
until the st^ge line w:^s vb^ndoned in 1867.

To understand just how very significant this establishment was, 
consider the hardships of soldiering on the frontier; the general lock 
of recreational outlets typical at frontier forts; ^ lack of eligible 
women for marriage, yet hundreds of eligible soldiers; the illegality of
 alcoholic beverages on military reservations periodically in the 1870's 
and 1880 ! s | the only town of ?ny size some 65 miles sway; thu iiioaotony; 
the boredom. There was 3. definite need for j social oatlet it existed 
at the Three Mle Ranch.

In addition, the Fort L^ramle Three Mile Hog d mch is notable todqy 
because it is one of the very few of these military bordellos left in
