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View of the north front of the house from the northwest. The openings were lengthened, 

hoodmolds applied, the cornice raised and bracketed, and the castiron porch and fence 

added in the last quarter of the 19th century.
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View from the southwest showing the main block at left with the bricked-up round- 

arched door at the rear of the central hall, and the two-story porch with enclosed 

staircase probably added when the house was altered in the late 19th century.
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View from the southeast. The brick one-story wing at left (with later frame addition 

above and recent additions in foreground) is thought to be the oldest part of the house. 

It originally faced the old road that ran along a cliff off the picture to the right. The 
present rear wall of the ell (at left), originally had a center chimney flanked by small 

"lookout windows"'in the loft, and perhaps other openings now bricked up.
