Standing in the town square, the Johnson County Courthouse has entrances on all 
four sides. None of the segmentally arched entries are prominent enough to be con­ 
sidered the front entrance. There are four corner pavilions, each with a bracketed 
gable. On the first floor windows are segmentally arched while on the second floor, 
they are round arched with emphasized keystones. The pedimented wooden clock tower 
rises in three stages surmounted by a small dome and is a later addition. The build­ 
ing material used is brick painted a sand color with stone trim

The courtroom had a coved pressed metal ceiling now covered by acoustical tile; 
metal remains in the coved area. The room is entered from the side and retains the 
original judges bench. The litigation area is large and has a sculptural balustrade 
between it and the spectator section.
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
