The cross plan features amphi-prostyle tetrastyle entrances of the Corinthian 
order; the side entrances are Corinthian distyle. All entrances project from the 
main structure. The telirastyle entrances have a balcony, pressed metal ceilings 
and a fan lighted doorway. A tall ribbed dome with lantern is visible long before 
one enters the town of Sylvester on U.S. Highway 82. It rises in four stages - 
an octagonal base, a square area that features pediinented round arched windows, 
the clocks which are at the base of the dome and the lantern.

The windows are double rectangular ones with a transom. The flat arched lintels
emphasize the key stone
