A. General description of site: this is a frame business building 
sheathed in wood and masonite siding with an applied brick 
first floor storefront. The building is freestanding and set 
back the width of the sidewalk from Third Street. It is across 
a driveway from the historic Viets Hostelry. Both buildings 
sit on high ground some 400 feet west of the Red River of 
the North. Approximately 100 feet east of this building its 
unlandscaped lot slopes rather sharply down toward the river.

The building at 317 South Third Street was built some time between 1880 
and 1884.2 ^e building has been used for a variety of businesses including 
a furniture store on the first floor,^ sample rooms for the Richardson 
house,4 carpentry and trunk businesses, 5 a bottling works, 6 a hardware 
store,'7 a paint and wallpaper business, 8 and, currently, an antique store. 
Reason for significance: (Cont.) 

The building at 317 South Third Street is the only survivor among three 
annex buildings which lodged the overflow from the Richardson House 
(sleeping rooms).^ This building was constructed in the great Dakota 
boom of the 1880s. With its two sister buildings, one located immediately 
north of the Richardson House on the adjacent lot (at 801 S. Third) 
and the other across the street (at 820 S. Third), this survivor 
(formerly 803 S. Third) of the Dakota boom enabled the Viets Hotel/ 
Richardson House to accommodate the many visitors and new arrivals...(Cont.)

Item No. 8.A. General description of site (Cont.)

The plan of the building is rectangular, and it is much longer 
than it is wide. The front half of the building is two-storied with a 
flat roof. The back half of the building is a later two-story, gabled 
addition. The first story of the west (principal) elevation of this 
building is applied commercial brick and glass storefront. The brick is 
laid in a stretcher bond except for the steps for the main and side entries 
which are laid in an English bond. The main entry door is recessed and 
is flanked by side display windows. The main door and flanking side and 
front windows form a tripartite structure which is repeated above an 
awning by three identically sized window panels. The south entry door 
to the second floor is surmounted by a window of the same vertical dimen­ 
sion as the window panels.

The second story is faced with four inch lap siding. It is composed of 
a single central hall door and wood balcony flanked by two double-hung, 
three-over-one windows with simple cornice moldings . The balcony is 
decorated with a more recent wrought iron railing. A molded wooden 
cornice caps the second story facade.

The side elevations are undecorated. .Originally sided with four inch 
lap siding, they are now partially covered with masonite siding. On 
the south (side) elevation, a projecting second story porch rests on 
wood piers.

36. Information sources/References (Cont.)

Historically, the upstairs has been used for sleeping rooms to accommodate 
the overflow from the Richardson House next door to the north, and for 
private dwelling space. (For significance of Richardson House, see site 
#CK 564.)

37. Reason for significance (Cont.)

...to Grand Forks as the city boomed in the 1880s. Demand for sleeping rooms 
in the Richardson House annexes began to wane with the construction of large down­ 
town hotels.10 With the opening of the Dacotah Hotel in 1888 by Col. Viets, 
the annex across the street from the Richardson House closed. By 1892, all 
three annexes of the Richardson House had been put to other uses.H

The building at 317 S.Third Street is significant because of its historic 
association with the Richardson House and because the building strongly 
suggests the historical and architectural character of the boom town era.
