Describe the present and original (iff known) physical appearance

The is a large, two story frame house on a brick foundation with a gabled roof, 
double end interior chimneys and central, pedimented portico. It is a very 
sophisticated example of Greek Revival domestic architecture. It occupies a 
large corner lot in a small town and is secluded from the street by a century- 
old brick wall. Gardens and dependencies occupy the most of the rest of the 
block. The grounds are enhanced by extensive plantings, most of them post­ 
dating 1935. The kitchen at the southeast corner of the house and a brick smokehouse 
at the northeast corner are the sole remaining original dependencies. Formerly 
there was a large barn to the southeast. The kitchen and smokehouse have been 
painted white and adaptively reconditioned inside.

The three-bay pedimented portico is composed of four fluted Ionic columns; two 
center columns support a second-floor balcony enclosed by a wheatshef or "bowknot" 
balustrade similar to those found elsewhere in the city. A denticulated cornice 
is carried completely around the house. Both the main doorway and the doorway 
directly above, leading into the balcony, are enframed with a neo-classical^ 
architrave. The design of the upper doorway is taken directly from a plat in 
Asher Benjamin' s The Practical House Carpenter (Boston, 1830) for a "Venetian 
entrance." As with many other finery frame houses of this period in central 
and southern Alabama, the facade of the Mobley House is "rabbeted" --an early 
finish akin to shiplap siding. Originally the house was a rectangular box^with 
one story brick dependencies located some 20 feet behind the house. Sometime 
between 1854 and 1875 a one story gabled wing at the rear was constructed to link 
the main portion of the dwelling with the brick dependencies by means of an 
encircling porch.

The interior arrangement follows the traditional four-over-four plan with a 
broad central hall between. To the right of the main hallway is a double 
parlor connected by sliding doors. A graceful reverse -flight stairway, with 
a continuous handrail terminating in a scrolled volute, ascends from the 
rear of the hall to the second floor. As with other decorative features 
of the house, most of the interior woodwork appears to be based on the published 
designs of Asher Benjamin and Minard Lafever. Perhaps the most unusual interior 
feature of the house is the massive double-leaf doorway connecting the two 
upstairs bedrooms on the north side of the house.

Except for moderate renovations to the rear wing and adaptations of the brick 
dependencies for other use, the house remains basically unchanged.

Statement of Significance (in one paragraph)

Architecture: The Mobley House is significant as one of West Alabama's most
sophisticated essays in domestic Greek Revival-style architecture and as the
most imposing extant ante-bellum mansion in Gainesville, a town noted for
its antebellum homes. The distinguishing features of the Mobley House are
the pedimented Ionic portico, and both exterior and interior trim based
on the pulbished designs of Asher Benjamin and Minard Lafever, leading exponents
of the Greek Revival in Early 19th century America.

The house was constructed around 1845 for Colonel Green G. Mobley (1806-1877) from 
Fairfield District, South Carolina and his Vermont-born second wife--Henrietta. 
The similarity between the Magnolia and the Major John C. Whitesett residence 
(burned 1910) on nearby Main (Yankee) Street would seem to indicate that they 
were constructed by the same hand. After the death of the Mobleys in the 1870s, 
the house was maintained as a boarding house until it was purchased in 1935 by 
the father of the present owner, and subsequently restored. It acquired the 
name "The Magnolia" in recent years.
