Henry Jan Hopper acquired land at Small Lots prior to 1767. By the
time of the 1780 tax list he was living adjacent to his sons Garret H.
and Hendrick H. Hopper. The latter built a house to the north at 724
Ackerman Avenue about this time, married Jacomyntje Leydecker and had
four children. He died in 1805 at the age of 45 and left the property
to be equally divided between his sons John H. and Andrew H. The latter
was building the house when his father died in 1805. He became a general
in the Bergen County Militia and in 1835 purchased a mill site near
Ridgewood Avenue and Paramus Road. He sold the house to his son Henry
A. Hopper, whose name is associated with the property.
