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19. History

This house, the largest of a group of cottages built by Professor Raphael Pumpelly 
in the neighborhood of his own house, "Pompilia", was begun in 1899 for his daughter, 
Elise, and her husband, Thomas Handasyd Cabot, of Boston, about a year after their mar­ 
riage in Dublin (Oct. 1898). Elise Pumpelly, who designed the house herself, was a re­ 
nowned beauty, and a favorite subject of painter-naturalist Abbott H. Thayer (1849-1921), 
notably in his painting "Caritas" at the Boston Museum of Pine Arts. Childhood home of 
T.H. Cabot, Jr., Dublin designer-builder. Present owner is granddaughter of Raphael 
Pumpelly.
