Custodian's Residence(Rock House)

This is the only structure included in this nomination.' It is 
constructed of coursed rubble with decorative milled wood facia 
and trim. It sits on a rusticated ashlar foundation. The cedar 
shingle roof has multiple end gables with an overhang decorated 
with milled wood and box cornices. Stylistically the house is a 
Greco-Federalist Revival, modified to refl-ect local Mormon 
influences. Two small additions have been added to the back of 
the house. The house remains in its orginal location, with the 
original landscaping in tact. The driveway has been paved. From 
the front the house appears much as it did when first construct­ 
ed. The interior has been heavily modified over the years and is 
not included in this nomination.

Verbal Boundary Description:

The residence and lawn are bordered on the north by the rear 
extreme of the landscaping done for the house, about 
twenty-five feet beyond the rear walls, on the east by the 
driveway that leads to the house, on the south by the north 
side of the road that runs in front of the house and on the 
west by the western edge of the landscaping associated with 
the structure and eastern edge of the employee parking lot 
for the Visitor Center.

Boundary Justification:

The boundaries follow the area of development and landscap­ 
ing associated with the structure. Beyond the lot the 
house sits on, the area to the rear is in a natural state, 
while the other three sides have been substantially modified 
by later park development, therefore do not contribute to 
the historic setting.
