7. Description 

The F i r s t Troop Philadelphia C i t y Cavalry Armory i s a three 
and a half story, coursed, rough-faced ashlar b u i l d i n g on a 
sloped corner l o t i n the Ci t y of Philadelphia. The large rectan­
gular b u i l d i n g has a T type plan, executed i n the Romanesque 
s t y l e . This c a s t l e - l i k e armory has good i n t e g r i t y . 

The b u i l d i n g i s 5 bays by 10 bays i n size with stone walls 
and a stone foundation. The d r i l l h a l l has a gable roof behind a 
short parapet w a l l while the adrainsitration section has a f l a t 
roof behind a crenellated parapet w a l l with stone coping. The 
parapet w a l l i s corbelled outward and i s accented by a b l i n d 
arcade. The medieval character i s further accented by four corner 
turrets c o r b e l l i n g out from the second f l o o r l i n t e l l i n e and a 
projected bay above the central entrance. The large do\ible wood 
door entrance i s recessed behind a smooth faced segmental arch. 
The stone below the f i r s t f l o o r s i l l course has rusticated 
horizontal j o i n t s . There are double hung windows i n the ad­
min i s t r a t i o n section at the f i r s t , second and t h i r d f l o o r s . The 
t h i r d f l o o r l i n t e l s are arched. The casement windows i n the d r i l l 
h a l l have segmental arched l i n t e l s . There i s also a large 
lunette i n the peak of the gable w a l l . 

The i n t e r i o r walls are plastered and there are t i l e c e i l i n g s 
and wood f l o o r s . The d r i l l h a l l has a paved f l o o r surface and an 
open c e i l i n g . 

The i n t e g r i t y of the bu i l d i n g i s good. On the exterior some 
wood doors have been replaced with smaller metal doors. The 
monitor on the d r i l l h a l l roof ahs been removed. On the i n t e r i o r 
New walls have been added i n f i r s t f l o o r areas. These are 
constructed of metal stud and sheet rock. The second f l o o r has 
been panelled and turned into a museum. New doors, walls and 
c e i l i n g s have been i n s t a l l e d . New rooms have also been added at 
the rear of the d r i l l h a l l .

7. Description 

The First Troop Philadelphia City Cavalry Armory is a three 
and a half story, coursed, rough-faced ashlar building on a 
sloped corner lot in the City of Philadelphia. The large rectan­
gular building has a T type plan, executed in the Romanesque 
style. This castle-like armory has good integrity. 

The building is 5 bays by 10 bays in size with stone walls 
and a stone foundation. The drill hall has a gable roof behind a 
short parapet wall while the adrninsitration section has a flat 
roof behind a crenellated parapet wall with stone coping. The 
parapet wall is corbelled outward and is accented by a blind 
arcade. The medieval character is further accented by four corner 
turrets corbelling out from the second floor lintel line and a 
projected bay above the central entrance. The large double wood 
door entrance is recessed behind a smooth faced segmental arch. 
The stone below the first floor sill course has rusticated 
horizontal joints. There are double hung windows in the ad­
ministration section at the first, second and third floors. The 
third floor lintels are arched. The casement windows in the drill 
hall have segmental arched lintels. There is also a large 
lunette in the peak of the gable wall. 

The interior walls are plastered and there are tile ceilings 
and wood floors. The drill hall has a paved floor surface and an 
open ceiling. 

The integrity of the building is good. On the exterior some 
wood doors have been replaced with smaller metal doors. The 
monitor on the drill hall roof abs been removed. On the interior 
New walls have been added in first floor areas. These are 
constructed of metal stud and sheet rock. The second floor has 
been panelled and turned into a museum. New doors, walls and 
ceilings have been installed. New rooms have also been added at 
the rear of the drill hall.

The F i r s t Troop Philadelphia City Cavalry Armory i s 
s i g n i f i c a n t under c r i t e r i a A and C. I t i s a member of the State 
Armory Building property type under the multiple property 
nomination, Pennsylvania National Guard Armories. I t was b u i l t by 
the F i r s t Troop Philadelphia C i t y Cavalry i n 1900. The architect 
was Henry G i l l e t e Woodman of Philadelphia. Woodman designed only 
a few buildings i n Philadelphia with the fir m Newman, Woodman and 
Harris before h i s untimely death i n 1902. The armory i s one of 37 
i n Pennsylvania having a T plan type and i t i s also one of the 
largest with t h i s plan type.
