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The David H. Smith House is a two-and one-half story, three bay, 
asymmetrical plan, Queen Anne style residence built ca. 1890. The house 
features a prominent second story tower at the southwest corner and has a 
one-story wraparound porch on the main and west facades. The house has a 
brick foundation, gable and hipped roof of composition shingles, interior 
brick chimneys, and weatherboard siding. The porch on the south and west 
facades features Tuscan columns and a railing with turned balusters.

The main entrance has original single light glass and wood double doors. 
Windows on the projecting east bay of the main facade are large one-over- 
one rectangular wood sash with stained glass transoms and arched upper 
lights. The second story tower at the southwest corner has a sheathing of 
fish scale shingles and a conical roof. Dividing the first and second 
stories of the residence is a belt course of wood butt shingles. The 
central bay of the second story has a small incised porch with a solid 
railing and exterior of fish scale shingles. Leading to the porch is an 
original single light glass and wood door. A circular stained glass 
window is located on the first floor of the west facade.

The interior of the residence retains its original floor plan and 
detailing. This detailing includes molding around the doors and windows, 
a milled newel post and staircase, wainscoting, and Queen Anne influenced 
mantles.

The house is sited on a rectangular urban lot in a residential section of 
Hodgenville. At the rear of the house is a ca. 1920, one-story frame 
servant's quarters with a gable roof, weatherboard siding, and three- 
over-one vertical sash windows. This building was constructed after the 
property's period of significance and is included as a non-contributing 
building.
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PROPERTY TYPE: Urban Residential Architecture

The David H. Smith House is significant under criteria B and C for its 
architectural design and association with prominent politician David H. 
Smith. The house was built ca. 1890 and is a fine example of the Queen 
Anne style. The house retains its original design with a prominent corner 
tower, second story balcony, stained glass windows, and original doors 
and windows. The house is one of four unaltered high style Queen Anne 
residences identified in the county.

David Highbaugh Smith was the most prominent Larue County politician of 
the late 19th and early 20th centuries, he was born on December 19, 1854 
in Hart County and began practicing law in Hodgenville in 1876. Smith was 
elected County Attorney in 1878 and later to the State House of 
Representatives in 1881. Smith became a well respected legislator and was 
elected to the state senate in 1885. He served in the senate during the 
rest of the 1880s and early 1890s and it was during this period that he 
constructed this two-story residence on Greensburg Avenue.

In 1897, Smith was elected to the U.S. House of Representatives where he 
served until 1907. Smith later retired from politics and practiced law in 
Hodgenville until his death in 1928. Smith was one of only three county 
politicians elected to the U.S. Congress in the 19th century. The house 
has since been owned by several owners but no major changes have occurred 
to the residence.
