The Melady House is a large two story frame residence built in a distinctly southern 
version of the Colonial Revival style. It enjoys a rural setting on Bayou Rapides amid numerous 
mature trees. Despite some alterations, most notably the lowering of the porch floor, the house 
retains the grand architectural character associated with what is termed by some the Southern 
Colonial style.

It should first be noted that there is some controversy concerning the date of the house. 
Because of its "Old South" look, it is thought by locals to be antebellum. There has to have been 
a house on the site by 1892 because in this year Joseph P. Melady, the patriarch of the family for 
whom the house is named, died at his house on Bayou Rapides, per an obituary notice. His 
widow lived on the property into the 1930s.

The architectural evidence, however, points clearly to an early twentieth century date 
(small round machine cut nails, stylistic details, hardware, etc.). Similar houses, for example, 
were being built in Lake Charles in the 1905-1910 period. It is possible that an older house was 
completely remodeled, which would account for the asymmetric Queen Anne influenced footprint, 
as described below. However, this is the only suggestion of an earlier house from the 
architectural evidence.

Although the house is not antebellum in age, it was built to look like a plantation house of 
the type popular on Louisiana's Great River Road. The reference, whether intentional or not, is 
to so-called peripteral style antebellum mansions such as Ashland (a grand mansion with colossal 
pillars on four sides). Of course, the Melady House is a vernacular early twentieth century 
interpretation of the Ashland look. Here the columns are on only two sides (the front and a side 
elevation). They are paneled and have molded capitals.

Unlike its antebellum inspiration, the house's footprint is not symmetrical. There is a 
central hall with two rooms on the north side and three on the south. The front room of the three 
room range extends forward of the central hall. Hence the entrance door gives the impression of 
being recessed. The wall of the north front room is then recessed slightly behind the central hall. 
The front entrance, with its transom and sidelights, has a small raised concrete porch which 
undoubtedly was added when the main porch floor was lowered.

Other exterior features include two over two windows and a second story balustrade with 
a geometric design reminiscent of Chinese Chippendale balustrades popular in the Colonial 
Revival.

CONTINUED
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The interior is fairly simple in its detailing. Door surrounds are plain. The doors 
downstairs are of the raised four panel type with transoms, five piece gudgeons, and decorative 
brass hardware with an overall Victorian character. The hall and one room have narrow gauge 
beaded board wainscoting. The staircase, with its plain newel posts and balusters, rises in three 
flights. The upstairs doors clearly date from a later period, featuring five raised horizontal panels 
and Art Deco hardware. The house retains only one fireplace, and its mantel most likely dates 
from the 1920s or'30s.

The following alterations have occurred since construction:

(1) The house originally had to have had a raised porch. An old but undated photo shows 
the present concrete grade level porch. Bushes prevent one from seeing the column bottoms. 
Undoubtedly the old porch floor and column bottoms rotted. When the present owner acquired 
the house the columns were resting on brick piers which presumably were the original porch 
piers. The space between the top of each pier and the bottom of the shortened column 
was filled in with concrete in a flared shape. Because the concrete sections and brick piers were 
in poor repair, the present owner covered them with wood as part of a recent rehabilitation 
project. However, the wooden boxing will be removed soon to ensure that the project meets The 
Secretary of the Interior's Standards for tax credit projects. (The National Park Service felt that 
the pier and concrete treatment should be retained because it was part of the historic evolution of 
the house and had been there as long as anyone could remember.)

(2) In the late 1940s or 1950s a low glassed-in addition was made across the rear of the 
house encompassing the home's original one story pitched roof kitchen wing. Although the 
kitchen wing is still obvious on the exterior, it is not on the interior.

(3) The present owner recently installed ceiling medallions and a denticulated cornice in 
the central hall.

Assessment of Integrity:

Although the lowering of the porch floor is obviously a noticeable alteration, the house 
still retains its overall grand white-columned look and hence its National Register eligibility (see 
Part 8).

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The Melady House is of local architectural significance as one of the most distinctive 
examples of the Colonial Revival style within the context of Rapides Parish.

Created in 1805, Rapides is a large parish with extensive rural areas and the city of 
Alexandria, with a population of about 55,000. It was surveyed for the Louisiana Division of 
Historic Preservation in the mid- 1980s. The survey identified 4,932 buildings over 50 years old. 
Rapides experienced extensive Civil War action; indeed, portions of Alexandria were burned. 
Because of this and more modern re-development, little survives in the parish from the antebellum 
period beyond about a dozen medium size plantation houses. The parish's most voluminous 
architectural legacy dates from the early twentieth century, encompassing resources ranging from 
a low-key Chicago style skyscraper, to a flamboyant Beaux Arts hotel, to a number of impressive 
churches, to thousands of residences. Most of the latter display either no style or elements of the 
Queen Anne Revival, Colonial Revival or bungalow styles. Most of the larger, more impressive 
residences (which number about 50 and of which the Melady House is one) reflect the Queen 
Anne and/or Colonial Revival tastes.

The Melady House is conspicuous among this group because of all the parish's Colonial 
Revival residences, it most closely resembles a real antebellum Greek Revival plantation house. It 
is the finest example of what has been noted by architectural historians as a significant trend in the 
Colonial Revival movement in the South ~ the tendency to espouse the 'Svhite columned" look of 
the increasingly romanticized "Old South." The Melady House, when seen from the three-quarter 
view, as was intended, strongly evokes peripteral Greek Revival plantation houses such as 
Ashland, as previously noted. Indeed, the overall look is so convincing that to the untrained eye it 
appears to be an actual antebellum house.
