Exterior < Two-story with ground level basement (partially protected 
by retaining walls); portico with 1* cast iron columns, original wromght 
iron railing and granite steps; balcony across entire front facade aligned 
with top of portico with original wrought iron railing - windows at second 
floor have wood panels under which might indicate that there were origi­ 
nally doors to the balcony which were later replaced, but the windows ap­ 
pear to match the existing standard type wood; door half/sash in the entire 
house; simple cornice and hip roof; brj^ck exterior, one-piece stone lintels 
over all doors and windows at exterior; single entry door with simple side 
and top lights, no ornamentation.

Interior: Each of the three floors has been divided into two apart­ 
ments and the only one this reviewer gained entry was in the basement, 
which had been so extensively remodeled as to obscure any original construc­ 
tion. These comments are made only from the main hall* the plan is of a 
central hall with two rooms each side on both floors; a wood trimmed arch 
divides the hall in half and a small (2•-6" wide) free standing eliptical 
stair is just beyond; only two rooms open on the front hall with single 
doors; it is presumed the two rear rooms open behind the stair; the left 
side contains one additional room oArieach floor; much of original doors and 
hardware remain.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE (Include Personages, Dates, Events, Etc.)

This fine example of Classical Architecture was built about I8b0 by 
Ambrose Chapman who in large part was responsible for saying the Female 
College (Wesleyan College) from financial ruin in 181*2.

The house was sold in 1858 to Dr. James Mercer Green who was one 
of the leaders in the founding of the Academy* for the Blind here in 
1852. Earlier, Ik** Green served en the newly-organized County Board 
of Jfealth and in 181*9 was elected secretary of the newly-formed State 
Medical Society. Boring the 1850*8 Green served on the City Council 
and as a warden of Christ Episcopal Church.

Dr. Green was appointed Surgeon in charge of the Confederate 
Hospitals in Macon on January 17, 1863, under the command of Surgeon 
Stout. The Macon Hospitals were described as being perfectly clean 
and ticty, due to the hard work of Or. Green.

The house was occupied by Green's daughter, Mrs. William Poe, 
and her children until the 1930'e. Lee Barfield bought and restored 
the house. Since his recent death, it has been occupied by .tenants.*

The brick servants 1 house in the rear is an interesting feature 
of this historic property.
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
