DESCRIPTION

The original Park Hill neighborhood is a historic residential neighborhood located east of the
downtown Denver business district, due east of Colorado Blvd. (a main north-south
thoroughfare) and also due east of the Denver Museum of Nature and Science. The southern
boundary is E. Montview Bivd., the northern boundary is E. 26™ Avenue, and the eastern
boundary is the west side of Dahlia Street. This historic residential neighborhood began
development shortly before the year 1900, and quickly became one of the most popular
residential neighborhoods in the Denver metro area, not only catering to middle class and
working class families, but the elite as well. Rapid construction before and after World War |
created by the time of America’s entrance into World War Il in 1941, a large neighborhood of
approximately 600 residences composed of brick and stucco (with wood trim). Apart from the
dwellings, a small shopping area was created along a ¥: block of 23" Avenue, a small park was
built at the same intersection, and St. Thomas Episcopal Church was constructed as well as a
branch library.

A wide variety of residential housing forms, styles and sizes occur in the Park Hill, representing
the popular architectural styles of the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries. These
dwellings vary from small two-bedroom single-bath bungalows, to large three-or-more bedroom
Craftsman styles, to small and large Tudor Revival and Colonial Revival forms, to multi-story
architect-designed mansions. The majority of these residences are in good to excellent
condition and maintain a high degree of historic integrity.

The district streets form a large rectangular grid of north-south residential streets and east-west
through streets. Most of the residences face east and west along the north-south streets that
have double alphabetical names such Dahlia and Dexter. Numbered avenues run east-west
parallel and north of the main boulevard named Montview. The numbered avenues are called
22" 23" 25" and 26" avenues. As these blocks are east of Broadway, their addresses
contain the “East” directional notation. The blocks are uniform in size with 46 lots per block.
Single lots are 25 ft. wide and 125 ft. deep, however, the houses were all built on at least 1.5
lots, and many were built on four lots. The houses have uniform set-backs approximately 40 ft.
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from the front of the lots, with a single or double garage at the rear opening to an alley. Nearly
all the blocks contain 12 ft. wide alleys maintained by the city. Certain blocks on Albion and Ash
Streets do not contain alleys and have single or shared driveways from the street to the rear of
the backyards where most of the garages are located. Most of the front yards are planted in
grass, bushes and large trees, and a narrow parking lawn occurs between streets and
sidewalks.

This residential neighborhood has the appearance of an established middle class urban
subdivision along most of its streets. Mature trees planted in the garden strip between the street
and sidewalk dominate the spring and summer streetscapes. At the southwestern corner, the
largest dwellings occur and the ones most likely to have been architect-designed. Toward the
middle of the district, the majority of dwellings are bungalows featuring wide facade porches with
two or more brick piers, double pitched roofs, central dormers and overhanging eaves,
commonly with brackets, exposed rafter tails and vergeboards. All of the dwellings are
constructed of either brick or stucco, with varying amounts of wood siding, shingles, and a false
half-timbering. Some are constructed of cinder block with a facing of brick or stucco. The
majority of windows are double-hung sash with multi-lights in the upper sash. Many Tudor
dwellings contain casement windows, and certain houses contain more than one type of window.

Noncontributing resources fall into two categories: those in which extensive alterations after the
period of significance have greatly lessened their historic integrity; and those constructed after
the end of the period of significance in 1954. This second group of resources constructed after
1954 amounts to only five dwellings.

In the Park Hill historic district, the most prevalent styles and types of residential housing are:

Bungalow, traditional and Craftsman styles

Tudor Revival dwelling, with many variations and sizes

Foursquare, with many variations

Colonial Revival and Georgian styles

Mixed styles that combine elements of the Foursquare and Bungalow, and Tudor and
Bungalow

Mission Revival

Minor numbers of Spanish Revival and Mediterranean, Classic Cottage, Edwardian,
and English Revival Cottage

In addition, several duplexes were built in the 1920s, some taking the form of two single-story
dwellings sharing a common wall, while two duplex dwellings were shaped like two-story houses
with each floor containing one residence. The shopping center along 23" Avenue between
Cherry and Dexter Streets presents an unusual situation and is discussed below in the Dexter
Street and 23" Avenue section.

The topography of the district is relatively flat, having been platted on the top of a wide hill that
overlooked the city of Denver. The 2000 block of Cherry shows the most relief, with the
dwellings on the east side of the street standing perhaps more than 10 feet above the street and
those on the west side between 5 and 10 feet above the street.
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No resources within the district were previously listed in the National Register of Historic Places.
The St. Thomas Episcopal Church is a designated Denver Landmark from 1977. The Park Hill
Branch Library on the corner of Dexter Street and Montview Blvd., is also a designated Denver
Landmark having received its designation in 1989.

The Park Hill district extends south to north from Montview Blvd., the start of the 2000 block of
addresses, to 26" Avenue, which concludes the 2500 block of addresses. In a local peculiarity of
address assignments, there are no 2100-series or 2400-series addresses in the district.

In certain cases, the original building permit and or tax records were not available due to record-
keeping practices of the period, or damage to the records. If no primary source information was
available, the historic name was left blank and an approximate year of construction was taken
from the City and County of Denver online property records. In such cases the construction date
was designated “circa.”

The number in brackets following the contributing status indicates the number of resources on
the property. All residential garages are classified as either contributing or noncontributing.

Original building permits often indicate an architect and/or a builder. In some cases, the
“architect” is actually an unlicensed designer. In other cases, the builder may also serve as the
designer and be indicated as the “architect” in the building permit. In other cases, the builder
acted as designer but is only recorded as a “builder” on the building permit. In the descriptions
below, the actual status of each property designer and builder is noted where known.

Unless otherwise indicated in the descriptions below, all roofs in the district are composed of
asphalt shingles.

balcony, this wing wall also has modillions, two basement windows in fagade, house has a
full basement.

This two-story dwelling with side wing on the south, features a hipped roof and separate
hipped roof over wing, chimney toward the back, overhanging eaves, four second floor
identical fagade windows with 6/6 sash lights, front window in wing is narrow, 1/1 sash light,
all have side shutters, decorative brick course connecting all sills, first floor window on
northwest is multi-light with a decorative brick hood mold, the front entrance reached by
concrete stairs to small porch, decorative hood over door with scalloped double brackets,
two other first floor windows are round-arched with arched brick hood molds, multi-light
windows with stone sills, no shutters, foundation of contrasting brick is visible, full
basement, detached garage.

This 2.5-story tan stucco dwelling features an irregular red tile roof, decorative front door
enclosure, an attached 2-car garage in the basement level off 25" Avenue.

This two-story brick house features a hipped tile roof, front gable with varied eave-line
heights, arched entry porch with soldier course and keystone or shield, larger paired
windows are 8 light casements, smaller second floor windows are diamond light casements,
some windows are slightly arched, small front gable is half-timbered, creating a cantilever,
side wing is two-storied, with some stucco on second floor. Full basement and detached

garage.
2530 Colorado Blvd. 1948 Contributing (1)
Architect unknown Minimal Traditional

This brick dwelling features a nearly-flat roof with a single story wing to the north, a
recessed entrance, single light casement windows with iron bars, thin metal pole porch
supports, wide eaves, front yard bermed around main floor, dug out for basement, retention
wall opposite the berm.

This eclectic/foursquare 2.5-story brick residence features a symmetrical design utilizing a
hipped roof with flared eaves. A central fagade attic dormer has a hipped roof with flared
eaves, brick dormer walls with quoins, a three-part casement window with decorative brick
sills, the roof flare reaches toward the center of the dormer on both sides. The second floor
contains two large corner 1/1 sash windows and three smaller 1/1 sash windows, all with a
brick course connecting the sills. Below the sills the central hipped roof over the entrance
connects to the fagade with overhanging eaves and exposed rafters. Two rectangular brick
piers support the entrance roof, and two stone lions decorate the brick stair rails. The first
floor fagade windows are 1/1 sash with the porch roof eaves overhanging the windows
slightly, and a brick sill course, with decorative quoins at the corners. It has a foundation of
contrasting bricks, a full basement and a garage in back.

This residence features a truncated hipped roof with brackets, south side chimney, front
attic dormer with truncated hipped roof, overhanging eaves with brackets, and a set of three
narrow attic windows. The symmetrical fagade with central entrance and set of three small
windows above it on the second floor connect by a stone sill, other windows on second floor
are identical sets of two narrow multi-light windows with stone sills, flat roof over entrance
originally had a balcony and decorative finials. The first floor has two sets of three narrow
rectangular multi-light windows, full width front porch, but porch roof only over entrance,
heavy brick porch supports rest on brick balustrade, decorative brick corners on porch,
fagade has bands of lighter colored bricks giving a horizontal effect, and the eave brackets
give a craftsman flare. Driveway to garage in back.

Architect unknown Foursquare/eclectic Photo #34

This unusual two-story with attic Foursquare/eclectic with Craftsman elements residence
features a south side entrance, suggesting the design had been turned 90 degrees in order
to fit a narrow urban lot. The fagade features a front gable with truncated gable end and
decorative brackets, half-timbered attic wall, fagade red brick with small central projection
for windows on all floors, attic window is 9 by 9 casement, second floor two windows are
12/1 sash with stone sills, first floor two windows are slightly smaller than second floor
windows, also 12/1 sash with stone sills, first floor windows under full width porch, heavy
brick porch supports for gabled porch roof, brackets supporting eaves, vertical wood lattice
under porch roof, porch wraps around south side to meet the entrance porch with its own
small gabled roof, driveway leads from Albion Street to newer garage at back of lot, full

basement.

This two-story brick Eclectic /Foursquare is similar to 2059 Albion Street, except it does not
have the wrap around porch but a 2/3-width porch. The hipped roof has overhanging eaves
and a cornice band, a south side chimney, the second floor features two equal size 1/1 sash
windows and two smaller inner multi-light windows off-center slightly, with a brick surround,
and all have stone sills. Beneath the sills are several horizontal brick bands and the hipped
porch roof joins the fagade at these bands.

The widely spaced second floor windows are asymmetrically
positioned with the southern window of 4/1 sash lights over the porch roof, a smaller double
window of 4/1, 4/1 sash lights over the entry, and a northern window of 8/1 sash lights with
stone sills. The first floor fagade features an eye-catching fagade porch with low-pitch
hipped roof with an overhang attached to the fagade at the second floor sill course. The
rectangular brick porch supports have decorative brick caps and short wood piers that
connect to the roof. The porch wraps around the southeast corner with a decorative brick
balustrade connecting the brick supports.

This two-story brick English cottage/bungalow residence features unusual second floor
through-the-wall dormers with shed roofs, a steeply pitched cross-gabled roof with flared
eaves, with side gable at the fagade with brick parapets and chimneys at the gable ends.

The two outer second floor windows have 15/1 sash lights and a small centered window
also has multi-lights. The 2/3 width fagade porch features a flat roof with exposed rafter
ends, carved headers, two rectangular brick piers and two pilasters, a brick balustrade with
stone cap, and adjacent to the porch to the north is a narrow round-arched window, 1/1
sash light with a keystone and stone sill. The entrance is located on the south side facing
west and has its own entrance portico with side gabled roof, parapetted gable end, and
arched door.

2066 Albion St. 1908 Contributing (2)
Architect unknown Colonial Revival Photo # 38
This two-story brick residence features a symmetrical fagade with a side gabled roof with
narrow overhanging eaves, and two chimneys. Under the attic gable ends are walis of
stucco half-timbering, and the fagade second floor contains two side windows of 12/1 sash
lights with shutters and stone sills. Two inner casement windows have shutters and a single
stone sill. A brick sill course visually divides the second and first floors. The first floor
features two brick buttresses at the corners, two equal size single light windows (possible
replacements) with narrow shed roofs and stone sills, and a central entry with a decorative
pediment above two pilasters. The entry porch is small and made of concrete. There is a
full basement and a driveway to the garage in back.

Frank E. Edbrooke Foursquare Photo # 39
This 2.5-story brick residence, designed by Frank Edbrooke, features standard Foursquare
styling in the hipped roof with flared overhanging eaves, the attic dormer also has flared

The typical foursquare fagade is individualized by a two-story projecting wing on the south
side. Two double 8/1 sash lights with a connecting sill course are set in the fagade just
above the hipped fagade porch roof and similar windows are set in the wing. The full width
concrete fagcade porch features a central entrance, austere rectangular brick piers, a large
three-part multi-light sash window under the porch roof and a double 12-light casement
north of center in the partial porch enclosure. The entry opens into this enclosure, facing
south, and a four-part multi-light window is set in the first floor wing.

The central attic dormer has a front gable with flared eaves and
vergeboard, shingled walls, two small 6/6 sash lights with wood lintels and stone sills. The
placement of the fagade windows and entry is similar to that of 2066 Albion St. adjacent to
this on the south. The second floor features two 8/1 sash outer lights with carved lintels and
stone sills, and two small central windows with the similar lintel and sill, plus decorative
brickwork under the sill. All windows have wide wood shutters, and a brick sill course
across the fagade. The first floor features two 10/1 sash lights with carved lintels, stone sills
and shutters flanking the entry which has a front gable narrow porch roof with carved fan
detailing above two round column piers and two similar pilasters. The entry features a
similar carved lintel and wood surround, a small concrete entry porch. Full basement and
detached garage in back.

This 2.5-story red brick residence features a rectangular fagade with a hipped roof with
overhanging eaves, a central attic dormer with a hipped roof that contains a double 1/1 sash
light set in sided walls, a fireplace chimney on both the north and south sides. The second
floor features two 1/1 sash corner windows (possibly replacements) with decorative brick
details on each side plus decorative brick sills, with two smaller inner windows, 6/6 sash
lights, with a decorative medallion between the windows and a similar decorative sill. The
small windows occur just above the central half-width fagade porch roof with a hipped roof,
cornice band, two round column piers set above rectangular brick pedestals. The full-width
concrete fagade has both front and side entrances and a metal railing. The first floor fagade
contains a central entry and two equal size windows of 10/1 sash lights with stone sills and
adjacent decorative brick buttresses. It has a full basement and a driveway leads to a two-
car garage in back.

This two-story brick dwelling features a hipped asphalt roof, a single second floor fagade
multi-light window with storm windows, quoins at the fagade corners, a full width fagade
porch with a Park Hill Porch roof, shed style except at the northeast corner where it
becomes a small front gable at the porch entrance. The porch roof is supported by four
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brick piers, connected by a brick balustrade with decorative detailing. The entrance is offset
to the north where the porch wraps around the north side of the dwelling. The first floor
window is three-part multi-light, with transoms and storm windows. Full basement and
detached garage enters from 22nd Ave.

This two-story stucco dwelling has an irregular shape with a cross-gabled tile roof with
narrow eaves.

The entry faces west and is arched with a
wooden arched surround or hood. The first floor windows are arched multi-light, and bricks
are used extensively for garden borders and the front entrance patio. It has a basement
with small windows.

William E. Fisher Tudor Revival Photo # 44
This large 2.5-story stucco and brick Tudor Revival residence is arguably the finest example
of the Tudor Revival style in Park Hill. W.E. Fisher originally designed a symmetrical Tudor
residence for Maurice Smith in 1908. In 1935 Fisher designed extensive alterations, first
and second-story additions, a new exterior of stucco half-timbering, an attic level, and new
tile roof with a false thatch appearance, creating a grand asymmetrical Tudor Revival
residence. The cross gable roof features a front gable attic dormer on the east side, with
four multi-light casements with a wood lintel and sill, second floor double, triple, and four-
part multi-light casements under front gables or flat eaves. The second floor is cantilevered
over a brick and stucco first floor with a variety of multi-light windows including brick arched
casements with transoms, and double and triple casements, a central entrance with a
carved stone gothic arch and carved stone surround placed in a projecting two-story portico.

This corner lot is well landscaped with mature trees and is enclosed with a brick and
wrought iron fence. The property also contains a two-car garage and a small outbuilding.

2201 Albion St. 1932 Contributing (1)
Architect unknown Tudor Revival Photo # 45
This two-story brick residence features a cross gabled roof with no overhanging eaves, with
brick front and side gables with multi-light casements and brick sills. The fagade features a
front chimney with decorative brickwork, tapering to the top and three chimney pots. A
smaller front gable dormer has stucco above the multi-light window. The entrance projects
out from the large front gable in a smaller front gable and contains an arched door with
three layers of arched brickwork and surrounds. The entrance porch extends only the width
of the entrance projection. A brick and iron fence encloses the corner property, along with a
wood privacy fence.

2211 Albion St. 1948 Contributing (1)
Garage-Noncontributing (1)
Architect unknown Minimal Traditional Photo # 46

This single-story brick Minimal Traditional style dwelling has a front gabled roof with a
hipped roof section behind it. The entry, located on the south corner of the fagade contains
a flat porch roof supported by metal piers. The front gable contains a front chimney aligned
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with the gable peak flanked by two multi-light casement windows with brick sills. Garage in
back.

2222 Albion St. 1911 Contributing (2)
Architect unknown Foursquare/Eclectic Photo # 47
Unusual symmetrical two-story brick Foursquare/Eclectic dwelling featuring a hipped roof
with widely overhanging eaves, a projecting entrance portico with a balcony above with two
gargoyles on the corners, decorative downspouts, an arched brick entry to the covered
porch, open patios connecting to the entry. The windows are 8/1 sash with brick lintels and
sills, corbelled brick chimney, and the fagade corners are buttressed. Garage in back.

2225 Albion St. 1925 Contributing (2)
Architect unknown Bungalow Photo # 48
This single-story brick and stucco Bungalow dwelling features a truncated front gable roof
with carved vergeboard and double carved brackets, with a smaller truncated front gable
over the projecting sunroom in the fagade. This room contains five narrow multi-light
casement windows set above a brick sill, with additional casement windows on the sides.

The entrance is on the south side beneath a small front gable supported by two round
columns set on brick rails. A decorative brick course marks the foundation bricks. It has a
basement and detached garage, mature property line vegetation.

This 1.5-story brick Craftsman bungalow dwelling features a front gabled roof with
overhanging eaves, brackets and vergeboard, a three part second floor fagade window set
in a brick gable wall. The full width porch features a shed roof with brackets, but an open
front gabled roof over the porch entry. Three tapered rough brick piers joined by a brick
balustrade support the porch roof and a carved header. The first floor bay window is multi-
light as is the second floor fagade window, both with stone sills. A shed gable extends over
the south side of the roof and a front gable over the north side. Driveway to garage in back.

This 1.5-story brick dwelling features a side gable roof with a shed dormer and a front gable
half-width porch roof. The shed dormer has two single light casement windows set in
