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There are three buildings within the proposed Historic District that have been previously listed on the
National Register of Historic Places. Site #0174, Kern’s Fort (Michael Kern’s Cabin) was listed on the
register in April of 1993 with 1 contributing resource. Site #0265, the Hackney Place was listed on the
register in July of 1999 with 1 contributing resource. Site #0460, the Second Ward Negro Elementary
School was listed on the register in July of 1992 with 1 contributing resource.

The proposed historic Greenmont district contains approximately 74.9 acres and is located in the Second
Ward of Morgantown, West Virginia. Greenmont lies southeast of downtown Morgantown and across
Decker’s Creek on part of a 600-acre tract of land acquired by Michael and Susan Kerns circa 1772. Kerns
Fort at 305 Dewey Street, which was listed on the National Register of Historic Places in April 1993, was
the site of one of Morgantown's earliest and largest forts erected by Michael Kern on his property at the
beginning of Dunmore’s War in 1774. This site has only one extant small building now used as a rental

__ property. The site was memorialized in 1927 with a cut stone marker with a bronze plaque dedicated to
Kems Fort by the Elizabeth Ludington Hagans Chapter of the Daughters of the American Revolution.

The Greenmont nomination is primarily residential but has clusters of commercial buildings on Brockway,
Decker and Wilson Avenues. The nominated area is bound on the east by Front Street and Arlington Street,
on the north by Decker Avenue, on the west by Kingwood Street and on the south by White and Posten
Avenues. The main interior streets within the nomination are Green and Arch Streets, which intersect at
right angles. The nomination is contiguous along Kingwood Street to the Morgantown South Park
neighborhood, listed on the National Register of Historic Places in July of 1990 with 506 contributing
resources.

The terrain of the proposed district is composed of steep hills ascending from Decker’s Creek to a flat
plateau encompassing Green and Arch Streets. The district’s resources are set on small city lots that were
laid out in several plats or additions developed from the late 1880s into the 1920s. (See Map section.) The
neighborhood is densely populated and, except for Arch and Green Streets, has paved, narrow streets and
alleys. Reay Alley has residential houses, but other alleys are primarily used to access garage/garage
apartments built on the rear of properties. Green Street is a wide avenue between Cobun Avenue and
Wilson Avenue with period street lights on both sides of the street. Arch Street has a maple tree lined,
grassy divider about six feet wide down the center of its 400 and 500 blocks. Anecdotal information
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indicates that Arch Street was part of the race track for the county fairs held in Greenmont in the 1860s and
1870s.

Greenmont had few homes until a metal pony truss bridge was constructed across Decker’s Creek in 1900-
1901. Until then, a covered wooden bridge provided the only access from downtown Morgantown. The
early settlement was concentrated on Green and Arch Streets but most Greenmont homes were constructed
from 1901-1925 and are frame construction with brick or wood facades. Most are modest two or two and
one-half stories with plain front gables or American Four Squares. Other styles found in the neighborhood
include Bungalows, Colonial Revival, Queen Anne, Dutch Colonial, Gothic Revival, Beaux Arts,
Commercial and Mediterranean Revival. The Queen Anne houses in Greenmont have few decorative
elements. Greenmont buildings include three large apartment buildings and houses converted into
apartments by landlords who live outside the neighborhood. Greenmont had many small businesses, most
converted in the past twenty years to garages or apartments. Greenmont was a working class neighborhood
and has few high style homes or commercial buildings. '

'Greenmont was a separate town from 1899-1901 when it was incorporated into the city of Morgantown.
The neighborhood developed commercial establishments and businesses separate from Morgantown
despite the closeness of the Morgantown downtown because many Greenmont residents walked to work
in the Marilla and Sabraton suburbs of Morgantown, just over the hill from Greenmont’s north eastern
boundary. These suburbs were home to several industrial plants, which provided employment to
Greenmont residents.

Commercial establishments thrived in Greenmont because they provided residents easy access to
groceries and basic household goods since many residents did not own cars. During the late 1920s and
early 1930s, Greenmont had at least eleven grocery stores, meat markets, bakeries or confectionaries, ten
or eleven auto repair shops, barber shops, restaurants and a pool halls. Another seven grocery stores
were located just outside the Greenmont nomination boundaries.

Many Greenmont residents during those years were immigrants from Italy, and various other countries
including Greece and Wales, although immigrants from Italy predominated. The immigrants attempted
to recreate their home villages or at least the atmosphere of villages in Greenmont. The women shopped
on a daily basis for fresh produce, meats and breads, which gave them opportunities to chat with
neighbors. Most building lots were too small for gardens, although many residents were inventive in
growing at least some vegetables and berries for summer eating and canning. Grape growing and wine
making was reported to have been profitable for several residents, even during the Prohibition era. In
the early years in Greenmont, attics and extra rooms were rented out, usually to new immigrants who
might be cousins or friends of family from back home. The first garages were generally built as garage
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apartments for the same reason.

Customers of similar ethnic backgrounds in Monongalia and Preston Counties came to Greenmont

to patronize the business establishments via street car or bus and later in automobiles. Streets and
sidewalks were busy, and well populated, especially on Saturday. Brockway Avenue was the busy main
road that connected Greenmont with Marilla, Sabraton, and downtown Morgantown. Brockway had
parking along its right side so people could patronize the commercial establishments in the 400 and 500
blocks. Coal trucks with their dust and noise were a constant annoyance to residents living along
Brockway, which on a busy day could experience unpleasant traffic jams.

The commercial and business establishments in Greenmont generally fell into two categories.
Utilitarian, flat roof, brick commercial buildings erected specifically for a commercial purpose, most
with living quarters in their upper stories. The second category included residential additions built to
house grocery stores or small businesses. The 600 block of Elmina Street, the 400 and 500 blocks of
Wilson Avenue, Cherry Street, Kingwood Street and Brockway Avenue each had several businesses.
Greenmont experienced a change in usage of many buildings after more residents began buying cars in
the 1940s and started shopping in other places or moving to more upscale sections of Morgantown.
Buildings originally used as commercial establishments were renovated to accommodate residential
rentals. Prominent names involved in Morgantown commercial ventures today, such as Bossio and
Lorentz, started as small family businesses in Greenmont.

Greenmont had an African-American neighborhood along White Avenue that was established earlier

than the rest of Greenmont. Well-to-do African-American entrepreneurs bought land, built homes and

established commercial enterprises. A sixteen room house, site # 0458 on White Avenue, opposite the

Second Ward Negro Elementary School, was used to house African-American students for nearly ten

years before the school was built in 1939. A beauty shop that catered to African Americans was located

for more than 30 years in a combined commercial and residential building at 446 Wilson Avenue just
“around the corner from White Avenue.

Of the three resources listed individually on the National Register of Historic Places within the proposed
district, one is the above mentioned former school building. The Second Ward Negro Elementary
School, located on White Avenue, was listed in July 1992. The building, which opened in 1939, is a two
story flat roof, rear facing T-shaped, red brick building with a center chimney. Monies from the Federal
Emergency Administration of Public Works were used to build the school. The school was used as an
annex to Second Ward School on Wilson Avenue in Greenmont after the 1954 Supreme Court decision
banning “separate but equal schools.” The Monongalia County Board of Education donated the annex to
the community after the Second Ward School was closed in 1992.

Greenmont contains another former school building. Second Ward School, which opened in 1910, is a
two-story, buff brick building with an elevated cut stone foundation that sits on an eminence on the
south side of the 400 block of Wilson Avenue. The building, which has cut stone sills and lintels, looks
down onto the Greenmont neighborhood. A one-story, buff brick addition was added to the building’s
east facade in 1939. The school’s grounds were very small and its playground was reached via an iron

bridge to a separate small lot. The school closed in 1992 and was bought at auction by a Greenmont
businessman who sympathetically remodeled the building into apartments and the playground into a

~parking lot. Across Wilson Avenue from the school building is a mixed commercial and residential
block of red brick buildings.

The proposed district has two extant churches, site #0235, the Jones United Methodist Church on Green
Street and site #0015, the Reformation Orthodox Presbyterian Church on Arch Street. The Green Street
church’s original building, constructed in 1908 as a residence, is a two-story, red brick, American -
Foursquare with hip roof dormers on the front and side facades and a cut stone foundation.
Unfortunately modern additions, a porch enclosure and replacement windows make this building non-
contributing. The Arch Street church is a small building with steep front gable, gothic shaped chapel
windows, including a large leaded window with a sun design, and bell tower. The church was built in
1931 by Clay Warman, a Morgantown carpenter, for the Christian and Missionary Alliance Church. The
church is in excellent condition although its wood siding was recently covered with vinyl siding.

Several stone masons who worked for Thoney Pietro, a well-known, local stone mason and builder,
lived in Greenmont. Some of them embellished their homes with works of stone folk art. Examples of
Pietro’s work are exemplified in sites #0259, #0260, #0261, #0347, #0348 and #0397. Site #0394 was
built by James Pietro, brother of Thoney. There are many stone retaining walls throughout the
Greenmont area very similar in structure and style that can probably be credited to Pietro’s stone
masons. The curbs flanking most of the streets are also constructed from cut stone. Site #0095, 233
Cherry Street has four decorative stone boundary pillars across the front property line and site #0450,
436 White Avenue displays a decorative stone balustrade on the full length front porch.

The proposed Greenmont historic district contains 409 contributing buildings, 158 non-contributing
buildings, 4 contributing structures, 2 non-contributing structures and 1 contributing object. The
complete list of resources is listed below.
