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The neighborhoods of Woodsdale and Edgwood began to be developed
around 1888 when the farms of the area were divided into lots and families
moved to the outskirts of Wheeling. What developed is a unique blend of
residences, churches, and a few commercial buildings from 1888 to 1945.
These buildings have maintained their integrity in massing, materials, and
architectural details, retaining the historic character of the
neighborhoods.

The boundaries of the Woodsdale-Edgwood Historic District include
two noncontiguous areas bordering National Road. The first area is
essentially from Park Road and Orchard Road along the northwest edge and
following the north edge of the hillside along Edgwood and the side
streets to Edgington Lane; and keeping to the hillside along View Street
turning to the south along Carmel to Bae Mar Place. The line then borders
the boundary of the National Road Corridor Historic District as it goes
north alaong Lynwood to Elm Street, catching Echo Point Circle. The line
then follows Pine Street to Bethany Pike and the south line of the
Woodsdale Park to Park Road. The second area is to the west side of
National Road from Lenox Avenue on the south to Memminger Avenue on the
north and from Wheeling Creek to the west and bordering the boundaries of
the National Road Corridor Historic District to the east.

The historic district is essentially flat with hillsides ringing
the edges, and the rise along the National Road from Elm Street north to
Heiskell Avenue. The streets have a residential appeal with trees along
the streetscape, and houses have a setback from the street. Although
there is a grid pattern to the streets, it is not a rigid pattern as some
of the streets curve to interconnect, such as Edgwood, and Kenwood Place,
or they have circular patterns, such as Echo Point Circle, and Hazlett
Court. There are two small green space parks, with one in each
neighborhood. In Edgwood there is a park bordered by North Park and South
Park and intersected by Poplar Street. This green space has a large tree
and small benches. A second small park is Woodsdale Park located along
Bethany Pike. This park was created by deed from the Woods family as an
added bonus to the residential lots along Park Road which face the park,
for the residents use and enjoyment.

The architecture of the district encompasses many different styles
from the late nineteenth century to the mid-twentieth century. The
majority of the residences are in excellent condition with the original
exterior facade material. In fact the street upon street of Shingle,
Queen Anne, Tudor Revival, American Foursquare, Colonial Revival, and
Bungalow styles make it one of the most intact residential districts in
the state of West Virginia.

Less in evident are the few residences of the Italianate, Prairie
style, Italian Renaissance, and one International style house. There are
also four Lustron houses which are considered contributing, three of these
sit next to each other on Edglawn Avenue and the corner of Edgwood Street,
while the fourth is a few lots west on Edgwood. These c. 1947 homes are
becoming recognized for their unique prefabricated enamel over steel panel

facades.
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Small business districts developed in some areas to serve the
community, these can still be seen along Edgington Lane, and Heiskell Ave,
with storefronts on the first floor of commercial buildings. Churches
also sprang up with the Edgwood Christian Mission Alliance Church built on
Edgwood Street in 1932, St. John's in 1913 on Heiskell Avenue, and with
the Mt. Carmel Monastery being constructed on Carmel Drive in 1213. The
GBood Shepherd Home was also built on Edgington Lane in 1912, and first
operated as a Catholic home for children before now being used as a
nursing home. The neighborhood once had two large brick schools with
Woodsdale School on Bethany Pike and Edgington School on Edgington Lane.
The two original school buildings have been razed, and a new Woodsdale
School was built next to the former site in 1976.

There have been several other large buildings in the district which
are considered noncontributing, mainly because of their age. These would
include the Peterson Hospital (1962), Temple Shalom (1937), and various
apartment buildings throughout the district. Other noncontributing
buildings have either been altered radically from their original massing,
building materials have been drastically changed, or the buildings are
less than 50 years of age.
